The official report of the New Orleans
Board of Health on the 18th, gives the num-
ber of deaths from yellow fever for the pre-
ceding 24 hours at 47; new eases reported,
115; total nunber of eases reported, 1,000,
The Howard Associstion are furnishing

physiclans and nurses to the destitute, and |

have also sent assistance to Port Eads and

Grenada. They have published an appeal |

for contributions, stating that fhey have not
a dollar in their treasury.
At Memphis, on the 18th, there were nine

new ecases of yellow fever reportefl for the '

preceding 24 hours, with 13 deaths, The
disease had not extended below Jefferson
Street, and the nutboritics were sanguine
that it could be confined within {ts preseut
limits. A camp had been formed six miles
below the city, tents for which were fur-
nished by the War Department, into which
many of the poorer people had been remov-
ed. There is considerable suffering among
the latter class, and the Citizens’ Cemmit-
tee solielt contributions In their behalf.

At Grenada, Miss., 60 deaths from yellow
fever had occurred up to the 18th, 14 of
which were during the preceding 24 hours,
and there were 100 cases under treatment.
The greatest destitution and suffering ex-
isted in the town, and piteous appeals were
sent forth for assistance from abroad.

At Vicksburg, on the 18th, there were
some 40 cases of yellow fever under treat-
ment, and the disease was extending rapid-
1y, causing great apprehension. The How-
ard Association solieit funds in ald of the
destitute sick.

Cincianatl, Louisville, Pittsburg,St. Louis,
and other places, in communication withthe
fever-infected ports, have established quar-
antine regnlations more or less stringent in
their operations.

A daring and successful express robbery
was perpetrated on the Kansas City, St
Joseph and Council Bluffs Rafiroad, sbout 1
o'clock on the morningof the 18th. Soon
after the south-bound train fleft Winthrop
Junection, at about the hour mentioned,
Condunctor Brown started from the baggage-
car to go though the train as usual to collect
fares. As he stepped out on the platform
he was confronted by four men,
two of whom held the muz-
zles of revolvers at his head and ordered
bim to throw up his bands=, which request
hespeedily, if not cheerfully, complied with.
He was then backed Into the baggage-car,
the baggage-man and express-messenger
quietly covered with the muzzies of two
more revolvers before they were aware of
the situation, and one of the gang then
specdily transferred a number of valuable
packages from the express safe to a
sack, and ordering the conductor to
pull the bell-rope and stop the

& - train, they backed out of the car behind

their revolvers and disappeared in the dark-
ness. The train was filled with passengers,
none of whom knew of the occurrence uatil
the robbers had escaped. The thieves were
cool and coliected, showing no signs of tim-
idity, and went at the work like old, experi-
enced hands. None of them were masked.
The amount of their eapture was ,100,
nearly all of which was consigned to the
Missouri Valley Bank of Kansas City.

A portable saw-mill blew up near Bloom-
feld, Obio, on the 13th, killing Charles Wal-
ln;n and C. M. Jones and injuring several
others.

Official information fs received that Lieut. |

Wallace, of Fort Missonk, has overtaken the
marauding band of Nez Perces, numberiog
about %0, who have been plundering their
way from Canada to Idaho, and has pun-
ished them soverely, killing six, wounding
three, and killing or capturing most of their
ponies. He had only a bandful of men in
his command, but used them to excellent
advantage.

The Michigan Prohibitionists have nom-
inated aState Ticket headed by Watson Sny-
der, of Ypsilanti, for Governor.

Mrs. B, J. Sweet, of Chicago, widow of the
late General Sweet, Pension Agent, on the
14th was struck by the locomotive of a train
on the Northwestern Raflroad, thrown sev-
cral feet, and instantly killed. The accident
occurred near her residence, in the suburbs
of the city.

Miss Addle Coleman, an estimable young
lady of Lacrosse, Hancock County, Iil.,
daughter of the Postmaster, died on the
11th in greal agomy, five hours after kin-
dling the fire with kerosene. Her brother
was badly burned in trying to extinguish
the flames.

