Telegram from Hickman, Ky. :

Dr. Cook, of Henderson, a
true, noble, Christian gentleman, is
numbered with the dead. His wife, a
true woman, came in time to see him
breathe his last, and follow his remains
to the grave. Kentucky should erect a
nionliment to his memory and provide
for his wife and two children. Geo. B.
Prattler, Mayor, Thos. Buck and George
Roulback are dead. Death spares but
few. How long will this continue?

It is mentioned by the Thibodeaux
(La.) correspondent of the New Orleans
Timet, as an instance of rare devotion
to duty, that operator Ford, at that
placo, when floored by the fever for a
term of one week, had his bed made on
a table in his room, with his apparatus
by his side, and thus kept telegraphic
communication with the world opeu for
the whole time, though his case Was by
no means a slight one.

The editor of the Vicksburg Herald,
Col. Manlove, has been sorely tried.
Hi-- i young bride and baby son were car-
ried off with the fever; many of his boy-
hood friends followed, "like leaves
swept down by autumnal winds," and
his paper of the 23d contains an eloquent
and patbolic tribute to the memory of
his brother, a youth just entering on
manhood, and of noble attributes.

Memphis telegram of the 2dt "The
death of Mr. Lonsdale; Sr., almost Com-
pletes the destruction of another well
known and prominent family of this city,
W. J. B. Lonsdale, a son, being the only
survivor. J G. Lonsdale, Jr., Treas-
urer of the Citizens' Relief Committee,
died upward of two weeks ago. He
was followed by the heart broken moth-
er soon after, and to-da- y the aged
father. He had been identified with
Memphis for years. He was a leading
Mason, and the oldest underwriter in
the State. His death has caused a feel-
ing of gloom throughout the city."

Says the Courier-Journa- l: "None
of the afflicted towns of the South has
attracted more attention than Grenada.
Mr. Fountain, who passed through Lou-
isville yesterday, and who has been in
Grenada during the pestilence, nays that
the fever was not brought there by rail-
road at all. There was a strict quaran-
tine against New Orleans from the first.
All the trouble is traced te the sewer,
the pi' i ion from which is supposed to
have united with that in tho air from
the South. Canton and Jackson, now
suffering from the epidemic, both es
tablished quarantine before they were
stricken."

Work laid out by the Yellow Fever
(commission : IT. b.. lloyU Howard,
Chief I'hysician of the Marine Hospital
of Baltimore, who has been appointed
by Surgeon-Gener- al Woodworth as
member of the commission to investi-
gate tho yellow fever epidemic in the
Siuth, left for New Orleans to-da- y. Dr.
Howard stated in a conversation that
the commission would aim at directly
practioal results, and did not intend fur-
nishing a report which would simply be
full of scientitic theories. The first duty
would be to investigate the first case of
yellow fever in New Orleans, ascertain
whether it originated there or was d,

and thence trace the spread of
the disease, and whether it was due to
contagion or the absence of proper sani-
tary and quarantine regulations. They
will also seek to find out why certain
towns have been free from the disease
and if infection can be communicated
by bnggageor clothing. All the infect-
ed points along the Mississippi will be
visited, anil the cummissieu expects to
finish its labors in four or five weeks."

Memphis telegram of the 4th : " A
few citizens who have returned, in

of good advice to the contrary,
have paid the penalty of their temerity
and are now n in; bo red with the dead.
Among these cases which have come
under the personal observation of your
correspondent may be mentioned Mrs.
J. II. Kerr and her son, a lad, who re-

mand for the sorghum is also increas-
ing, as large quantities are used in
ranking tho finer sirup?, in curing meat
and in many other ways. A single firm
in St. Louis uses annually 500 barrels
of sorghum in packing meat, while the
demand for the refining factories is on-
ly limited by the supply, and while the
price will not be less than for a year or
two, it will improve with the quality.

HINTS FOR THE HOUSEHOLD.

A Good Paste. Make a pint of starch
and add to it 2 tablespoonfuls of pow-
dered alum and a drop of pure carbolic
acid, or 10 drops of oil of cloves. Gum
tragacanth may be prepared in the same
way.

Vienna Bread. Make a sponge over
night with the finest and whitest Hour
and milk, and of the German compress-
ed yeast if you can get it, and if not.nse
your own. In the morning, add to the
sponge a tablespoonful of lard and two
tablespoonfuls of white sugar; mold
up rather soft, cover warmly and set
where it will rise quickly. When It is
quite light, turn it out on an old table-
cloth folded up on the table and mold
again and form it into long, narrow
loaves and put into Vienna bread-pan- s.

Let it get light quickly again and bake
according to tho size of your pans.

Repelling Bed-bug- s. If bedsteads are
thoroughly washed on the unpainted Or
polished parts, with the strongest of hot
alum-wate- r, it will entirely destroy the
bugs and their eggs, and it is a perfect-
ly safe application; but Paris green,
which has been often used for this pur-
pose, is, in reality, dangerous, for if it
is inhaled its effects are very poisonous.
After bugs are once removed, they can
be kept away by scattering powdered
borax Into all the crevices of the bed-
steads! and rubbing it into the bindings
of the mattresses and feather beds.

