I wished I had given the time to it I had
spent on French and Latin ! Many an
hour of hard study had I given to these
branches, and 01 what practical ad
vantage had they been to me ? I never
met any trench people with whom I
could converse, and had never been
aole to secure a class in either lan
guaga, while all the while my knowl-
edge was becoming rusty by non-us- e

It is painful to recur to this period of
my life. I was so unhappy. I expected
every day would be the last my hus
band would be able to attend to bun
ness. Finally, driven to desperation by
our misfortunes, 1 resolved to do bo me
thing or die in the attempt. Attached
to the house we occupied was a large
lot for gardening purposes, and I made
up my mind that out of that bit ol
earth I would dig our fortunes
or at least, a living with my own
hands, l made horticulture and nori-
culture a study, and brushed up my little
knowledge of chemistry.

so on until before we were hardly
aware of it, our home was paid for. I
had carefully concealed every trace of
our adversity from my parents. I think
I would nave died rather than gone
home a beggar. Now. that the dawn
of prosperity had set in, I wrote, asking
mem 10 come anu Bee me iiuie eiiken-haire- d

girl that, like a sunbeam, dancod
through our home. They camo.
Father, accustomed to his broad acres,
was astonished at the products of my
small plot of ground. He declared I
was the best farmer he knew, and
shoulcfhave greater scope for my pow-
ers. He bought a fine large tract of
tana adjoining our grounds that hap-
pened to be for sale lust then, and made
me a deed for it. This is the origin of
the couutry-sea-t you visited last sum-
mer and admired so much. Belle is a
fine horticulturist and an accomplished
housekeeper. Should she ever be
thrown upon her own resources in the
country she could make a living, and I
wish her to be equally as independent
in town. We came to town to superin
tend her education.

A TERRIBLE EXPERIENCE.

How Two Confederate at Petersburg
Were Hurled Alive The Hair of One of
Them Turned from Jet Black to White
in a Mingle llajr.
Dr. Hugh Toland writes the follow

ing to the Jacksonvitlc(A&) Republican:
in your issue of the 17th inst. 1 no-

tice an article, the first sentence of
which asks the question : " Can a per-
son's hair turn white in a short time?"
Having seen such an instance and one
that can be authenticated beyond all
cavil, by persons now living, I will give
you and your readers the circumstances
as they occurred, when, where, and
who they are.

When Grant sprang the "mine," or
"blow-up,- " as many call it, in front of
Petersburg, Va , at twilight on the
morning of the 30th of July, 1864, the
point immediately over it was occupied
by a Virginia battery. The ditches on
the right immediately next to the bat-
tery were occupied by the Twenty-secon-d

South Carolina Volunteers, Colonel
Fleming. On the left of the battery,
the ditches were occupied by the Eight-
eenth South Carolina, Col. W. H. Wal-
lace (now Judge Wallace, of South
Carolina), of which regiment I was
Surgeon. All along our lines our soldiers
had dug out small bomb-proof- s, as they
called them. These bomb-proo- fs were
generally about 4 feet broad, 3 feet
high and 7 feet long large enough for 2
or 3 men to crawl into and sleep with
comparative comfort and safety, which
they did when off duty, during that
never-to-b- e forgotten siege by every
man who participated therein.

In one of the bomb-proof- s on the ex-
treme right of the Eighteenth South
Carolina Volunteers, and just to the left
of the mine. Lieutenant Willard Hill,
Company D, and Sergeant Greer, Com-
pany A, Eighteenth South Carolina Vol-

unteers, having been relieved from duty
an hour before, were sleeping. The first
they realized of it was the shock, then
a deep darkness, and then a conscious-
ness that the mine had been sprung.and
they had been buried, how deep they
could not imagine. Their first impulse
was a deep, indescribable despair heart-sickenin- g,

heart-rendin- g hopelessness,
that left them almost powerless for a
time. But what could they do? They
had nothing to dig out with but a bayo-
net that Sergeant Greer had in his belt,
and there was but a canteen of water in
the cell. But what was going on above
them? Grant had consummated that
most diabolical of all the deeds of a ter-
rible war. I was within 180 yards of it
on my morning visit to my regiment,
and it was just at that time of day twi-

light that even trees can look like
ghosts, and that added to the weird
scene of death. Simultaneously with
the deep, dead sound, and quiver of the
earth, there arose in the air a cloud of
dust and smoke, and timbers, men aud
muskets, and all manner of shapes and
fragments were flying in every direction

and then for a moment a stillness
and it seemed as if every cannon on the
whole Federal line was turned looso
upon our lines. Shells shrieked through
the air musket-ball- s and fragments of
shell fell in every direction, plowing up
the earth and cutting off limbs from the
few trees that the relentless hand of
war had soared. Then came the charge.
Negro troops in front with splendidly
caparisoned troops of the federal army
behind, driving them, as it were, to the
front, like shoep to slaughter, with the
battle cry of " Kemomber Fort Pillow,"
and the few the' very few that sur-

vived no doubt remember the crater of
Grant full as well.

