New Adulteration of Coffee.

Coffee drinkers will read with interest
some observations made by the Princi
pal of the Inland Bevenue Laboratory,
in hit annual report just printed, rela
tive to an ingenious method of adnl
terating that article which has lately
been discovered. Owing to the ease
with which roasted vegetable matter can
be prepared so as to look like coffee.
suDfctitutes ior or adulterations of it are
frequent. The substance most recently
uetectea as an adulterant is date stones,
which, after being roasted and ground,
form such an imitation of coffee as
would, when mixed with the genuine
article, readily deceive the consumer.
The early detection and suppression of
mis moae oi adulteration were effected
by the inland revenue authorities at
Somerset House, in consequence of in
formation sent by a supervisor at Liver
pool that, many tons of date-stone- s, i
refuse from the manufacture of spirits
at one of the distilleries there, and which
naa up to that time been considered
useless, were being bought bv a foreign
gentleman to be sent to Manchester, and
believed to be intended as an adulterant
of coffee. The inquiry made led to the
discovery that a manufactory had been
started in Manchester for the prepara
tion oi Meiuoune couee," a compound
in aoout equal proportions of coliee,
chicory and date-stone- s. A seizure has
since been made there of about seven
tons of Melilotine coffee" and of the
prepared date-stone- s. The manufactory
naa Dareiy got into working oruer. and
very little of the "Melilotine coffee"
has been sent into consumption. Pall
Moll Gaeetlc.

How to Utilize Old Fruit-cans- .
Perhaps one of the most appropriate
uses of an old fruit-ca- n that can be de-
vised is to make it contribute to the
growth of new fruit to fill new cans.
This is done in the following manner:
The can is pierced with one or more
pin-hole- s, and then sunk in the earth
near the roots of the strawberry, or to-
mato, or other plants. The Din-hole- s

are to be of such size that when the can
is filled with water the fluid can only
escape into the ground very slowly.
Thus a quart can, properly arranged,
will extend its irrigation to the Dlant
through a period of several days ; the
can is then refilled. Practical trials of
this method of irrigation leave no doubt
of its success. Plants thus watered
flourish and yield the most bounteous
returns throughout the longest droughts.
In all warm localities, where water is
scarce, the planting of old fruit cans, as
nere indicated, will be found profitable
as regular gardening operation.

THE POTTER COMMITTEE.

Report of the Democratic Members of the
Wahwtvotoj.

The report sets forth what it was proper for
Congress to investigate and what not, and
the uimcuity oi conuuu.iuK u uivcou""""
into conspiracies which have bern succssful-t- y

carried out while the successlul party re-
mains in power. It admits that confessions of
conspirators who have become dissatisfied
are worth llttla, but points to the fact, not
generally understood, that about the essen-
tial feature of the election and canvass in
Florida ana iyuisina inert) is no substan-
tial dispute before the committee, the Repub-
licans having called no witnesses in b'iorida
and tew In Louisiana, except as to the con-
duct of " visiting statesmen" and Incidental
ly about lntlmiuation. it umiuibw, vmireiy
ihn tAHtimntiv of Anderson. Jenks. Mrs.
Jenks, Weber, anil that class of witnesses,
and deals with tbe case upon general and
controlling iscts aionn.

The report is divided into three parts, the
first of which refers to Florida, the second to
jiiiiMlnnii. and the third to the forced Kleo- -

iwii Beginning: with Florida, it
cites the law directing Presidential Electors
to be appointed dv votes case una me
rinnvAjmlnir Board to canvass the votes enst.
and claims that the Tilden Electors, having
received a majority of the votes cast in this
Btate, were thereby necessarily entitled to be
wlnreii elected, and that the Canvassing
Hoard, by rejecting without warrant of law a
portion oi tn votes so as to snow a inujoriiy
for Haves, unlawfully counted rilden out. It
states that the canvassers delayed thuir an
nnunceinent until the morning ot the day the
Electors were to meet and vole, so that al-
though action was Instantly taken to oust the
Hayos Electors, no decision could be had un-
til tbe Haves Electors had met that same day
at noon and voted. Tbe report then recites
the Judgment oi tne supreme wnn, wnicn
subsequently decided thnt the Hayes Electors
were not elected nor entitled to cast the vote
of the State and that tbe Tilden Electors
were, and also tho judgment of tbe Court in
action brought by Drew, the Democratic can
didate for Governor, to obtain a recanvass,
where the Court directed a recanvass and

that tbe canvassers in refusing to count
the votes cast, had defrauded lrew and un-
lawfully seated Stearns. Tbe Legisture of
the State thereupon directed a recanvass of
tbe electoral vote in accordance with this de-
cision of tbe Supreme Court, the Judges of
which were Republicans, and tbe recanvass
sbowed tbe Tilden Electors chosen. Tbe
Governor then lssuod Ms certificate to the
Tilden Kleo tors as true Electors, but the Elec-
toral Commission refused to consider tbe
Indirment of the Court, the action of the
Legislature and the certificate given by the
Governor in favor of the Tilden Electors, and
held tbat it eould not take notice ot any ac
tlnn bv the State after tho Gth of December.

