Inview of this action Sitting
Bull and his band have voluntarily subject-
ed themselves to the authority of Great Brits
ain, and ceased to be subjects of the United
States. They will not now, even with peace-
able intentioms, be permitted to cross the
fromtier.

WEST AND SOUTHWEST.

A man named Collier is reported to have
been Iynched in Lampasas County, Texas,
for harboring a member of the Howell gang
of desperadoes. .

A package containing $3,000 in bank notes
was stolen from the counter of the State
Treasury at Springfield, Iil., on the 15th, by
one of two confederates who weut into the
office ostensibly Lo get a bill changed.

The village of Lisbon, Texas, 10 miles from
Dallas, was struck by a tornado on the 15th.
Ten or more houses were demolished. Mrs.
Vaughan was killed; Mrs. Mary Belt was
wounded and twe of her children badly
hurt, while a number of other persons were
more or less injured.

Upson, Democrat, has been eclected to
Congress from the Sixth Texas District, to
suceeed Schleicher, deceased.

The village of Pocahontas, Tenn., on the
line of the Memphis and Charleston Rail-
road, was almost destroyed by a tornado
on the night of the 14th. Several persons
were injured.

The Kansas Central Narrow-gauge has
heen purchased at foreclosure sale by Com-
modore C. K. Garrison. It runs from Leav-
enworth west by north to Oaago, Kansas, a
distance of 84 miles. It will be run as a
brauch of the Kansas Pacific, and the pres-
ent management will not be interfered with
materially.

A convention of colored men was held at
Little Rock, Ark., on the 12th, to consider
the subject of emigrating from Arkansas
where it is claimed the colored men In many
localities are not allowed the free enjoyment
of their constitutional rights. Delegates
were chosen to the conference to be held at
Nashville, Msy 6, and the Convention re-
solved ftself into an Auxilisry State Migra-
tion Aid Society, and appointed an Execu-
tive Committee,

Dr. Samuel P. Chalfant, & San Francisco
dentist, on the 15th shot and killed Josiah
Bacon of Boston, Chalfant had been sued
by Bacon for infringement of a dental pat-
ent, and in an excited interview between the
parties, io Bacon™s room in the Baldwin
House, Chalfant shot him. There were
no witnesses. Chalfant fled, Dbut
subsequently gave himsell up. He
admitted the shooting, but sald in extenus-
tion that he drew his pistol during the con-
troversy with the view of compelling re-
spectful treatment, but with no intention of
firing at him. Harsh words followed, the
dispute waxed warm, and in his excitement
the pistol went off,

Mr. X. B. Trower, President of the Moul-
trie County Bank of Sullivan, Moulirie
County, Ill., bas absconded, as reported,
with all the assets of the institution, about
$50,000 belong’ ug to depositors.

Hawkes was caught un-
der the falling timbers and eonld
oot be extriceated before he was burned to
death. His eompanion had his arms aod
legs broken and his skull fractured, but was

jured. All of the trainmen went down
with the train, but all escaped with slight
injuries except the eonductor, F. D. Mur-
ray, who had his leg broken. It is believed
that the bridge was fired by tramps.

The city of Eareks, Nevada, suffered se-
verely by fire on the night of the 18th.
Some of the largest business houses, news-

and other public bulldings, together wilth
many residences, were burned. Three bun-
dredl families were reported destitute and
2,000 without shelter. Loss roughly osii-
mated at $1,000,000,

The Pacific const steamship Great Repub-
lic was wrecked on the night of the 19th
while entering the mouth of the Columbia
River. The passengers were all safely land-
ed and taken to Astoria. The last boat that
left the =hip, containing a numbor of the
10 men were drowneid. The vessel s a to-
tal loss.

A negro, accused of the murder of a man

Cawker City, Kas., on the 17th. Hendricks
was a traveling man and the negro was em-
ployed by him as a driven Hendrieks’s
body was found under a bridge, near the
town, with a bullet hole in the head and the
skull erushed. The negro was pursued and
overtaken at Beloit, and when within a miie
of Cawker City, on their return, the oflicer’s
posse haviog him in charge were surround-
ed and overpowered And the prisoner hang-
ed to » tree.

