In fact, a farmer with small means
may not be able, or it may not be best for
him to rely wholly on stock, but with a
very small beginning any furmer can in
few years, by proper management, have
enough stock around him to render that
business far more profitable, and much
more agreeable than the matketing of any
crop, much less tobacco, which requires
more slavish work, and has a more degrad
ing influence on a community than any
other crop raised. Turn your tobacco
barns into stock sheds, gentlemen, as fust
as possible, and you will be more prosper
ous and happy.

Although we
grow almost every thing here, the seasons
ar-- slightly uncertain. Sometimes one
crop hits when another is short for in
stance the dry weather in May injured the
wheat to gome extent, but corn now promi
ses the heaviest yeild for years. Hence
the necessity of growing a variety of crops.
There is no crop that pays better in this
county than wheat especially does it pay
every farmer to raise enough for his own
use. If a farmer desires to raise 5 or 10

acres for his own ubc he need be out notli
ing in cash except for seed. At wheat
sowing time farmers are generally not
busy, and the litiie reqiiired to sow a few

acres in wheat would not be missed. By
sowing a tew acres in wheat a farmer
almost certain to raise enough for bread
and how can one be more independent
than he who has plenty of wheat and corn
and a few good porkers at butchering time
But il a fanner must expend a hundred
so dollars every year for Hour, he must
expect it to be hurd on him, especially
when be has to get the money by raising
tobacco. It is not only hard on the in
dividual, but it works a great hardship
the community, in that so much money
annually sent out of the country for bread
stuff. Money thus shipped out of a com
mumty 15 bard to get back, and any com
munity that constan tly sends money away
from home for the necessaries of lite, and
has but little to bring money in, must ex
pect to be poor. No farmer should buy
what he can grow on his land, and we hope
that every farmer in Chariton county will
try in future to raise his own bread.
