Natural Sleep.

The most perfect and refreshing—in a
wori, natural—sleep is that “‘llit'h o=
bines the whole series in such healthy
'nru]mrﬁunﬁ as an orderly and active
ife will establish, by na constitutionally
equal distribution of work, looking to
the comparative powers of the several
parts of the system, the opportunities
for rest, the food supply, and the meas-
ure of strength each department of the
mental and physical organism of the in-
dividual enjoys. This wisa adaptation
of work to the different energies, so that
each shall lighten the task and contrib-
ute to the effiviency of the others, is a
duty to self which every step forward in
the march of intelleet and the progress
of civilization seems to make it increas-
ingly diflicnlt to discharge.

To sum up, sleep isa ﬁn_ﬂllmitral func-
tion of life. It is performed by the
nervous system either through a single
center or by the several centers connect-
ed with various parts or organs of the
body, from the supreme cerebral cen-
ters which control the immediste ap-
paratus of intentional thought to the
ganglia that regulate the work of the
viseern. I believe the sympathetic sys-
part in the pro-

why the due performance of the func-
tions iz so readily prevented as it is, by
disorderly action in almost any part of
the body, even when there is no sensa-
tion of pain or uneasiness at the seat of
the disturbance. Persons who do not
slwr well and regularly are peculiarly
linble to functional disorders; and, con-
versely, those who are subject
to the anomalons maladies and
symtoms

fancy,

too often set down to
but actually existing and
traceable with care to some special
ganglion of the sympathetic system (for
example, uneasiness in the “pit of the
stomuch,” or aching pain in the lower
lumbar region of the spine), are dis-
turbed or disorderly sleepers.  Sleep is
a nerve state, whether the part sleeping
be the brain, or certain parts of that
organ, the muscular system, or the
viscern. The modifications which take
place in the vessels supplying the organ
or system that sleeps are the effects or
consequences, instead of the causes of its
condition.

Habit greatly helps the performance
of the initial net; and the cultivation of
a habit of going to sleep in a_particular
way, at a particular time, will do more
to procure regular and healthy sleep
than any other artifice. The formation
of the habit is, in fact, the creation or
development of a special center or com-
bination in the nervous system, which
will henceforward produce sleep as a
natural rhythmical process.  If this were
more generally recognized, persons who
suffer from sleeplessness of the sort
which consists in being simply * unable
to go to sleep ™ would set themselves
resolutely to form such a habit. It is
necessary that the training should be
specific, and include attention to details.
It is not very important wha! a person
does with the intention of going to sleep ;
but he shonld do precisely the same
thing, in the same way, at the same
time, and under as nearly as possible
the same conditions, night after night
for a considerable period—say, three or
four weeks at least. The result will
amply reward the effort.

Position affects sleep. A constrained
or uncomuortable posture will often pre-
repose.  Lying flat on the back
with the limbs relaxed would seem to
secure the greatest amount of rest for
the muscular system.  This is the posi-
tion assumed in the most exhansting dis-
eases, and itis generally hailed as a token
of revival when a patient voluntarily turns
on the side; but there are several dis-
mdvantages in the supine posture which
impare or embarrass sleep.  Thus, in
weakly states of the heart and blood-
vessels, and in certain morbid conditions
of the brain, the blood seems to gravitate
to the back of the head, and to produce
tronblesome dreams. In persons who
habitually, in their gait or work, stoop,
there is probably some distress conse-
quent on straightening the spine.  Those
who have contracted chests, especially
persons who have had plearisy and re-
tain adhesions of the lungs, do not sleep
well on the back. Nearly all who are
inclined to snore do so when in that
position, becanse the soft palate and
uvula hang on the tongue, and that or-
an falls back so as to partially close the
top of the windpipe, 1t is better, there-
fore, to lie onthe side, and in the absence
of specinl chest-disease, rendering it
desirable to lie on the weak side so as to
leave the healthy lung free to expand, it
is well to choose the right side, becanse
when the body is thus placed the food
gravitates more easily out of the stomach
into the intestines, and the weight of the
liver does not compress the upper por-
tion of the intestines. A glanee at any
late of the visceral anatomy will show
ww this must be, Many persons are
deaf in one ear, and rﬂ-ft-r to lie on a
particular side: but, if possible the right
side should be chosen, and the body
rolled a little forward, so that any saliva
which may be secreted shall run  easily
out of the month, if not unconsciously
swallowed.  Again, sleeping with the
arms thrown over the head is to be dep-
recated ; but this position is often assume-
e during sleep, becanse the cireulation
i= then free in the extremitios and the
head and neck, and the museles of the
chest are drawn ap and fixed by the
shoulders, and thus the expansion of the
thorax is easy. The chief objection to
this position are that it ereates a tend-
ency to cramp amd cold in the arms,amd
sometimes seems to eause headache dor-
ing sleep, and dreams.  Thesg small
matters often muke or mar comfort in
sleeping.— English Jorwrned.

An Ironless Civilization,

Mr. A. Woeikof, in n narrative of his
travels in Yueatan and the southeastern
States of Mexico, published in Poler-
mann’s Mittheilungen, introduces us to s
so-called ¢ civilized’” people, who are
practically unacquainted with the uses
of iron. Writing about the northern
portion of the State of Chiapas, he says
that the inhabitants employ iron only in
the shape of axes and machetes, which
are imported from the United States.
For the distance of one hundred kilome
ters round about Palenque not one black
smith is to be found. !\'ut a single nail
is to be seen in their honses; every thing
is held together with cords or with
vines. Even in the preparation of their
usual article of food—tortillas—the ap-
paratus they employ is equally primitive,
though in this respect they follow the
enstom which is universal thronghout
all Mexico and Central Ameriea.  The
grains of maize are crushed between
two stones, one of which, the nether
one, is rather large, with a sloping up-
per surface. A woman kneels by this
stone and strews upon it some grains of
maize, over which she works to and fro
another stone of cylindrical form, so
grinding the maize, The coarse meal
so obtained is baked into flat tortilla-
cakes in the ashes. This is exactly the
mode of preparing meal in vogue in
Central and South Africa; the African
negroes, however, show a higher grude
of culture, inasmuch as they understand
the working of iron. Our author caus-
tically remarks heveupon that “ the in-
troduction even of hand-mills would be,
for this country, a step of nmi_m-_-m of
far more value than many s high-sound-
ing political prevogative, which can
mever be of any advantage to a popula-
tion living in so low @ made of civiliza-
tion."—Papular Seicnce Monthly.
