Itis gratifying to note the progress of
our public school under the management of
Prof. Singleton, as principal, and Misses
Cornie Mann and Addie Veatch, as nssist-
ants, There are now enrolled 150 pupils, in
the severel departments as follows :

It becomes our painful duty to ‘chronicle
the death of another one of the oldest and
most highly esteemed ecitizens of Keytes-
Dr. John Grinstead, who died at his
residence in this place at a few minutes
past 9 a'clock on last Sunday morning.

The charnecter of his pro
nounced by his attending physicians o be
diabefes, and general  health
had not heen good for some time.

He was confined to his bed for abont two
werks doring his last illness. and he de-
clined very vapidly from the first, so that
his denth was not o surprise to  the physi-
cians ner to his immediate attendants,

Dr. Grinstead was a native Virgiuian and
emigrated in an early day with his parents
to Kentucky, where he afterward, on arriv.
ing at manhoad, enlisted volunteer
soldier in the war ngaingt Mexico. At the
close of the war he returned to his home in
Kentucky, and abont the
1851 eame to Misrouri and located
practising physician here at Keyvtesville

At the breaking oot of the war in 1861,
Dr. Grinatead linked his fortune with the
cause of the South; and for ovee four years
wis absent actively participating in that
des]nrrnte struggle (o establish . Southern
confederncy. At the close of that war he
returned to his home in Keytesville and re-
sumed the practice of his profession, where
he remained up to the time of bis death.

Dr. Grinstead was an honored and dis-
tinguished member af the medical profes:
sion in the county, and a kind and indal
gent husband and father. For many vears
an honored member of the Masonic frater
nity, and on lnst Monday afternoon, the
17th inst., he wns buried with Masonic
honors here at Keviesville.

He leaves a widow nand five children
together with a very large circle of friends
to mourn his llmt
