The Central Thbnht."""
The central thought of the cam-

paign in Ohio and New York, and
probably in the other close States,
will be administrative reform, it
will be difficult to get up , a national
issue on the' tariff question this year
as desirable as this would be for the
country, owing to two reasons the
similarity of the declarations of the
two parties and the nomination of
Mr, Blaine, which forces to the front
the question of methods of adminis-
tration.

Intuitively the people can not be
ignorant of the real sentiments, the
tendencies, the purposes of the two
parties - To be sure the republicans
as well as the democrats declare in
favor of " removing the iniquities of
the existing tariff. But the position
of the democrats is more compactly
stated and more closely defined..

The people understand very well
that when the democrats come into
power the pruning knife will be used
as mercilessly, but with all the artis-
tic skill of the accomplished surgeon.
The surplus will be lopped off by
not being allowed to accumulate, and
thus create a great useless fund to
be expended fraudulently and cor-

ruptly.
The people know by twenty years

of experience that the republican
party will continue to feed and fat-

ten monopolies, that it is. useless to
expect revenue reform from that
quarter. It is perhaps as well that
the issue should be joined upon other
questions. The people will not be
cheated. They know just what they
can expect and will receive if the re-

publican party is retained in power,
so far as the tariff question and the
matterof revenue reform are con-

cerned.
It will be all profession and no

performance, all hallow pretense and
sham, and no . fulfillment. If the
democratic party comes into power
the existing tariff will be overhauled.
Protection will not be preserved for
protection's sake, and yet no vio-

lence will be done to establish indus-
tries, and all manufacturing interests
as well as other interests and indus-
tries will be fostered and encouraged,
but the monopoly features of the ex-

isting tariff must go, and the repub-
lican party will be restrained from
adding to these monopolistic features
as it is plainly their purpose to do.

The question of administrative re-

form is broad and far-reachi- ng in its
scope, spirit and purpose. It should
engage the serious and thoughtful
consideration of the people' every
where. Questions of local and itate
concern will, of course, be pressed
with more or less intensity in locali-
ties, such as land reform in the land
grant states and where much of the
public domain is yet undisposed of,
tariff votes in such states as Pena-sylvan- ia

and New Jersey, still the
question of reform in methods of ad-

ministration must become the gen-

eral central thought of the campaign.
One thing is certain, if we have an

honest, vigorous, efficient conserva-
tive administration that respects the
rights of the people, it matters little
what the platforms contain or. the
stump orator shall expound from ihe
hustings. Kansas City Times.

THE PEXNOCK ROAD MACHINE.

ITS ORIGIN AXI RECORD.

Many rears aro Shiiih I I'ennock, of
Kennett "Springs. I'cnn.. couwved the
idea of a machine for the purpose of con
veyinp soil, previously Ioosi-iik- I Iiy2 plow,
from the aide of ttie rod toward the cen
ter and distributing it in smooth, rouaded
fliBpe, also for fillin? ruts and uneven
places in the road.
