Ford’s Record.

Nicholas Ford, the confusion oan-
didate for Govergor, was born in
Ireland in 1830. He received such
an educatiop as the schools in the
locality then afforded, and came to
this country in 1847. From the time
of his arrival until 1854, when he
came to Missouri, he stopped in the
New England States, New York and
Chicago. Remaining in Missouri
about five years, he loft for Nebras-
ka, only to stay a short while, and
returned to Missouri. At the break-
ing out of the war he left the State
for Montana, where he remsined un-
til the latter part of 1863, yhen he
again came back, and loeating in
Savannah, Andrew county, engaged
in the retail grocery business. In
1874 he was eleeted to the legisla-
ture as an indépendent, receiving
the votes of the tadpoles and Re-
publicans. After serving his term
in the legislature he moved to St.
Joseph and engaged in the Ty
busihess as a parjner. In 1878 he
was elected to Congress as a Green-
backer, receiving all the opposition
vote. In 1880 he ran as a National-
ist, and again receiving all the oppo-
sition vote, was elested by twovotes,
Mr. Ford did eomparatively nothing
while in the Iature and in ebn-
gress. He voted yith the Republi-
cans on all important questions, even
to expelling the Democratic mem-
bers, and introdueed some commun-
istic bills. Sinek he was in congress
he has lived between Colorado, Kan-
sas and Missouri, spending but little
of his time, however, in the latter
state, Not until he was indorsed
for Governor was it known that he
was a resident of this state, and he
is not, exeept in so far ss an interest
in a liquor store in St. Joseph makes
him such. He has no family. In
religion hr is as versatile as in peli-
tics, and is considered by those who
know him as an infidel.—Sedalia
Democrat.

Ur to the beginning of the present
eentury divoroes were but few, and
about the middle of this pariod they
began to increase alarmingly. In
the New England 3tates doring the
year 1849 there were only 94 di-
vorces ; the next year there were 129.
In 1854 the number reached 299,
and inereased until in 1866 we find
436 divorces granted. Durning the
past fifleen years there has {gen one
divorce to every fifteen marriages in
the state of Massochusetts; one to
every thirteen ipg Vermont; one to
nine in Rhode Island, and one te less
than eight in Connecticut. Im 1880
there were 510 divorces granted in
the state of Maine. Population has
inereased fifty per cent. ; divorce has
increased 150 per cent. Ohio, with
one divorce to every seven mar-
riages, stand worst upon the list,
while Chicago grants one to every
twelve.

Few people are aware of the mag-
nitude of Indis, or comprehend that
it contains some 50,000,000 more
people than all Europe west of the
Vistula. Fewer still know that it
contains sixty-two cities with a pop-
ulation of more than 100,000 inhab-
itants. Below the limts of 50,000
the towns become much more num-
erous, and there are hundreds of
towns with a populatiey above 20,-
000. The majority of the latter are
quite unknown to Europeans, an so-
tive magistrate or two excepted ; and
there is no book in English which
gives the shghtest account of their
organization or of the life and people
of them. Yet many of them have
histories of 2,000 years, and in all
flourish families which call themselves
noble, and bave long pedigress and
stirring tales to narrate.

Rorrsp gold is made by casting
an xggot of brass, and while this 1s
still hot pouring upon it & thin layer
of gold alloy. The ingot when cold
is forced between steel rollers until
a long thin ribbon is produced, of
which the proportion of gold and
brass is the same as of the ingot.
The percentage of gold is reduced
as low as two and three per cent.
This rolled gold is used in making
cheap bracelets and watch chains,
and costs but little more than brass.
