quires numerous changes. The Post
Offices of the South are filled with
men who are politicians and partisan
workers first last and all. the time.
The core of the Post-Offlc- es - is turn
ed '; over to clerk?, while the
PostMaster devotes himself to" poli
tics, sueh as persuading the colored
people that Democratic success means
negro slavery. .

These and other political workers
will go sans ceremonie. The barna
cles that have accumulated on the
ship of State in her long cruise of
twenty-fou-r 'years, will be. scraped
off.' ; '

In the several, departments 'here
the prevailing idea is that nt first on-

ly the heads of departmental bureaus,
and divisions, those whose authorities
and responsibilities are of a charac-
ter that will render it important for
them to be in political accord with
the Executive, will be removed.
Then it is thought that such changes
will gradually follow as
the newly appointed " chiefs
will recommend as necssary to the

It was not designed
to treat 6f removals. "t Under our
constitution, it is a very difficult
matter to limit the power of removal.
So far it has not even been attempt-
ed. - ; -

Congressmen are besieged with
questions as to the coming cabinet.
While none express any positive con-

victions, all agree that those who
maybe chosen by.Mr. Cleveland, will
be chosen-fo- r their fitness, capacity,
and honesty and nothing else.

Mr. Randall and his committeemen
intend to keep the House busy with
appropriation bills during the early
part of the session, and to dispose of
them as rapidly as possible. But
little is proposed in the way of new
legislation to those bills, and an ef-

fort will be made to pospone all im-

portant changes in the laws relative
to the organization of the Govern-
ment until next year, when the Pres
ident and House of Representatives
may be expected to be in harmony.

To Measare the Height of a Tre.
, There is a very ' simple way of

measuring the height of a tree which
can be practiced by . any one on a
sdnny day, or in bright moonlight.
All the apparatus that is necessary
is a straight stick -- of any length.
Draw a circle with a radius (half the
diameter) of a little less than the
length, ot the stick. .', This will be
done by holding one end of the stick,
say two mche3 from its end, and
moving the other end around, mak-
ing the circje with a .knife or chip,
i'hen place the- - stick in the ground
exactly in the center of the circle,
perfectly upright,'and press it down
Until the height of. the 6tick is exact-
ly the same as the radius of the cir-
cle. When the end of the shadow of
the stick exactly touches the circle,
then also the shadow of the tree will
be exactly in length the same meas-
urement as its height. . Of course, in
such a case, the sun will be at an ex-

act angle of 45 Measurement of
this character can be be3t effected in
the summer, when the sun is powerful
and has reached to a good height in
the heavens, and when the trees are
clothed with living green so as to
cast a dense shadow. - To many, to
whom this idea may not have occur-
red, 'it "might be; made annually a
matter of interest thus on warm sum-
mer days to take the height of promi-
nent trees, and so to compare growth
from year to year.
