A Ramble,

]Dr. Williams, Editer of the Cen-
iral Baptist, wrote the following let-
ter to his paper after visiting the
minister's and deacon’s meeting
beld in this city.]

We had a delightfui visit to the
ministers’ and deacons’ confer-
euce of the Mt. Pleasant Associa-
tion, which was held at Keytes-
ville, on Nov. 28th te 30th.

We reached Keytesville, Snturday
morning, Nov. 29th. Onthe previ-
ous evening Rev. W. H. Stone, of
Moberly, had preached asermon for
criticism, on ‘“The Preparation and
Delivery of Sermons.’” We heard
of one good sister who was greaily
delighted with the sermon, but very
indignant with the brethern who cnit-
icised it wheu the brother was through
—but this was part of the programme.
We regretted qur _ inability to hear
brother 8., whom we were glad to
meet, and from whom we heard good
things concerning the Lord’s work in
Moberly-

Saturday was & raw and imclem-
ent day, and though the attendance
was not large, the interest of the
meeting compensated in part for the
lack in numbers.

Elder W. Kilbuck presented an es-
say on the question ‘‘Does the New
Testament justify women in partici-
pating in speaking and praying?"’
He argued the question in the affirm-
ative, and when thesubject was open
for discussion every man had some-
thing to say. There was a variety
of opiunions, and when the discus-
sion was over, the minds of the
brethern were in about the same
condition they were atthe beginning.
Elder A. F. Pearson had a subject,
pamely: “Who are God’'s Elect.”
But he handled it admirably. He
said, that according to the reading
of the questivn he did not feel called
upon to discuss the subjeet of elec-
tion in general, and, as to *‘who sre
the elect,”’ the best answer he could
give in brief was that ‘‘they are true
believers on the Lord Jesus Christ."’

Then each brother was called upon
%0 give his opinion and there was san
audible smile,when one after anathier
their names were called, replied: **1
agree wiht the opinion of the essay.”’
Bro, J. C. Schaefer read an exegesis
orr 1 Cor. 3:1, in which he brought
out with force, the duty of bearing
with the weak, and adapticg our
ministrations to the capacities of
those with whom we deal. The
most interesting discussion was in
connection with the address of W. ¥,
Harris on ‘‘Migsion Work,” within
the Mt. Pleasant Association.
Around Keyte.ville, there are ten or
twelve churches which have no
preaching, Bro. Kilbuck thought
that every church has a ministerisl
gift in it, whiche may be discovered
by prayer—that we ought to go and
preach in destitute places, and not
wait to be sent. e had done much
of this work 1a his life. Bro. 8. Y.
Pitts thought this the absorbing
question, and thovght it ought to
occupy more time in these meetings.
Said he ‘*If I thought more of my
own happiness than of the conyer-
sion of the souls, I should doubt my
own conversion.,’ At night Fid. A-
F. Peargon delivered an admirable
s¢rmon an ‘tMeelings for the sants
in light."'

Sabhath morning dawned brightly.
What a privilege it is to preach the
Gospel of Christ, and we enjoyed
speaking to the people at the morn-
ing serviee. This Sabbath in Key-
tesville reminded us much of former
pastoral life. The service mn the
morning was followed by a funeral
in the afterncon, and by visils to
several persong in affiiction, At
night ppr old friend Rev. C. M.
Williama, san of the late Dr. Wm.
Williams, of our Seminary, preachéd
| % telling sermon from the text, :*Who
s on the Lord’s side?’” The Key-
tesville charch is now without a pas-
tor, but we do ot think they will
long remain thus. The fleld impress-
ed us as being important and attract-
ive.

We enjoyed the kind hospitality of
the Keytesvijle people, and the next
time we turn our face in that direc-
tion we shall not feel that we are go-
ing among strangers.

Cider for Domestic Use,

In the beginning of the present cen-
tury the custom of drinking large
quantities of cider was almost uni-
versal througoat New England; not
only every farmer, but persons of
professions, and of no professions,
thought 1t necessary to every year,
put into the eellar several barrels of
cider made from the natural apples,
which were at that time grown in
very large quantities on nearly every
New England farm, But this cus-
tom of cider drinking bas become
ene of the past, so far as relaies to
making it & common family drink,
and it is the exception, rather ®han
the rule, to fill the eellar with - bar-
rels of cider.

It is yet very general te use
smoall quantities of cider for culina-
sy purposes, and i¥is yet believed
by many that a mesl pie can not be
made without cider, so even those
who are oppesed to the use of aleo-
holic liguors as a beverage, do not
hesitate to use small quantities eof
cider for cooking purposes ;: bat when
one understands it cider may be kept
for years perfectly good without per-
mit¥ing it to pasy inta She aleoholie
seate. The prosess is so simple and
inexpensive that it is within reach
of all who can get cider fresh frem
the press. As fermenting begins al-
most immediately after the Jjuice is
pressed from the apple, it 1s import-

ant that no timé should be lost im sr-

resting fermentation, if it is desired
to ent the formation pf aleshol;
this is done by boiling the cider
down one-haif; during she process
of boiling the scum should be taken
off, and when the boiling is complet-
ed, the whole should be strained
through a fine cloth into glass jars or
stoné jugs, and when closed perfeet-
Iy tight stored in a cool place, sad it
will keep for yesrs without fermeon-
tation or pufrefaction.

likes it should make it rather than buy
an artiele that is sometimes made of
umsalable dried apples. By boiling
cider down two-thirds er three-
foarths, it beeomes jelly, whichis
very much relished by some. ‘

It should be remembered thas the
quality of condensed cider depends
very much en the material the cider
is made of The apples shoald be
good,and should be made “inte sider
before they begin to decay, or very
lileely an unpleasant flavor will be
imparted te the preparsd cider.—
Iowa Homestead.
