WASHINGTON LETTER,
(From our regalar correzpondent.)
Wasnmeron, August,25, 1885

Life is comparatively easy m
Washington just now. The hea®t of
the past week has subsided from 15
to 20 degrees. Men have resumed
their coliars, neckties and coats.
Women have resumed—but I eannot
go into particulars. The president
bas taken to the woods. The cabinet
is divided geographically. ‘The post-
master general 18 in Madison, Wis.,
the secretary of state. oscillates be-

Bad For The Eyes.

At a recent meeting of the Chicago
Medical society, Dr. W. F. Ooleman
read a paper on ‘“The Effect of To-
bacco on the Eyesight.” He said
that to consider the physical effect of
a poisonous weed,fit for neither man
nor beast, yet consumed alike in ev-
ery quarter of the globe by sage and
sayage, saint and sinner, was a sub-
ject of no little consequence. He
knew of no more constant effect of
the use of tobacco than more or l2ss
impairment of vision known as am-
blyopia. The use of tobacco was so
commonly associated with the use of
liquor that it was a question with many
whether or not alcohol was not the
chief or only causative. In England
the belief among snrgeons was that
tobacco was the more frequent cause
of amblyopia, while in America al-
cobol was considered the primitive
agent. The speaker declared that
most of the text-books supported
the idea that the use of tobacco caus-
ed impairment of the sight. Smok-
ers were the more frequent sufferers
especisljy the smokers of pipes and
cigarettes. In the course of his
practice he had come in contact with
many persons suffering from various
defects of sight who smoked but did
not drink. Such defects were cured
by abandoning the use of tobacco,
and, if need be. taking small doses
of strychnine.

40 the four patients not addicted to
drink. One of these was a man who
