cordance with natural law. Bat this
thought of Seneca waa soon forgotten;
each an Isolated, utterance could not
stand against the mass of superstition
Which upheld the doctrine that comets
are 'signs and wonders." The belief
that every comet ia a ball of fire. Hung
from the right hand of an angry God
to warn' the groveling dwellers of
earth, was received into tho early
Church, transmitted through the mid-
dle ages to the Reformation period,
and in its transmission and reception
Was ' made all ' the ' more precious by
supposed textual proofs from Scripture.
