At certain seasons, when most of the other
products are disposed of, eggs and curly
Lroilers in the spring and summer, nnd
roasters in the fall, ure in the aggregute
quite an item, and may furnish wil the
store supplies needed. We have wiwnys
maintained that the farming class have
fucilities nnd sdvantages over the ordinary
village poulterer in the way of range and
keeping them cheaply st ull seasons of the
year. It costs veey little 1o keep n fluck
of fowls on the farm. They usually pro-
vide the greatar share of their own living
from the stable, the orchard, the stubbles
field and the straw stack. The grain and
the seed which they pick up, if left un-
touched, would be of no earthly use to the
furmers, and the worms, grubs snd insects
they destroy would wnjure his growing
crops, vines, fruit trees, ete.—Poultry
Nation.

Sweet Home.

Something more than well arrang-
ed rooms and a well filled pantry is
necessary, in order to secure a liter-
ally ‘‘sweet’” home. The hounsewife
with an untiring  vigilance, which
needs to be, must keep watch from
the garret to cellar, lest disagreea-
ble odors invade and take possession
of the house—a domestic evil far too
common among us, Many house-
keepers would not be a hittle embar-
rassed if they knew how often the
nostrils of visitors are taken silent,
snd unpleasant inventory of the fried
meats, boiled vegetables, burnt fat,
soapy, ill-dried floors, and even the
steamng vontents of the wash-boiler,
all the varied scents from which
thoroughly prevade the house, and
too often the garments of the house-
hold. The kiichen 1s in a large
measure respons:ble for the odors
that creep into halls, chambers, and
closets, finding lodgment in carpets
and curtains, in bed and other cloth-
ing, and even among books and
bric-a-brac. Bat it is not the kiteh-
en alone which creates the unsavory
atmosphere too commoun in many
homes. Rooms not in constant use
should receive at least a weekly
airing . to prevent the close, musty
smell aimest sure to gather in un-
used apartments. The ways and
means by which the home air can be
taicted are so many, and so greatly
increased by modern conveniences,
that every loop-hole, however small,
through which bad sir and bad odors
my stealthily creep, needs to be
carefully guarded to secure the
health and sweetness of our homes.

1. That an average free common
school ecucation, such as is now pro-
vided in the common schools of the
ceunty, adds fifty per cent. to the
productive power of the laborer,con-
sidered as s mere productive ma-
chine.

9. That the average academical
}educatmn adds 100 per cent.

That the average collegiate or
nmvers:ty education adds from 200
ta 300 per cent. to his average un-
nual producing capacity, to say noth-
ieg of the immense addition to his
cievation.

Now, assuming that the lsbor of
L the 4,204,352 iliiterates in the United
States would reach only the mini-
;mum value of $100 each, the annual
‘al loss to themselves and to the coun-
try for the lack of simple common
‘school eduontmn, at $50 each, would
reach the immense sum of $210,-
000,000,  Take the adalt male illitp
erates of the thirteen distinctively
southern states, numbering now over

1,250,000, plue their labor at the
minimum annual valoe of £120, add
thereto the fifty per cent. which a
common-school education would give
to their productive eapacity, and we
‘have the sum of $%5,000,000 as the
pecuniary benefit to be derived for
the individuals and states in which
they reside, to say nothing of the
‘private, the social and political ad-
vantanges that would also follow.
“Take our own state, with her 115,000
adult illiterates, assume their ll.bor
to be of the amal value of $120,
‘adid the fifty per cent. to their pro-
ductive capacity which will result
from a common-school education,and
there will be a gain to those persoms

and to the state of 87,000,000 an-
nually. Regarded from this lower
standpoint economy towards educa-
tion is extravagant wastefulness in
material benefits.—Senator Howell E
Jackson, Tennessee.

T wish to say a few words in reference to thie propo-
sition alolish township organizatiot.,
The benefits obiained through this system wre num-
erous, but consist chiefly in the assessmeat and col-
lection of the revenue. The territory of each being
80 amuall it js prosammed the assessor boows from
personal knowledge the value of each thx-payer's
property, na well as the whereabouts of those he
wishes to asicss, hence dodging the asscasors caunot
be succcesTully accomplahed; neither can they cvade
the payment of taxes as the collecter knows every
nume on his book, and for this reason, not a single
taxpayer has a chance to slip throngh his clutches
and get away withont meeting the demands upon
him. Often we have land located in the same sec-
tion, vne-fourth of which s very valuable snd the
remainder almost worthless. Unless the asscssor s
personally nejuainted with the facts in the case, he
j# lable to mistakes that are some times grievous to
the tax payer. Under aownship system the sssos-
sor s able to diseriminate from porsonsl knowledge,
whicl s not the case when thoe nssessment of the
whole county fs left to one man,

Now, if the lard of equalization custs so much,
why not abollsh the board? Harving a collector and
asscasor fn each township dicides the pay, and scat-
ters money through the ecounty, that in the okl way
went into the pockots of two ludividaals.
