- A Rentucky breeder, who has been
enﬂged in raising mules for thirty
years, makes the following sugges-
tion: The raising of mules in Ken-
tucky or the West is not profitable
unless the animal produced be of
good size—say from fourteen and
one half to fifteen and one half hands
high. The best jacks for this class
of mules are not less than fifteen
hands bigh. The dams are of equal
importance and should be improved
blooded mares. Mules from such
crosses are the best seen in Kentucky
and always command a good price.
The most important improvement in
jacks 1o the state of Kentlicky was
thronugh the introduction of the well-
known Spanish jacks, Mammoth and
Warrior. These were imported from
Spain’between thé years 1835 and
1840. These jacks, at date of arri-
val, were valued at and cost $5,000
each, and were full sixteen hands
high. As breeders, they were re-
markably fine, and greatly improved
the size of the jack stock by cross-
ing on the common jennet of Ken-
tucky. Later importations from the
same source made sadditional 1m-
provements, but none so decided =as
the two above named.

According to estimates made by
the United States agricultural de-
partment, the state in which mules
rate highest is New Jersey, the next
highest beifig in Maryland. Texas
has the greatest number of any state,
and the animals are valued at a low-
er price—less than one-half the av-
erage value in New Jersey, for ia-
stance. Kenftucky and Missoun
show up well in this indastry.

imals; it 13 more economical, is
stronger, hardier, never gets sick,
and, according 1o old traditions, nev-
er dies.

How to Enow Good Moat.

Dr. Letheby lays down the follow-
ing simple rules for the guidance of
those in search of good meat:

1. Tt is neither of a pale pink, nor
of a deep purple tint.

2. It has a marked appearance
from the ramification of little vens
of fat among the muscles.

3. It should be firm and elastic to
the touch. Bad meat is wet, sodden
and flabby, with the fat looking like
jelly or wet parchment.

4. It should have little or ne odor,
and the odor should not be disagree-
able. Diseased meat has a sickly,
cadaverous smell, and sometimes a
smell of physic. This is discovera-
ble if the meat is chopped &nd
drenched with warm water. !

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A Post Office-Thief Nabbed
Kaxsas City, July 27.—For six or
seven months numerous complaints
have come to Postmaster Shelley of
the loss of letters Containing mouney
and postal notes, and for a long time
special officers have been working on
the case, endeavoring to discover the
thief, Their efforts in this respect
‘were at last crowned with success
this morning by the arrest of L. O.
Wilson, a clerk at Station A, at the
union depot. When arrested Wilson
broke completely- down and confess-
ed having opened several letters con-
taining money. He is a young man
24 years of age, and has been in the
postal service about nine months. A
little over a year ago he passed the
examination before the civil-service
commission, at which time he fur-
nished the certificate of character re-
quired under the law. It is thought
that the amounts stolen will foot up
at least §500, and that he commenc-
ed openming letters soon after enter-
ing into the service of the govern
ment. When arrested ten letters
were found on lhis person, all of
which had been opened. Four of
the number contained postal notes.
The arrest was made by Postoflice
Inspector Stivers, of St. Louis; and
Deputy United States Marshal Mol-
loy. The former oflicer arrived in
the city several days ago and at
once went to work on the case. Just
previous to the arrest of Wilson he
was observed to open a letier and
put it into ais pocket.

Moult.

Now is the time fowls begin - their
annual moult. The next two months
will be the critical time with all old
fowls.

Feed nourishing food now, but
feed in form easiest digested. When
the breeder can give the special at-
tention to choice fowls, he should as
far as possible feed cooked food, or
at least warm mashes. Any form
easily digested will do. If- whole
grain is fed, feed very little corn,
feed oat3, wheat or cracked corn.
Feed occaswnally now throughout
the moulting season a little flour of
sulphur to your fowls, say once a
week. Never forget now the Doug-
las mixture in water. Thedaron ton-
ic in water and the sulphur as a gen-
tle alterative, will greatly aid fowls
through moulting. Epsom salts also
can be fed now occasionally to fowls.
I think Epsom salts in moderate
quantity nccasionally, say twice a
week, in soft food or 1n the waler
trough will prevent cholera. When
you use the salts in water, do not
put the Douglas mixture in the same
day. Use the salts occasionally, hut
use the Douglas mixture regularly.

Keep the houses and yards clean
all summer. If fowls are kept m
close confinement, turn up the ground
in yards frequently the pexl two
months.

Put piles of crunmbled charcosl
about the yard. The chicks will eat
it grecedily now. Fowls will eat
quantities of charcoal in summer.
It corrects acidity, mids digestion and
helps them to assimilate toeir faod.
Use carbolic acid in white-wash, and
wash houses inside and out frequent-
ly now. Use kerosene freely on
roosts. Sprinkle water prepared
with carbolic and sulphuri¢ acid over
the floor. Do this repeatediy. Kill
all lice, vermin. Destroy sll eggs of
vermin, and all spores of disease.—
Howell Cobh in Sowthern Farmer,
