tacnficed to pay debts. This will
only be done in part, however, and
in this way many cattlemen are be
coming hopelessly involved. This
state of affairs cannot last long, we
imagine The cattle, including all

the ranches, and corn-fe- d cattle will
have to supply the markets in the
near future, when we may reason a--
bly expect an advance in prices that
will the feeder.

murder trial is in progress for the
second time, the people of Shelby
county have bi come greatly excited
over another dastardly murder, the
particulars of which may be sum-

marized as follows: Nicholas
Brandt, a merchant of Sbelbintt, was
also a dealer in coopers supplies,
and among other men in his employ
as a shaver of hoop poles was one
Henry Dietrich, a young German.
For near two weeks previous to the
Coding of his dead body. Brandt had
had been missing. Dietrich also
left about the same time and went to
St Louis, where he wrote a letter in
the name of Brandt to a Mr.' Niche,
another merchant of .' Shelbina?, who
had sometimes paid ' off "' Brandt's
hands, and who a short time previ-
ous had given Brandt a" note for
$150. This letter directed Niche to
pay the note. Niche was well ac-

quainted with Ihe handwriting of
Brandt and pronounced the letter a
forger His suspicions were then
aroused that Brandt had been mur-

dered and he began a search for. his
body. He went six miks from town
to a house in which boop poles had
been shaved and where Brandt bad
been last seen alive. There was a
well on the place into which shav-
ings had been thrown. These were
removed and the dead body of
Brandt was found at the bottom of
the well. It seem3 that after reach-
ing St Louis Dietrich pretended he
could not speak English and got a
bar-keep- er to write the letter men-

tioned to Niche, who replied that he
could not pay the money. Dietrich,
on receiving Niche's letter, wrote
again, requesting the payment of
$25, which he claimed Brandt owed
him for work, and that he had not
before known how much the note
called for. This correspondence led
to Dietrich's arrest by the police.

$50, or a clear profit of $12 on every
bead be sells.
