ISy far the most
interesting pictures arc those taken
off the coast of Terra .It 1 Fuego, the
inhabitants of which arc next to the
lowest type of the human race
known.

l'rof. Lee, by the way , ascribes a
different origin to the name of the
land than is given in geographies
that were studied in the schools.
These text books said that the num-

ber of volcanoes about gave the
country its forbidding name. Eut
the professor says there arc no vol-

canoes anywhere about there. The
natives of the country live in long
bark canoes, in the center of which
a fire is always burning. When to
kindle a fire meant to rub two sticks
together until they had startei to
burn, the 6avages were careful not
to let their fires go out; and the cus-

tom survives. The name comes from
these ever-burnin- g fires.

The natives have learned the use
of matches and tobacco, and these
commodities command a high price
in Terra del Fuego, even though
there is no protective tariff there. A
sheep or a baby is considered a fai
equivalent for a plug of tobacco or a

bunch of matches. If the choice of
the price is given the native lie will
always give the babj', as there is
much greater demand for sheep than
for young Fuegans.

It was reported that in one of the
copper tanks, among the strange
fishes, a good specimen of. the Fue
can baby was comfortably tucked
away in alcohol, but the scientist
would not admit this.

The Fuecans are not a war-lik- e

race, though they are skillful with
their primitive bows and arrows
The arrows are not feathered and the
barb consists of a triangular piece
of glass ground sharp.

Though the Fuegans arc low in the
human scale, they arc careful not to
offend the eyes of tranjiers. An
explorer approaching a boat sees on
ly the best looking squaw m the par
ty. She handles a paddle at the
stern and steers the boat. Her Ics
comely sister there are always two
families on a boat is hidden igno
mimously under the scat.

There arc 110 old women in Terra
del Fuczo. Lest this should cause
an exodus from the civilized wcrl
it would perhaps be best to explain
why. When a woman gets to th
right age, about 4", she is considered
to have done her duty. With ap
propriate ceremonies, therefore, she
is either lanced or strangled and the
family larder is replenished with her
roasted remains.

The women, when liny sec Ihe
lime of sacrifice approaching, never
attempt to escape it. They regard
it as ahuut almost as settled a fact
as that the wind should blow, and
never trouble themselves about it.

The Fuegans are not cannibals
further than this. Ihcv never cat
children, young women or mm.
