A Republican Prophecy Ful-
filled.

The speech made by Ilon. Alex-

ander M. Dockery, of Missouri, in
the house on Tuesday presents facts
that constitute a striking fulfillment
cf a Republican prophecy.
E)Mr. Dockery gave the official fig-
ures showing that under the present
system of war taxes for the benelfit
of speculators and monopolists the
surplus has increased since Decem-
ber last from seventy-nine millions
(879,466,595) to the appalling sum
of one hundred and twenty-nine mii-
lions ($120,272,205), though since
April 23 thirty-two mlhions (§52,-
386,800) have heen spent for bonds
at a premium of five and a half mil-
lions (§5,609,950).

That 18, the government is forced
by excessive taxation to pay a pre-
mium of 27 per cent. for the privi-
lege of paying its debts before they
are due in order to prevent business
panic on account of a currency con-
tracted through the withdrawal from
use of the vast sums taken into the
treasury under the system of super-
fluous taxation.

These conditions vindicate the
statesmanship and attest the fore-
sight of two Republican presidents.

General Grant repeatedly and in
strong terms urged the reduction of
taxatioa through the reform of the
tariff. In his seventh annual mes-
sgge he recommended for the free
list **those articles which enter into
manufactures of all sorts.”” ‘*All
duty paid upon such articles,”” he
said, “‘goes directly to the cost of
the article when manufactured here,
and must be paid for by the consum-
er. These duties not only come
from the consumers at home, but act
as a protection to foreign manufac-
turers.”’

It remained for President Arthur
to prophesy the conditions now ex-
isting 1n repeating Presiuent Grant’s

{ recommendations and pointing out

the effect of disregarding them.
After having expressed his ‘*serious
apprehiensions,’”” he declared that
one or two evil results must foliow:

“‘Either the surplus must lie idle
in the treasury or the government
will be forved to buy at market rates
its bonds not then redeemable, and
which under such circumstances can
not fail to command an enormous
premium, or the swollen revenues
will be devoted to extravagant ex-
pendivure, which, as experience has
taught, is ever the bane of an  over-
flowing treasury.”’
