It is particularly
apt to injure those who live indoors
1 he worst feature about its use is
the difficulty some persons have in
smoking in moderation This is es
pccially true of brain-worker- s, and
it is for this reason that physicians
never advise the acquirement of the
tobacco habit. Eut amon; the great
mass cf working people the use of
tobabco is apparently a harmless
one A'c'tv Yuri: JUcdicul Journal.
