After promisieg the old solliers &
service pension from every rostrum
in the land snd through their press
inthe lsst presidential campaign,
the Roepublitan leaders have now
found'out that they are not just now
in need of the soldier vole and pro-
pose to give them the cold shoulder.
In an editorisl on ‘‘The Pensivn
Situation™ the Globe-Demoerat says:

Itis evident that if there is to be
any pension legislation at  tlis ses-
sion of congress, the house will have
to recede in some degree from the
position which it has assumed:— The
senate will not accept the idea of the
Morrill bill, even 1n a modified way.
It is pledged Lo the theory of grant-
ing pensions only in cases of neces-
sity, and the reasons in favor of such
a view are too forcible to be put
aside by any argument of duty to
the soldiers. It is idle to say that
money should be voted for pensions
regardless of the interests of other
classes of citizens. The veteran's
claim to relief when he i1s disabled or
dependent may Le said to have sur-
passing weight ; but the question of
giving money to a man who “does not
really need itis avery different one.
It is proper for the government to
keep old soldiers out of the poor
houses, and to assist the helpless
widows and children of those who
have died ; but when itis asked to
pension those who are able to sup-
port themselves the couatry hasa
right to insist that such an expense
shall not be incurred in the present
coadition of the national finances.
