A GEOLOGICAL WONDER.

The Rocking Stone on the McLaary Farm
in Salllvan County, N, Y.

To the traveler and tourist no spot in
Eastorn United States is of more inter
est than Sullivan County, N. Y., whose
conflnes contain more picturesque beauty
than any area of like dimensions eastof
the RBocky mountains Its shaded vales
and abrupt, wooded hills, lofty ridges
of the latter often taking oun all the
characteristios of true mountains, are
the originals of many of the fine paint-
ings that grace the spacious parlors of
the New York, Philadelphia and
Boston millionaires. Picturesque scen-
ery Is, however, not the only claim
Sullivan County has on the at
tention of people who regularly
make sight-secing trips. Within its
limits nature has left evidence of some
of her most astonishing freaks. Joseph
MceLaury owns a farm in Sullivan Coun-
ty the title to which also gives him the
possession of the famous New York
“Rocking Stone.” At firstsightitprob-
ably would not attract more than pass-
ing notice, but it is when a second and
closer observation Is made that the
wonderful and delicate hand of nature
is seen both in its composition and
the remarkable position which it
occupies. The total welght of the
immense boulder has been variously
estimated at from 40 to 00 tons, and its
bulk at from 500 to 700 cuble feet Itis
almost perfectly round, much resem-
bling a huge orange, and so nicely bal-
anced on a table of stone as to be oasily
set in mation by a single man, provid-
ing the operator exerts his strength on
the north or south sides. On either of
the other sides the combined strength
of 40 elephants would not be sufficient
to cause the least osciliation. Al-
though it can bo rocked back and forth
with perfect ease, all the men that
could get around it would mot
be equal to the task of dislodging it from
the pivot upon which it has rested since
the days of tho stone age man, the cave
bear and the glaciul epoch. The Me-
Laury farm upon which it s situated
is in an oclevated valley some 1,300
feet above the sea level. The body of
the huge oscillating mass is composed
of a species of soft sandstone, wh ioh
has become loose and badly decomposed
by exposure, all except the [portions
underneath, which are still intact and
solid.—St. Louls Republic