Tray Dye, Public Administrator of Sac-
ramento County, Cal., has made a blood-
curdling confession regarding the murder
of 0. M. Tullis, of Grand Island, who he
suys was killed by one Anderson, a Swede,
and another man, at his (Dye’s) instigation,
in order that he might get control of the es-
tate of the murdered man. The murder of
other wealthy citizens of the county had
been discussed, but fortunately not attempt-
ed. Anderson has also vonlessed.

The National-Greenback party of Colo-
rado have nominated a State tieket headed
by R. G. Buckingham for Governor, and
adopted a platform denouncing both the old
parties und advocating strong Greenback
measures.

Josiah P. Colcord, a well known St. Louis
lawyer, on the 17th shot and killed his mis-
tress, Lillie G. Gibbons, and then killed
himself. Coleord was a talented, but dissi-
pated, man, about 3 years of age. Some
five vears ago he became separated from his
wife and soon after formed a connection
with the woman whom he murdered. She
had Jed a somewhat adventurous life, and it
is said that Coleord was intensely jealous of
the supposed attention paid her by other
men, which was doubtless the cause of the
tragedy.

At Edgefield, 8. C., on the 13th, Brooker

Booth, and was then himself killed by a
friend of the Booths. Several others were
wounded mortally, The trouble grew out
of a family feud.

Austin W, Knight, a well known New York
oil merchant, was forced into bankruptey
on the lith, and three days afterward he
committed suicide.

James H. Smith, a Chicago leather com-
mission merchant, was accidentally killed
by a train on the New York Elevated Rail-
road on the night of the 14th.

At Melrose, Mass., on the night of the
14th, Pelntish R. Waitt, aged 05, killed his

| iron bar, and then shot out his own brains
with a revolver. The cause of the tragedy
is uynknown, further than that the couple
were engaged in an angry controversy dur-
ing the evening,

in-law, Maj. Andrew Seroggins. Both men
were armed when they met, and as Scrog-
ging had openly threatened to shoot his
father-in-law on sight, the latter is consid-
ered justified in * getting the drop ™ on his
would-be murderer. A domestle quarrel
was the cause of the tragedy.

Prof. Baxter, of Harvard College, was
drowned off Cape May, while bathing, on
the 14th.

John Ten Eyck, colored, was hanged at
Pittkield, Mass., on the 18th, for the murder
of Mr. and Mrs. David Stillman, In Novem-
bes last. :

Susan Walters, a colored nurse, s under
arrest at Fayetteville, N. C., charged with
the murder of the infant child of Capt. Hell-
ing. 8he grew tired of nursing the baby,and
poured a vial of laudanum down its throst,
from the ceffcts of which it died In afew
minutes. Capt. Helling was in the act of
drawing a pistol on the nurse to kiil her,
when he was prevented by a member of the
family.

The powder-magazine of H. A. Weldy,
near Pottsville, Pa., centaining 1,100 kegs,
was struck by lightning on the 17th and a
terrible explosion followed, making s gap
in the neighboring woods 50 feet wide, and
killing three of a pienic party and more or
less injuring several others. Many houses
in the neighborhood were badly damaged,
and several eattle ware 5o badly injured that
they had to be kilied.

John A. Leete, n wituess before the Potter
investigating Committee, was taken from
the Astor House, New York, on the night
of the 18th, while in a frenzied condition,
and safely locked up, He labored under the
delusion that he was belng pursued by pols-
oners and assassins, and fired several inef-
fectual shots at the officers who were trying
to capture him before he could be secured.

A new agent or organ
of scientific sense for space-éxploration
has been given to the world in tlie tasi-
meter, by which it is possible not only
to measure the heat of the remotest vis-
ible stars, but, Mr. Edison believes, to
detect by their invisible radiations stars
that are vnseen and unseeable! Mr.