Corn Pudding. Take 12 ears of greefl
corn, list fit for Cooking ; grate off the
corn ; take 1 quart of new milk, 4 eggs;
4 ounces of butter, and 4 ounces of sug-
ar; beat sugar, butter and yelks of eggs
to a cream, but Mot no much as for cake.
Then add the milk and the Whites of the
eggs, beaten light, and stir till mixed.
The pudding reqaires 4 hours to bake
in a moderate oven, and must be a dark
brown, with a good crust. Use butter
and sugar hard sauce, but any sauce or
cream 7s equally good.

Preserving Etj$s for Winter. Put the
eggs into a large pail and pdtff boiling-ho- t

water over them, then put a cover
over them and count Gi), very

slowly.

TV. - .1 ; .1 LLinn mum uoti, wjyv uiy wilii a tuta
towel, and pack wiiti little end down in
buckwheat-hulls- , oats or bran, l'lit In
a place where neither frost nor damp-
ness can touch them, and they will
keep for months. The boiling water
shuts up the pores of the egg-shel- ls and
keeps them fresh, while it does not cook
thettt. Another way is to rub each egg
over with linseed oil; pttt on with a
cloth. Lay them on a table to dry, and
then pack away tightly. Lime-wat- er

and salt will also keep eggs, but they
are not so well kept as by these other
methods, as tlicy absorb the salt, and
the white loses its freshness, and will not
beat to a froth or give lightness to a
cake.
. To Keep Cider. There are many
plans used for keeping cider from sour-
ing, but all of them spoil the flavor.
Cider may be kept in good condition by
using care to keep every utensil clean,
and to prevent access of the air to it.
It should be filtered through sand in a
conical flannel bag, and put into a clean
and fresh whisky or ale hoi cask and
then bunged up closely. . A vent-hol- e

ttiay be made for the escape of any gas
which may gather in the cask for a few
days, wben that may be permanently
closed. If germs of decomposition are
carried into the cider by using decayed
or damaged apples, nothing will keep
the cider good lor any length of time
The apples must be good and sound or
the cider win be unsound.

FARM TOPICS.

BuTTF.n Making "Grandmother"
says in the Rural Ntv) Yorker l A sweet
milk-roo- m With a right temperature is
of vast importance in the manufacture
of good bntter. There is little danger
of keeping things too nice, ny this 1

do not wish to imply that daily mop
ping of the floor is either a necessity or
a benefit, on the contrary, the less you
wet the floor tbe sweeter the room will
remain. Once a week is often enough
to give the place a thorough wetting
Add a little carbolic acid to the water,
and wipe the floor very dry and every
sour or musty odor will be dispelled.
Sunshine is a necessity in the milk-
room. A little morning brightness
helps to keep the atmosphere pure and
wholesome. Flies and dust must be
excluded while fresh air is admitted
Screen cloth will serve to keep the flies
out, while cloth frames hung from the
tops of the window frames, on the out-
side, will keep out the dust and will also
give a perfect circulation within. I do
not like water in any form about the
milk-roo- I have tried several meth
ods of using it, such as running water,
passed through tubs in which tho pans
are set ; pans with water-pipe- s passing
through them, ete. uutter made from
cream which has risen in a dry atmos
phere is certainly of a bettor quality than
that made where there is a water mois-
ture exhaled constantly. And it is also
firmer and keeps better. 1 like large,
flat pans best, for we get more cream
from them ; it is much easier to skiui
them than are smaller and deeper, ami
they are easier to keep clean. I did
not try the Cooley system of setting the
milk in the cans and placing them in a
water tank, for years of experience had
taught me that air was a necessity to
the making of perfect butter. Those
who were at first enchanted with this
now arrangement have after a few
months' trial discarded it and gone
back to the open pans. Terfeot butter
requires perfect management in making,
as also perfect neatness. Dishcloths,
towels and strainers can not be kept too
sweet, and the breath of blooming flow-
ers and green grass in a milk-roo- m is a
benefit. No odors which are not sweet
should be admitted. Mats to wipe the feet
upon are a necessity before coming in
from the cow stables or yard, and some-
times the bottoms of tho milk-pai- ls

need wiping too. A housewife has all
this to see to as well as to know that a
broom has been used to brush off the
cows before milking that no dust or
hairs shall fall into the milk. Good
sweet pasturage as well as fresh, run-
ning water must be provided if good
butter is to be llio result. Stagnant
water will impart to both milk
and butter an offensive taste,
and impair the health of the cat-
tle as well. Frequent salting is not
to be neglected as the butter comes
much quicker and is harder if this be
not omitted. Never put the hands into
butter. There is no excuse for so do-
ing, and every sense of cleanliness for-
bids it. True, the hands are clean, still,
as butter absoi bs any and every impuri-
ty with which it comes in contact, ex-

cessive perspiration of tbe hands or any
humor cf the blood might thus be im-
parted to the butter. A wooden ladle
to lift the butter from the churn, or to
turn it over while being washed, an-
swers just as well, and a vast deal bet-
ter. As regards salting, use the best
salt, and, to work in just the right quan-
tity, weigh both butter and salt. As re-
gards quantity, there can be no rule,
taste of the customers alone being con-
sulted. If the butter be well worked be-

fore salting, less salt is required than if
salted when partially worked. Tubs and
boxes should be well looked after before
the butter is packed in them. Scrub
them and soak in brine for a few days;
then wash thoroughly, and rub the in-

side with a little salt before packing in
t'ie butter.