High above all the confusion and
smoke and dust and groans of the
wounded, could be heard the battle cry
of the Federal, and the words of en-
couragement of gallant officers t " t ''
that are left of the JMghteent n
Twenty-secon- South Carolina V u
teers, and ef those brave Virginians
wnose oattery was Dunea in a common
grave with nearly every soldier who
manned it. But the Confederate lines
were broken in twain. Federals and
negroes had made breastworks of the
bowlders that were blown up by the ex
plosion. But they were not to stay
there. Soon came General Mahone
with reinforcements ; and, after one of
the most gallant tights of all tha war.
he carried the works, and the crater
turned to a grave for its captors. I had
beard of pools of blood it was there
that I saw them. Then silence reigned,
that painful silence which always follows
on the battle-fiel- d after death has held
high carnival.

Then came the sad duty of counting
up the cost. My brigade had suffered
severely the Twenty-secon- d South Ca-
rolina had lost its gallant Colonel
Fleming and many a brave soldier. My
regiment had lost 166 men. Two whole
companies, A and C, Eighteenth South
Carolina, had not a man left, who was
ou duty, to tell the tale. One hundred
and one of my men, including Captains
McComich and Birdgis. were dead
buried in the crater or scattered along
tne works and bz missing.

Among the missing are Lieutenant
Hill and Sergeant Greer. We left them
in their almost living grave; Greer
digging with his bayonet, while Hill
passed bock the dirt, with all the des-
peration of despair. They hear not.
heed not, the battle that is raging above
mem, out ton on. uiten nope would
spring up in their hearts to give way
only to despair. Hill has often told me
how, when he awoke to a consciousness
of his condition, the thoughts that
flashed through his brain like lightning;
how he thought if he could onlv see one
ray of light, or breathe the fresh air
once again ; that if he could only let his
wife know how and where he died, that
death would be a relief to him. Almost
suffocated for want of fresh air. they
worked on ; at last it seemed to them that
something had crushed them ; they had
dug through the loose bowlders, and the
light burst upon them. They both,
overcome with the sudden transition
from their suffocation and despair to
light and hope, fainted. How long
they remained there they know not.
When they awoke from their swoon the
first sound that broke on their ears was
the clash of arms, and the quick rolling
roar of the battle as it raged around
and above. Almost in stupor, t ryingto
realize that they could again -- ee the
light of heaven, and hear the ice of a
living creature, they lay still u itil :hey
recovered their minds enough 1 1 know
what was going on. Hill has ftentold
me that when he knew and rea ized that
it was a battle, the sound was the sweet-
est music that had ever greeted his ears.
At last the cry of victory rose high
above every thing else. They knew that
somebody was vanquished, and that
somebody was victor; who they knew
not. They emorgod from their awful
retreat, weak, worn in body, and with
minds almost crazed. They knew not
how long they had been there ; they did
not even know their old comrades. Nor
could they realize that it was the same
day that they were buried.

They were brought back to me, at
the field hospital, more dead than alive,
for, strange as it may seem, they were
the most sadly changed men I ever be-
held. Both were fine-looki- soldiers
before ; now they were weak, with sunk-
en cheeks and eyes. Lieutenant Hill,
whose hair 24 hours before was black,
without a single gray hair in it (as he
was only 30 years old), was now almost
as white as snow. Whether it turned
from horror at his condition, or tho
deathly heat of his subterranean bed, or
both, I do not pretend to say. I sim-
ply give the facts, not as I heard, but
as I saw them, and he still lives to veri
fy that this is no iomance, but one of
my experiences hi a war whose first gun
I heard fired and the last gun of which
sounded the requiem of the lost causu
wncn l was at my post of duty.

Street Scenes lu St. Petersburg.