In regard to Louisiana, the report begins
with a reference to the anomalous power
possessed by tne iteturning noara, wnicn it
nflv, never hefore existed elsewhere. Under
it Electors and returning officer held tbe

powor over the receiving andfrossest Under pretext that the color
line divided the political parties, iney naa
used this power to fraudulently count the
State for Republicans, and had been exposed
h the llnnuhlican committee of the lortv
third Congress, which had reported that the
whites and blacks of the Btate being equal,
and some of the blacks and all the whites
having voted for the Democrats in 1874, the
state naa necessarily Deen earned oy inem,
although counted for the Republicans. Here
upon tbe Republicans sot about a false
census, in which thev made it appear that
there were 5,0u0 more black voters in tbe
State than wliite, and as illustrating the
fraudulent nature of this census report, the
report refers to the fact that while this census
reported but 67,ouu colored men, women and
children in New Orleans, it made out of them
nearly 2S.i'O colored voters. It then Instances
tbe fraudulent registration that was based
upon this fraudulent census, whereby it was
made to appear that registered Republican
voters exceeded white voters in the State
more than 23,000, while actually there were
more, and the refusal of the authorities to
correct this false registration in oasos where
its lameness was pointed out. not
withstanding this organized band, says
tbe report, when the elections were
over the Democrats had a majority
returned by Republican election officers of
some 10,000, the vote polled being the largest
ever polled in the State, and larger in propor-
tion to population than that of other States.
j ne iiepuoncan omcers made returns of the
vote accordingly aud declared that tbe eieo
t'on was perfectly peaceful and fair. The
Republicans, In order to overcome tbe minor-
ity, then ursurned powers not given to them.
In surjnnrt of this the renort reciten tliM find
ing of the Hoar. Wheeler ard Frve Commit
tee, that the Returning Board bad no power
w aircara vou--s wnere protests, as required
by law, had not accompanied the returns, as
an instance oi wnicn, at tnis election, not-
withstanding this, the Returning Uosrd de
elded to discard the necessary number of
Democratic votes, as a pretext inr this
usurpation, they obtained protests from cer
tain parishes which they picked out. as barishesln which to pretend intimidation had
taken place. These parisbes were all Urgelv
of negro population, which the Democrats
had fairly carried. The renort tceo deals with
the question of intimidation, and argues thatit was Impossible for Democrats to gain aoy
ining oy ie, oecause tne Returning uoaru naa
ueen created on purpose to neutralize any
sucn aotion oy tiirowing out votes in locali
ties wnere it snouia prevail.

As to tbe consDiracv in East Feliciana Par
Ish, the report states the whole vote of tbeparish at previous electionsnf both sides bad
not exceeded 2,500. The Republicans pur-poso-

withheld casting any votes at all and
subsequently made Ihe claim tbat they had
been intimidated and could not vote, and the
Returning Board on this pretext, purposely
prearranged, exciuaeu ine voteoi tbe parlsn.
The report then refers to supplementary pa
pers obtained from Anderson and Don Webca,
both of wbom were known by Republicans to
be for sale, showing that after these Super
visors had made return. that there was no
violence in their parishes, thev were induced
to make supplementary protests, and that
tbey both confessed they did this because of
reward, m otnerparisnes wnere omcers naa
seen ana certinea to a penectiy isir election
KollogMT bv pressure exacted like false nro.
tests. Tbe report then goes on to state now
the Returning Board, harinir got possession
of such unlawful protests, proceeded to take
evidence. United States officers and money
being used to bring ignorant negroes from
the Interior fields Into a great city, where
they were herded together, taken before
officials and had affidavits written down for
them, to whlcb, upon making their marks,
they received tlieir foes and were sent home.
The process of manufacturing tbese affidavits
a sec lortu to snow now negroes were im-

posed on, and how worthless tbe affidavits
were.