At Cincinnati, on the 19th, Will Taft,

son of ¢x-Attorney-Genoral Alpbonso Taft,
and Captain of the Yale College Crew of
1877, assaulted and badly beat one Rose,
editorand publisher of a sensational paper
called the Cincinnati Sundoy News, for
publishing an item serionsly reflectiog upon
the personal character of the elder Tafr.
Col. Hateh, in ecommand of the Depart-
ment of New Mexico, telegraphs that Lieut.
Merritt, of the Ninth Cavalry, reports from
Aj> Callenla that Vie'oria and his whole
force of Warm Spriog Apache Indians es-
caped on the 15th inst., and have gone to the
San Mateo Mountains.
At Chieago, on Sunday, the 20th, 1,100
Communists, many of whom were armed,
paraded the streets, displa) ing inflammatory
banners. No disturbanoces ocourred.

EAST AND SOUTHEAST.
At Baltimore, on the 16th, Denwood B.
Hinds, a voung man of 23, shot and killed
Isase D. James, father of Miss Lizzie
James, who, it 1s charged, was seduced by
Hindn under promise of marriage. Her
brother attempted to kill Hinds last Christ-
mas Eve, and both men were seriously
wounded, but both recovered. Since that
time Hinds bad been keepinz out of the way
of the Jameses, haviig been out of the city
for a patt of the time. About the first of
April Miss James died from puerperal fever,
and the father, learning that her betrayer
bad returned to the city, prepared to shoot
him on sight. Their first meeting was on
the day named, and the shooting was begun
by Mr. James, his first shot taking effect in
Hinds"s left arm. The Iatter quickly return-
ed the fire, and seven shots in all were
exchanged. Mr.James was mortally wound-
ed and died in a few minutes. Hinds re-
ceived two wonnds, neither falal, and his
brother Harry, a lad, was woundoed in the
arm. Intense excitement followed the
shooting, and threats of lynching Hinds
were made, but be was qulckly placed under
arrest and no violence was offered.
A dispateh from Charleston, 8. C., gives
meager particulars of the desiruction of
life and property by a terrible hurricane
which swept over the southern portion of
the State on the mnight of the 16th.
In the village of Walterboro more
than 100 dwellings aod all  the
churches were [swept away. Three-fourths
of the inhabitants are homeless, Fifteen
persons were killed and many wounded.
At Oskley, a station on the N. E. Railroad,
all the pegro houses were leveled and one
negro killed, besides many burt. Similar
wasualties are reported from various points
in the track of the tornado.
Hezekiah Shaffer was hanged at Cham-
bersburg, Penn., on the 17th, for the murder
of his wife in February, 1878, He died pro-
testing his innocence of the crime. On the
Monday preceding the day fixed for his
exccution, Shaffer made a desperate
effort to commit sulcide by opening
his artories witha piece of wire taken from
s broom. Hawas so prostrated by loss of
blood that he bad to be earried to the scaf-
fold and seated in a chair while the rope
was placed about hils neck.
James Carroll, a negro, aceused of com-
mitting an outrage upon s white lady, was
taken from a train st Licksville, Md,, on
the 17th, by a band of masked men, and
hanged to a tree.
The United States Grand Jury at Charles-
ton, 8. C., have retarned indictments against
a number of parties for violation of the
Federal Election laws,
Myron A. Buel, convicted of &° most foul
murder, his vietim being a young girl whom
he attempted to ravish, was hanged at Coop-
erstown, N. Y.,on the 18th. He steadfastly
refused to confess his guilt, and died game.
General John A, Dix died at bis residence
in New York City on the 21st. He was
born at Boscawen, N. H., July 24, 1798, He
entered the Army in 1812, but resigned in
1828, studied law, and was admitted to the
bar. He actively entered polities as a Dem-
ocrat in 1842, and held mavoy oflices. In
December, 1500, he was appointed President
Buchanan's Secrctary of the Treasury, ino
place of Howell Cobb, resigned. He then
served under President Lincoln's
administration, and has alway ssince
been ranked one of the strongest ad-
herents of the Republiean party. At the
outset of the war he was appointed a Major-
General of the New York National
Guard; in May, 1501, commissioned
Major-General of the United States volun-
teers, and subsequently recelved the same
rank in the regular army and had charge of
the Deparimen' of Marvland in 1862, from
whence he was transferred to Fortress
Monroe. He was appolnted Minister to
Paris in 15866, and In 1872 elected Governor
of New York. He was again nominated in
1574, and defeated by Tilden. This ended
i his political career.