Edison’s plan isto 4djust the tasimeter |

{to its titmost degtee of sensifivetiess,
then attach it to a large telescope, and
s0 explore those parts of the heavens
which appear blank when examined by
telescopes of the highest penetrative
power. If atany point in such blank
space the tasimeter indicates an acces-
sion of tempernture, and does this in-
varigbly, the legitimate inference will
bo that the instrument is In range with
a stellar body, either non-luminous or
go distant as to be beyond the reach of
vision assisted by the telescope; and the
position of such body can be fixed and
mapped the same as if it were visible.
Seeing that the tasimeter is affected by
a wider range of etheric undulations
than the eye can take cognizance of, and
is withal far more acutely sensitive, the
probabilities are that it will open up
hitherto inaccessible regions of space,
and possibly extend the range of ouf
real knowladge as far beyond the limit
attained by the telescope as that is be-
yond the narrow reach of unaided
vision. Possibly too it may bring with-
in human ken a vastmultitude of nearer
bodies—burnt out suns or feebly reflect-
ing planets—now unknown to us be-
cause not luminous,---Scientific Ameri-
can.

Longevity that Deesn’t Pay.

The question as to the leogth of hu-
man life is recalled anew by a statement
of the Superintendent of the Mongomery
County Infirmary. Within a term of
management extending over ten years
there have been five well authenticated
cases of the inmautes in that institution

assing their one hundredth birthday.

t is accounted for by the Superintend-
ent in the fact that these aged wple
have no care of themselves, nothing on
their minds to worry or annoy them;
their meals and habits are regular, and
with not a cause to induce surplus ener-
EY, the light of life flickers gradually
down till almost imperceptible, and then
dies out. Whether such a life as these
last days afford is desirable, is also
questionable. Itis ** sans teeth, sans
taste, sans every thing.” It is a mere
glimmer, a spark of life generally with-
out intelligence, wrapped up in a ecage
of bones.

Two of the cases above referred to
are still to be seen at the infirmary.
One, Henry Croley, a man whose hun-
dredth anniversary oceurred the #th of
last month, is a native of Maryland, and
his father and two elder brothers were in
Washington's army. He has oeccasion-
al flashes of remembrance and reason,
but is a pitiful, blear-eyed reechy old
man, who will not keep his clothesupon
him. The other is a still more remark-
able picture of wretchedness. It is a
figure like 8 mummy, that was once a
woman. The skin is brown and dirty,
and bruised blue in places, stretched so
tight the bones seem bursting through;
mattery, sightless caverns for eyes, a
driveling mouth that will scarcely open
wide enough for food, or to emit an in-
human grant, and long, coarse and un-
sightly hairs, growing like rank weeds
from the unhealthy looking skin. This
is the remains of one Mary Wambler.
For ten years *Old Mary™ rambled
about the town subsisting on charity,
till the Infirmary was established and
she was the first to avail of its privileges.
That was in 1837, and she was then sev-
enty-six years old. She is blind, deaf
nmftlumh. idiotic with age. When she
attempts to walk she falls down, but life
still clings to her rickety frame. Once
or twice within the past few years she
has been sick, and it wad thought would
die, but has recovered, and since the
last illness seems to have renewed some
of her former vivacity. It may be, if
she can pass a particular period of sec-
ond childhood, she will begin life anew
with a fresh lease. It will be an uncer-
tain advantage if the progress of civili-
zation increases the number of such
wrotched beings for their posterity to
support.—Dayton (0.) Letter to Lincin-
nati UCommercial.

Rnsslnnvﬂlwese.

An article of diet of almost universal
consumption among the poorer classes
in Russia is the varisty of home-made
cheese known ss ¢ Tworog," of which
more than 7,800,000 pounds are sold an-
nually in St. Petershurg alone. Its
mode of preparation is very simple.
Sour skim milk is placed over night in
u warm oven, and poured the next day
upon & sieve, where it is allowed to re-
main until all the whey is run off. The
curd is then packed tightly in a wooden
vessel, and covered with a hid made to
fit exactly within it. On this heavy
weights are placed so as to keep up &
constant pressure on the mass of curd;
and the top of the vessel is filled with
cold water, which is frequently renew-
ed. Tworog cheese is, in fact, nothing
more than hard pressed curd. In the
unorthwestern and southorn governments
of the empire it is often made from
sheep’s milk, and in Bessarbia a supe-
rior quality, made from the whole milk,
is preparved, which possesses far better
keeping properties than the ordinary
sort, and which is exported in consiter-
able quantities to Wallachia, Moldavia
and even to Austrin.—American Dairy-
men.