FATTKN1NO POl'I.THY KOlt MARKET.
As tho season for fattening poultry

for market will lo upon us ere long, u
few suggestions in regard to doing so
successfully, gleaned from considerable
and extended experience, will not be
out of place. In marketing poultry in
our largo cities, there are lar too many

farmers who Keep all their shipments
until a few days say two or three be
fore the holidays, and then rush it in all
at once. That is the time thousands
and thousands of packages of poultry
reach the commission men to be dis-
posed of, and the quantity is so great
that the prices rule low. This is very
good for the buyers, especially for those
rather weak in the pocket-book- , but
then farmers are compelled to receive a
very low price. A couple of weeks be-
fore or a couple of weeks after the holi-
days is generally better, for the prices
usually rule higher then-tha- during the
glut which is caused by the immense
supply sent in for Christmas and New
1 ear s. A good thing is for farmers to
take a first-cla- ss daily paper and keep
posted in regard to prices, and ship
wben the prices seem to warrant it
There is even more art in finding a good
market and successfully and profitably
disposing of tho products of the farm,
than in producing them, though few
farmers and stock-breede- rs fully
realize the fact Three weeks
are long enough to fatten fowls;
and to make it easier and more profita
ble to do so, the birds should be kept
growing briskly from the start by a lib-
eral allowance of good feed, plenty of
exercise, and good care. A stunted bird
or animal will not pay to fatten, as a
rule. While turkeys can not bear con-
finement, and will rapidly lose flesh
when confined, as ve have found out to
our cost, chickens, when properly han-
dled ( will fatten more quickly, anil will,
consequently, pay well to take up to
fatten, for the simple fact that each day
the fowl requires a certain amount of
feed merely to sustain the functions of
the body, and tho fewer the number of
days required to complete the process,
the greater the profit. A darkened room
is the best place for fattening fowls, the
room to have a deep sand floor. Feed
them in the morning, and have water-troug-

convenient for them to get their
water; allow about half an hour for
feeding, and then darken up the room,
excluding all the light, though affording
ventilation. At noon give another feed,
as before, repeating in the evening.
Di not give them nny perches, foi
they can and will make themselves
very comfortable on the sandy
door. If rooats or roosting-benche- s

wero supplied, the efforts made in
gettiBg on tbem would delay their fat-
tening materially. In fattening poultry,
the cheapest and best food is undenia-
bly corn in its different forms. One or
two feeds of whole corn can be given
and scalded corn-mea- l, corn-me- mush,
a mush Blade of corn and oats ground
together, boiled beans, etc. Where
milk is plentiful, and on a farm we usu-

ally find plenty of skim-mil- thick-mil- k,

etc., let the fowls have as much
of it 3s tbsy will take, and it will mate-
rially hasten thfl fattening. Watch your
birds carefully, and if yod notice any
of them commencing to mope around
under this system of high-feedin- g, turn
them out into the yard and let them run
until more are taken up to fatten. Un-

der proper management the fattening
will be accomplished in about two
weeks, and should net take much long-
er, for naturally tbe fowls can not en-

dure the stuffing process very long
without showing bad effects, being de-

prived of exercise and daylight. Amer-
ican Poultry Journal.

Pocltrt FOR PROFIT. It is op-
portune, just now, for those who
take an interest in poultry, in con-
nection with the farm, to look tbe mat-
ter over, and see if tbe results of the
season thus far are satisfactory, provid-
ed the fowls have had such necessary
care as to give" them a fair chance t
yield a profit to the owner. And here
let us say that no matter what business
a man may follow, if success is ex-
pected, he must be familiar with its re-
quirements and give it necessary atten-tentio- n.

liaising poultry is no excep-
tion to this rule. It is hardly to bo
doubted that most farmers and farmers'
wives, who keep poultry, neglect their
fowls, and hence lose a handsome net
profit on them ; for none of the improv-
ed breeds or judicious crosses will fail
to pay if properly cared for. We doubt
if there is any thing on the farm that
pays better .considering the outlay, than
a few hens well chosen and well kept.
But generally the smaller stock on the
farm is overlooked, in taking care of
the larger kinds the four-foote- d ani-
mals. But it should be borne in mind
that it is the small things that pay tbe
best, when judgment and skill are em
ployed in their management. Kansas
Jrarmer.