The fine streets of St. Petersburg,
well paved nnd broad, are lined with
elegant residences and handsome shops,
which contain not only the rich goods
of other countries, but are temptingly
supplied with the furs of Russia, the
products of its manufactories, which
are very numerous, and the peculiar
silver work of this country, which every
traveler invests in. Here one can buy
the shoes worn by the peasants, a sort
of braided straw, curiously formed, and
copied either in silver, gold or porce
lain these for flowers, cards, or for
cigar-ashe- s; water-carrier-s, in bronze.
on stands of any of the peculiar stones
from Siberia. The three-hors- e carriage
also is a favorite in bronze and silver;
and a bronze table, with silver cloth, on
a foundation of malachite or lapis, is
often seen, with Russian peasant and
wife drinking tea, thus showing their
dishes and their peculiar way ol prepar-
ing the tea. with a great urn in tho mid
dle of the table, and the whole forming
a beautiful inkstand.

There is no end to this sort of temp-
tation here, and if one's money holds
out he never knows where to stop ; in
fact, our American party kept buying
until the last moment, and then hadn't
enough, because, I suppose, we all felt
as though we should not probably ever
come to Russia again. Prices are at a
very high figure, I am told, for all "ar
ticles de luxe" not really needful
things while the necessaries of life are
very reasonable ; and if they were not,
these people could not live' under the
Governmental condition of affairs, as
the lower classes have to live on almost
nothing, and pay for that well
in taxes. Everywhere there is con-
stant life and activity. The lit-
tle droskeys, only large enough for one,
but in which two often ride, the largor
public carriages, and the elegant pri-
vate turnouts, are all driven in the main
thoroughfares as if in a case of life or
death regular John Gilpin fashion.
As one sits in a puhlio carriage, being
in the midst of this curious melee, he
involuntarily holds on, and holds his
breath as if at any moment he should be
crushed to atoms and nobody would
ever know any thing about it. We
took many such daring drives, and en-
joyed the scene extremely, feeling com-
paratively safe, for where people always
drive fast there are few accidents. The
people were a novelty, so were the
shops; then every few blocks there was
a chapel, and the people praying all
about, and at certain points men in pe-
culiar Russian dress were kneeling out
on tho edge of the sidewalk with fruits
and small wares, sometimes whole rows
of them, and if a carriage stops they
immediately flock up to sell their goods ;

and as to these little droskeys, oue can
take one for a given poiut and pay only
ten cents, then pick up one again at any
time. I found that if we could not tell
the driver where we wanted to go, we
could do as well by pointing and keep-
ing them going till we wanted to stop ;

but .they drive as though they would
break one's neck, even at small pay.

To Boil Rioe Properly. To every cup
of rice, 1 quart of water; salt to taste.
Let the water boil hard, then throw in
rice previously well washed; when it
begins to boil do not allow it to be stir-
red, and boil 20 minutes, not touching
it ; pour off any water remaining ; place
the saucepan on back of range, partial
ly covered, for a few minutes ; when
turned out into the dish for table each
grain will be found separate. The rice
should steam on back of range until it
aDnears dry on top. then shaken out in
to the dish, not removed with the
spoon.

FARM TOPICS.

Methods ok Setting Milk for
Cream. The raising of cream most
effectively is one of the important de-
tails of dairv ing. Upon the best man
ner of doing this depends in a great
measure the profits of the business. Of
late years the practice oi setting milk
for cream has undergone considerable
revolution. Wo are nothing if not in-

ventive, and what are supposed to be
cood old methods are every day in dan
ger of being upset and discarded for
some new device. At the present time
there are in operation several methods
of setting milk. The majority of peo
ple use the venerable plan of setting in
shallow tin pans. This, on the whole,
is perhaps the best for the ordinary
dairy, as it is cheap, simple, convenient,
and as good butter can be produced by
it as by any process, uut mis

method is open to some objec
tions, and it may very well be discard-
ed when better methods can be nsed.
The common deep-ca- n system is
now prevalent nearly every
where, and is found to be more
economical of room, more productive
of cream, and greatly more convenient
than the shallow-pa- n system. But it
needs a cool spring of water with a settin-

g-pool, or a supply of ice, to make
it effective; or in place of these, some
device for Keeping the milk cool while
the cream is separating. For many
years the writer had used the shallow---