The report states that the Returning Board
would never have so outraged the people but
ior ineir encouragement irom "visiting
statesmen" and the support which they and
the troops gave them. Then follow details of
how some of the visitors were deceived by
local managers and Innocently

did not. It refers very briefly to the bar

band and brother are emnlovees oi the Treas
ury Department, to induce the committee to
produce a lorgea letter.

Tbe Florida portion of the renort is follow
ed by a list of all persons connected witb the
election thare who have been appointed to
oruoe, ana tne Louisiana portion oy a stilllonger list of persons in that State appolntet
to office.

The third rtart of the renort deals with the
forged Louisiana electoral certificates. It tells
how the t, having refused the
first certificate, the Republicans secretly
manufactured another, ante-datin- g it, and
made it in paper and printing to resemble the
tie time to prepare it, and it being impossible
to get all the Electors to New Orleans to sign
it within that time, it became necessary toforge the signatures of two absentees ; thatthus there were put to the triplicated paper
IS forged signatures which were attached oo
December 2H, In a small npper room in the
oiaie uiinntng, men in enarge oi uonqnest
Clarke. The report then recites how all tbepersons connected with the forging have been
appointed to office, and suspicious circum
stances connected witn tne appointment oftbe same, and particularly charges that Kol-log- g

and Clarke, bis private secretary, wcro
privy to the f.irgeries.

The report calls attention to the danger ofReturning Boards and greater danger ot con
trolling elections and protecting canvassing

is threatened by reason of the enormous pat-
ronage centered in the presidency which
makes the Presidential office so great that in
order to control it the grossest frauds and
violation's may be expected on the part of
tbose who desire to profit by that patronage.

HINTS FOB THE HOUSEHOLD.

Sice Cream 2 heaping tablespoons
of raw rice, 1 quart milk, 2 tablespoons
sugar, a little salt; Dane l nour, or u
hours, stirring frequently while baking.
The oven should be a quick one.

Ouster Souo. Take one dozen of
large oysters and put them in one quart
ox com water; as soon as tney oou saim
off the froth ; let them simmer 10 min-
utes, then add i pound of butter-cracker- s,

rolled fine, two ounces of butter, 1
teaspoonful ot salt, t teaspoonlul ot
white pepper; let this cook 5 minutes
more.

Apple Tart. Stew some pippin ap
ples till soft, say about 6 large ones ;
cook them in as little water as possible.
Make the sauce as sweet as liked, and
stir in 1 cup of butter; put in the sugar
and butter when the apples are taken
from the fire. Line deep plates with
soft crust, and put in the mixture. Grate
lemon-pe- el and loaf-sug- ar on the top
Bake till a very light brown.

Otieen of Puddinas. 11 cups of white
sugar, 2 cups fine dry bread-crumb- s, 5
eggs, 1 tablespoon butter, vanilla, rose--

water or lemon for flavoring, 1 quart
fresh, rich milk, ana 4 cup jelly or jam.
Rub the butter into a cup oi the sugar,
beat tbe yelks light, and stir these to-
gether to a cream. The bread-crumb- s

soatea in must come next, men tne
seasoning. Hake in a puaaing-ois- n un
til the custard is set. Draw from the
oven, spread over with jam, then cover
with meringue made of the whites,
whipped, sweetened and flavored to
taste.

How to Keep Moths AwOy.Told up
vour things, sprinkling a little dry cam
phor in between. Then sew them up in
bags, made ol some strong material,
containing no wool whatever; linen, of
course, is excellent, but common bed-ticki- ng

answers very well. The bags
should be stitched very closely, best by
machine, and leaving not the smallest
opening any where. This keeps the goods
perfectly safe. You need never use any
other precaution, even for furs, but you
must, of course, make sure that the
moths have had no chance to lay their
eggs in the thmgs before tbey are
packed.

Gold Cake. line the cake-pan- s with
buttered paper. Sift 1 teaspoonful of
baking-powde- r, and 1 saltspoon of salt,
with 1 cup of flour. Beat 2 ounces of
butter, 4 pound of granulated sugar to
a cream T Add to them by degrees i of
a cup of milk, and 1 cup of Hour, ana
beat tbe mixture smooth with an egg--
whip. Beat the yelks of 6 eggs to a
cream, and stir them into the above in
gredients. Stir in the cup of flour which
has been sifted with the salt and baking- -
powder, flavor tbe batter with vanilla
extract, put it quickly into the baking-pa- n,

and bake the cake in rather a mod-
erate oven. To test the cake, run a
clean broom-spli- nt into its center; if it
is done, the splint will come out clean.
When it is done, turn it quickly out of
the pan and let it cool.