The last attempt to assassinate the Czar
has led to the adoption by the Government
of still more stringent measures of repres-
sion. A Governors-General are to be ap-
pointed for the sikx most populous districts
of Russin, clothed with absolutely despotie
power over the lives and libertiesof the peo-
ple. The wide-spread conspiracy agninst
the rulers of the Empire has become so for
midable, embracing, as is well known, men
and women in all ranks and stations, and
many of them doubtiess occupying positions
of trust, that it is now a life or death strug-
gle.

The action of the Khedive of Egypt, in
summarily dismissing hiz fornign ministers
and forming a truly Bzyptian Cabinet, has
oceasioned no little execltement. It was re-
ported that France and England would
unite in & vigorous remonstrance, and inti-
mations were thrown out that the Khedive's
action might result iIn  his abdication.
The Khedive has published a manifesto
justifying the course which he has taken,
and insisting upon the carryiog out of his
own programme of reform. He says he will
be fully responsible for the public safety of
Egyvpt and for the due payment of the for-
elgn debt, if he is allowed to exercise the
power he wishes through the National party.
The Sultan, in recelving an envVoy froi the
Kheidive, exptessod his disapproval of the
Khedive’s conduct, but said he did not in-
tend to dethrone him.

A dispatch from Pesth, Hungary, 18th,
suys: The Rivers Maroso and Koros have
again broken their dams. Zerend is de-
stroved and Arad endangered.

Of the M40 miners imperiled by the explo-
slon in the Aggrappes coal-pit near Mons,
Belgium, 89 were finally rescued alive.

Another revolution has occurred in Pan-
ama. There was fighting in the streets, last-
Ing four hours, in which a number of per-
sons were killed.

Fourteen lives were lost by a coal mine

explosion at Departure Bay in British Col-
umbia, on the 15th.

Seerest, Oath-Bound Organization
that 'Throatens the Overithrow of the
Russlan Governm
St. PETERsBURG, April 15.—Tele-

grams were received Friday and Caturday
Iast from the Berlin Secret Pollee, giving
warning that on Easter an attempt would
be made to assassinate the Emperor, the
Czarowilch, or some member of the Im-
perial family. In consequence of these tel-
egrams from Berlin the usual entrance to
the Winter Palace was closed, and the Cear-
owitch went at midnight to the Easter Eve
reception of the Czar, escorted by four Cos-
sacks. It is said the heads of the secret po-
lice are about to resign, having discovered
that three-fourths of the force are in league
with the Nihilists. Letters from Kicfl siate
that between the 8th and 11th inst. five at-
tempts at murder were made sgalnst ofi-
clals there.

The name of the assallant of the Czar is
now ascertained to be Solowjefl. This
morning Solowjefl was Insensible, but was
expected to rally. No pupers were found
upon bhim. Throughout Monday night all
suspected houscs were searched. Last week
the revolutionary committec issued a proe-
lamation threatening the life of the Em-
peror and a second St. Bartholomew mas.
sacre,

Loxpoxn, April 15.—With respect to
the attewsnt, yesterday, upon the life of the
Czar, the following information concerning
the Committee of the revolutionary usso-
clation of Russin has been obtained from au-
thentie sources: This Committee is compos-
ed of elected representatives of a great nuin-
ber of local and secret Nihilist and other
revolutiopary assoclatlons, It has in its
ranks artisans, students, public officials,

casants, milita officers, and women of
jow and high birth. The tidelity of the mem-
bers to each other have been perfect, save in
two instances, and in each of these the
would-be traltor has been Killed ere he fully
earriod out his treason. This secret Com-
mittee sots a8 a secret court, and tries, sen-
tences and executes oflicials of the Empire
for acts which it considers worthy of death.
It is believed that the committee, of which
branches exist in each of the large citles,
send thelr devisions to the Chief, who either
approves or disapproves, and If the former,
desiguales the person to earry oul the sen-
tence. It has been through the agency of
this committee that Gen. Prepofl, Chief of
the Secret Police, was shot by Vera Sassi-
liteh ; his suceessor, Gen. Mezaxel, killed:

A YVisit te a Dead City.