. .. , i i ipens in his dairy, ana naa Decome pre
lndiced in their favor. But upon en
iargingthe dairy the number of pans
and the demand for shelf-roo- m became
so great that some substitute had to be
found, ine deep cans were men inuu,
and found to occupy but one-ten- th

of the room of the shallow cans, and
the vield of cream and butter at once
increased. These were very important
advantages. But even then, the ordina-
ry decp'pans placed in a cool spring in
a tank and house made for the purpose
were open to objection. Sometimes the
water became too warm, and the milk
soured oreroaturelv. or the cream ac

bitter and the butterquired a taste,
. . . i. ii . iwas of interior navor. aomeming

was vet wanting. This was found
in the svatcm of L. S. Hardin, of Lou
isville. Ky., a well known dairyman and
writer upon dairy subjects. This gen-

tleman devised a refrigerating closet
which the cans of milk were set under a
pan in which ice was placed. The tem-
perature could therefore be controlled
at all times as might be desired, and the
milk kept so cool as to raise all the
cream in 12 or 24 hours. This system
on trial worked to perfection. By plac-
ing the cans of milk in a cold pool until
the the temperature was lowered to
GO deg., which occurred in 30 minutes,
and then removing them to the closet,
the temperature could be lowered to 45
deg. in DO minutes longer, and main-
tained nt that with the use of 50 pounds
of ice every 24 hours. This consump-
tion of ice was sullieient for a closet
containing 10 cans of 14 quarts each, or
140 quarts (300 pounds) in all. This
closet is largo enough for 12 cews of or-

dinary quality as milkers, or for 14 to
16 common dairy cows milking from 8
to 10 quarts each daily.

The effect of setting milk at this low
temperature is to prevent souring until
all the cream is raised, and to raise all
tho cream in 24 hours or even less. This
is a great saving of time, of cost of pans,
because less of these are required ; of
labor in skimming and in the washing
of the pans, and of milk, because the
skim milk is always sweet, and can be
used for purposes for which sour milk
is useless. In this system of setting the
ice is used dry and in a large lump, and
does net waste so much as when it is
broken up and placed in the water to
cool, as in that known as the Cooley
system.

The Cooley system consists of a re-

frigerating or chest or
tank, made to hold water, which is
cooled by means of broken ice placed in
it. The cans of milk, 8 inches in di-

ameter and about 20 inches deep (the
same size as in the preceding system),
are furnished with covers shaped like
inverted shallow pans, which are
kept down by means of cross-bar- s,

held by catches on the sides of the cool-

er. The cans are covered with water,
the water being kept out of the cans by
the air imprisoned under the covers. In
this way the milk is kept completely
from contact with the air, and any
odors from tho milk are absorbed by the
water. The temperature may be low-
ered to 4odeg., by using sufficient ice,
but in our tests more than 100 pounds
was used in 21 hours with a cooler hold-
ing but 3 cans or about 10 (marts. Be-
sides, the necessity for the use of water
in the cooler must conlino it to those

in which a stream of cold water can be
commanded at all tiues.

Still another system of cold setting
with deep pans having flaring sides,and
with the use of ice, . has been devised.
This is the Bliss system. As yet it has
been tried only by the inventor, as we
believe, and there is little known as to
its merits beyond this.

It is beyond a doubt that the deep- -
can system of setting milk in a cold at-
mosphere, confined in a refrigerator of
sufficient capacity, is the best now in
use ; ana mat is undoubtedly the best in
which there is the greatest capacity in
the smallest space and the smallest con-
sumption of ice. The effect of the cold
temperature is to keep the milk sweet,
and to the obvious advantage of this
may be added that of lessened labor of
cleansing the cans, about which no sour
milk need ever be permitted. Besides
this effect, there is another of great im
portance, viz., that the cream rises in
from 12 to 24 hours. The butter is also
of most excellent quality, and is free
irom any possible contamination irom
impure air, dust, or other objectionable
matter. It is a disputed matter, which
the advocates of the deep cans and the
shallow pans have not yet settled,
whether the former or the latter yields
the most butter; but the evidence in
favor of the deep cans is the stronger of
the two. In our own practice the Had- -
din cans certainly produce more butter
than the shallow pans have done, from
tne same quantity of milk and tne same
cows. Mew York Times.

Diphtheria Poisoning1.

Some weeks ago a granddaughter of
Mr. Provost, who owns the mill at Fair
Haven, on the Castle Shannon ltauroad.
was attacked with diphtheria. The dis
ease yielded to treatment, but during its
continuance the child put its thumb
into its mouth and either broke the skin
or there was a previous wound on the
thumb, as the virus from the month
took effect in the member. The poison
spread so rapidly that, in the hope of
checking it, the thumb was- amputated
at the first joint. In a day or two it
became evident that another excision
was necessary, and the remainder of the
member was taken on. it is now learn
ed that the poison is still doing its dead
lv work, and at a consultation of
medical men it was decided to am
putate the arm midway between the
wrist and elbow, rne parents oi tne
child protested, and the operation was
postponed for the present, but the doc-
tors think there is no other hope of sav
ing the little one's life. Pittsburg Vis
pa'cn.