Beef a la Mode. Cut 2 pounds of rump
steak in pieces 1 inch thick, 2 inches
wide, and 4 inches long; lay the pieces
flat on the table and season them with
pepper, salt, and powdered thyme.
Slice i pound salt pork thin, and lay
slice on each piece of meat, roll up each
piece compactly, and tie with a com
Put the trimmings of meat and scraps
of pork in the bottom of a saucepan, lay
the rolls on them, and put them over the
fire to brown. When the meat is brown
stir in a spoonful of flour and let it sim
mer until tender, about one nour. Mean
time pare tbe vegetables, cut them in
small, even dice, or olives ; wash them
boil them until tender in boiling water
and salt : drain them and lay them in
cold water to retain their color. Whao
the meat is done, lay it on a hot dish
in an even pile, and keep it hot while
the vegetables can be drained out of the
cold water and warmed in the gravy.
Then arrange them neatly ' around the
meat, pour the gravy over the meat
without slopping it around the dish, and
serve it hot.

Swiss Pudding wi'h Cream Sauce.
Sift together 4 pound of flour, 1 heap
ing teaspoonful of baking-powde- r, and
1 of salt: rub together 4 ounces of
granulated sugar and 2 ounces of butter.
and when they are well mixed so as to
be granular, but not creamy, aaa me
flour gradually, until it is all used.
Make a hollow in the middle of the
flour, put into it 1 egg, 4 a teaspoonful
of lemon flavoring, and a i pint ot mine
Mix to a smooth paste, put into a well
buttered and floured mold, and set this
into a large pot of boiling water.enongh
to cover two-tnir-as up tne siae oi me
mold : steam the pudding I of an hour.
or until a broom splint can be run into
it without finding the pudding sticking
to the splint, xurn me puaaing out oi
the mold and send to the table with tbe
following sauce : Stir together over the
fire 1 ounce each of nour ana butter.
As soon as they are smooth, pour into
them 4 a pint of boiling milk, add 2
ounces of . sugar and 4 a teaspoonful of
lemon flavoring, ana use with me puu-din- g

as soon as it boils up. This
makes a very nice pudding for Sunday
dinner.

FARM TOPICS.

Pruning.
The season is now at hand for com-menc- in

cr carrlen operations, and the
first in order is that of pruning. Most
shrubs only require to be thinned of ir-

regular, struggling branches, or of the
suckers which spring up from the roots.
Such shrubs as bear flowers on the last
year's growth should be pruned bacK
but very little, as otherwise they would
produce but few flowers. Of this class
are lilacs, syringas, spirisas, viburn-
ums, calycanthus, hydraDgeas, deutizas,
magnolias, rhododendrons, and azaleas.
Shrubs such as the althata and roses
which bear flowers on wood of this sea-

son's growth, should have last year's
growth well cut back, say to within
three or four inches of the old wood.
Roses should have the short wood of
last year's growth cut back to two or
three buds, and the long shoots short-
ened from one-thir- d to one-ba- lf their
length; all wood of over two
years' growth should be entire-
ly cut out, as it never pro-

duces the blooms. Honeysuckles
are generally allowed to become too
crowded in their growth they will boar
a good deal of thinning out, and last
year's growth should be pruned back to
within an inch or two of the main stems.
If they have from neglect become naked
at the bottom, and only flowering at the
top of the trellis, one-ha- lf of the main
stems should be cut back to within a
foot of the ground ; this will cause a new
growth of young shoots to fill up the
vacancy. Wistarias should have last
year's growth shortened back so as to
leave only four to six inches of it, unless
they are new running stems and it is de-

sirable to retain them ; they may, how-
ever, be shortened back one-thir- d their
length. Ampelopsis (Virginia creeper),
bignonia (trumpet creeper), and aris-toloch- ia

(Dutchman's pipe) only require
the cutting back of the swinging fore-rig- ht

shoots, so as to give thorn a neat,
tidy appearance. Akebia and clematis
scarcely require any pruning, all that is
needed being to cut out any interfering
growth that can not be laid in on the
trellis without overcrowding.