Yesterday we visited Carthage, leav-
ing the hotel about 10 in the morniog.
The drive occupied two hours and then
we were on the ground where, 2,000
{'enrs 8go, stood a city larger than New

ork and more prosperous. Now all
that remains is o mass of stones, almost
entirely covered with wheal, sown by
the shepherds for their flocks. Only
four excavations have been made—the
Amphitheater; the wells of the city, and
Dido’s baths and s little of the ¢ity
walls. You remember the Bible speaks
of the people going *‘‘down into the
well" and * coming up out of the well.”
I have just seen such an old well. It
was 30 feet deep and about 30 feet in
diameter. Beginning at thetop and go-
ing down to the bottom were steps wind-
ing around inside, where the women
went with pails or jugs on their heads
to draw water.

We wandered overthe site of Carthage
for an hour or {wo. Then wé& began fo
think of lunch. The dragomen knew
the old monks who Kept the chapel,
erected to the memory of Lowis of
France over the place where he did not
die. So we w2nt there and they offered
us their dining-roomi. The sun was
scorching hot, and there wids not so
much as a palm tree under which to

read our lunch. So we rid ourselves
of the romantic idea of eating on sacred
ground; where (Jaeen Dido had stood,
and spread our repast in a somfortable
corner on a table like ** Chistign dogs,"’
as the Arabs call us.

We started for home at 5 o'clock and
were driven through & most beautiful
country just st sunset. I saw there
what I never expect to see again, &8 per
fect African landscaps at sunset. Iwill
give you the princpal objics in the
pittar¢ and you #an arrange it to sait
yoursdelf. The sk¥ was cne mass of red
and gold, and against that bsackground
were two lead-colored mountaifis,
sparkling like diamonds in the stinlight.
In front of these was a suctession of
low, green mountains, and at the foot
of one of thesz a Bedouin tribe had just
pitched their tents. They formed a

ictura by themselves—the camels feed-
ing arour d the tents, a fire in front of
each, and all the tribe licking on or
helping to cook their sopper. The
téiits and people were black— tith dirt,
I suppose—but distdnce lent enchant-
mentf the scene and meade it beauti-
ful. %s we stoppé#d to look at it a nrist
began to form at the top of the mioun-
tains, and gradually covered it all as if
o curiain had been dropped from the
heavens. Tha mist remained wuntil
after the sun had set; then it rose, and
the stars dame out bright and
clear. The Arabs and Turks a'e
the most hospitable people I have
seen. We spent an afternoon around
Tunis, visiling the Arabie and Jewish

risons, a Jewish hounse, an Arabic danc-
ing coffee house, and any number of cof-
fee houses. In every place they received
us very kindly. At the private houses
they brought us coffes and drank with
us, and said ** salama,'* which isa word
expressing the good will of the peopla.
Asa mark of great respect they place
the right hand on the breast as yon
leave the houses, and instead of shaking
hands, say ** Salama,* keeping the sama
position until you are out of sight. The
toffes houses are small, square rooms
with benches on three sides, where the
Turks sit on cane miats. On the re-
maining side is a long table where the
coffee-cooking utensils are. We went
in and sat on the seéats cross-legged,just
like the T'mks. Then they.brought us
coffee in litile cups—equal parts of sof-
fee and sugar—and let it boil up, to be
drank nds and all.

We have been to the harem and to
the Bey's palace, where we s.wa real
harem; and women who had never been
out of their own houses and had seen
no men except their own busbands and
sons. They were surrounded by every
thing money could buy; their palaces
were perfectly magoiticent as well as
their wardrobes, but they did not seem
happy. The husband of one woman,
after living with her 30 years, has put
her aside to marry a young girl thatshe
brought up to waiton him. He bas
tiken his new wife away and left the old
one alone in her besutifnl palace, soshe
says 8@ prays to die.

?I.‘hin same man gave a grand ball not
lon o and invited all the Europeans
in is. He thought he was exceed-
ingly kind to his wives and echildren in
cutting a small hole through the wall by
which, in turns, they were able to see
the visitors. The harems of the lower
classes areé rooms with but little furni-
ture and only rugs to sit on. But those
of the wealthy have European furniture,
pictures and works of art. The women
sat on divans around the sides ~f the
rooms, but we were given chairs and
sofas. With all their splendor, howev-
er, they looked miserable and unhaipig:
They can not read or write, and
lieve they hardly dare think. All the
women do from morning till night is to
rig themselves up in their finery, keep it
on an hour or two and then change for
something else. The house we visited
was much the same as the others, only
there we saw the dearcst little baby, a
month old, dressed in blue and white
silks, with a little turban on its head.
Over the bed they burned incense, and
hung up a little silver globe with an egg
in it to l:map off the evil eye. The fam-
ily treated us very kindly, but I do not
doubt they fumi the entire house
after we left.— Letter to Detroit
Free Press.