In pruning fruit trees reference must
of course be had to the kinds, their
rrode, of errowth and of bearing. Many
people think that all the interior branch-
es must be cut out, to give, as they sup
pose, plenty of light ana air to tne cen
ter of the tree. This is nearly always
carried to an extreino, and the conse-nuon- ce

is that-th- e weight of the foliage
ard fruit is thrown uptn the outer ends
of the branches, so that in high winds

or rain-stor- they are broken off at
the trunk, to the eventual destruction of
the tree. Large branches should never
be cut off if it can possibly be avoided ; the

onlywnen it is absolutely necessary to ao so. Itthey should be cut off close to the trunk, or
without leaving any snags, and the
wound should be covered with grafting-wa- x ing

or some similar composition to Bold
keep out the weather. Apple, bsar,

berry, ana plum trees bear fruit on
spurs, and care must be bad not to cut
them off; the young growth upon which
the spurs are not yet formed should only
be shortened back about one-thir- d ot
its length, as a rule. for. if shortened
more than that, the whole energy of the
tree will be expenaea in producing new
shoots msteaa or spurs, uaince trees
produce their fruit on spurs which throw
out long shoots, on the ends of which
the fruit is carried; the fruit-bearin- g

shoots of the previous year should be
shortened back to onlv two or three
eyes, in order to produce new shoots
for next year's fruiting. Pruning
peach trees should be delayed until
the buds begin to swell, as then the
fruit buds can be distinguished from the
leaf buds, very little pruning is re--
auired bv peach-tre- es bevond shorten
ing the previous year's growth and cut

byting out any dead wood, it is especial
ly desirable to keep them compact in
shape, as the weight of tbe fruit on the
ends of long branches causes them to
split off or break. Every care must be
had to so prune them as to Keep tne in-
terior of the tree supplied with young
bearing wood, and this will bear fruit:
the buds below will throw out lateral
shoots which will produce fruit; these
are pruned back the next season to two
or three eves, which again produce
fruit, the leader being shortened back
as before, and so year after year, in
the long cane system the canes are pro
duced bv pruning back to within two
eyes of the main stem, and when they
have made a year's growth, leaving the
strongest cane to bear fruit, but short-
ening it back to three or four feet, and
letting the younger one be allowed to
take its place. All the pruning they re-
quire is to cut out old wood, shorten the
younger shoots, ana remove any buck-
ers and shoots that are likely to
make too crowded a head, as they
should be so pruned and trained as to
give them plenty of air and light. Rasp
berries only require the removal of the
shoots that bore fruit last season, and
the shortening back ot the last year's
growth one-ba- lf to one-thir- a its lengtu,
according to me strengtn oi me snoots
Blackberries require the same treat
ment.

All pruning should be done with
pruning-knif- e or with pruning-shear- s,

but never with hedge-shear- s; every
braneh or shoot should be individually
examined and pruned according to its
strength, growth, or position. The op-
eration should never be intrusted to any
but an intelligent person, or at least un
der the immediate supervision of such
one. Ignorant, stupid laborers will of-

ten do more injury in an hour at such
operations than can be remedied in a
year; because they can handle a shovel
or a hoe, it does not follow that they are
gardeners, and we therefore advise such
of our readers as are lona of tneir gar
dens to supervise such work themselves,
unless they can get me services ot a reg-
al arly bred gardener.

Besides pruning the head or top of a
tree, pruning the roots is sometimes
practiced to induce fruitfulness in trees
that are in either too rich a soil or in a
soil that is very poor. When planted
in too rich a soil, fruit trees are apt to
make too strong a growth and run too
much to wood. Pruning the tops or
beads of the trees in such cases does not
make them fruitful, but has a tendency
to aggravate the trouble by causing tbe
tree to throw out large numbers of new
shoots in directions where they are not
wanted. To counteract this a trench
about 18 inches or two feet wide and of
corresponding depth, according to the
age and size of the tree, should be dng
out half way round the tree, the roots
should be carefully pruned with a sharp
knife, and the trench hued up with fresh
soil, but of poorer quality, rotted sods
or the surface soil of an old meadow be-

ing excellent for this purpose; this
new sou must be firmly trodden
down as it is thrown in. The next
season the same operation must be per
formed on the other half of the circle.
The distance of tbe trench from the
trunk of the tree must be governed by
the spread of the branches and the age
ot tne tree ; generally tne trencn may be
dug at one-thi- rd or one-ha- lf the spread
of tne tree in young trees nearer than
in older ones. If the soil is naturally
poor ana can not oe readily enriched in
any other way, this operation will also
be of great service, only niling up the
trench with rich sou. or that more suit
able to the tree than that in which it is
planted. By these means the growth of
a tree may be readily controlled, and
far less pruning at the top be required
The pruning-knif- e and shears will never
produce fruitfulness unless the roots,
which promote the growth of tbe top.
are also under control. Jlarper's JJazar,