As well tell bim to use a
life preserver which he does not pos-
sess, if he was floundering in water over
his head. Dr. Widoey of St. Louis,
who is at the head of an inebriate asy-
lum or samitarium in that city, gives
ona or two interesting examples of those
who have been under treatment. [

A striking example of this class is
seéen in that of a teascher who came to
the Sanitariom when he had drunk Ebut
one glass in six mouths, and thst one
immediately preceding his voluntary
entrance of this hospital. He came
alone, after having deposited all of his
money with a friend and telling him
not to give it back to bim under any
pretext whatever for several weeks.
This gentleman was @ stranger to ail
persons inthe Sapitarium, but bhe en-
tered with eguick stap, as if in gremt
haste, called fcr the superintzndent,
and stated that his time for a spree h
come, and he had been fightiag it hard;
but he had at last taken one drink, and
that he knew that if bhe did not have
something to lessen the craving for al-
cohol, and to assist him in controlling
himseM, he wounld be *beastly drunk?
in & fow hours. He was sent 1o a
room, and such assistince given as be
needed, and soon the demand for alco-
hol passed awsy and the man became
his own mas'er. Itis two years since
he lelt, and he is now engiged asa
yrominent agent cn one of our Iail-
roads. Once since the time referrad to
he has felt some return of the spells,
and he came a% once for the madic.n2
that he used befora.” s

Another case illastrates the pecaliari-
ties of the periodiesl drunkard. Itwas
tha’ of a lawyer.

«sHe was not much intoxicat2d ; to hear
him converse, in the dark, no one would
have supposed him to have been at all
under the influence of liquor. Soon
after entering the institution, he made
this statement (that I know now to be
corr.ct): ‘I am not much under the
influence of aleohol to-day, and conld
attend to my business as well as usual,
but in three days I have a case that I
must win or be roined; it is a suit for
$3,000. I am now embarrassed and
must raise some funds to return a sunt
of money that Tused while rdian for
some minor heirs ; the guardianship has
been taken from me very ﬁroperl y, but
I must make a settlement this week, and
the only possible chance to secure the
funds is to gain this suit. Now, if I am
not controlled, I will be very drunk on
the day of the trial, and must inevitably
lose the case and be ruined profession-
ally, and di my family. 1tis one
of my peculiarities, and when there is
an important time for me to remain
sober and I am particularly anxious to
do so, I am certain to be drunk on that
day; if I could be as sober on next
Thursdsy as I am to-day and have been
for three weeks, I would be satisfied,
but this is impossible unless I am under
restraint. [ will pay the institution lib-
erally if you wiii keep me sober, and
have me sent down io the Court-house
under gusrd of a firm man, in three
days, and keep him there Lo prevent my
drinking, until this case is completed.’
I, of course, consented, and at the prop-
er time sent a man with him, and he
gained his suit.”

He is described as a man who under-
stood the rinclfles of christinnity and
balieved them; loved his family and felt
his responsibility; knew the value of
money and was keenly conscious that
financial and social ruin were inevitable
if he was drunk on the day of the trial,
and yet he would have drunk so far as
his own will power was concerned, and
hence his desire to hedge it.
Dr. Widney explains the matter thna:
he had been partially under the influ-
ence of alcohol for a long time; the
blood wvessels of the brain would not
contract promptly withont the accus-
tomed stimulant; the excitement of the
occasion would cause more blood to go
to the brain than usual, and therefore
there was a greater demand for aleohol
to enable the blood vessels to comtract
with more than ordinary force to pre-
vent the fullness of the head and con-
fusion of thought which invariably fol-
low this condition; but freedom from
excitement and temptation and the sub-
stitution of non-alecholic stimulants for
a time, and the preserce of a man of
strong will to help him carry out his de-
sire to abstain from the use of his acus-
tomed stimulant, accomplished the puar-
pose.— Indianapolis Herald.
