Selling Out Farmers.

The Kansas Furner tells some
things about the condition of {he ag-
ricultural class in that state that sre
oot generally known, apd which
shows that the farmers’ movement
did not come any too soon. The
Greenweood County Republican of a
recent date contains thirty two ad-
vertisements of farms to be sald by
the sheriff. ‘This tells a dis_trrssin,:._z
story, certainly, but there is more
and worse to The Topeka
Capital showed recently by official
reports that Kansas farms are being
sold out under mortgage, by the
courls, at the rate of 5.300 a year,
This 1s an average of forty-six for
every county in the state:so that
closing out farmers under morigage
would appear to be the hiveliest busi-
iness in Kunsas at tiis time. And
even this is not the worst, for, we
learn:

‘““A syndicate with a oapital of
$10,000,000 1as been formed with
headquarters at Topeka, for the pur-
pose of getting under cne owner-
ship and one control all the Western
farms which are fast going into the

hands ol' loan agents and money-
lenders.’

I'ke loan agents and maney-lend-

ers represent Northeastern ecapital-
ists ; the money loaned on Kansas
farms—probably $150,000,000 n
amount—is Northeastern money ; the
150,000 mortgages on Kansas farms
are beld in the Northeast; and it is
probable this $10,000,000 syndicate
that is preparing to take possession
of the tiers of farms whose owners
are being sold out, will be composed
of Northeastern capitalists, with
Northeastern money behind them.
The Farmer says: ““The register
of deeds of one of the Southwestern
counties told the writer hereof a few
weeks ago that bis office work then
consisted chiefly in recording deeds
of farms voluntarily trﬂnsh’rred by
their ow ners to the holders of the
mortgages,’
Apd yeta Republican congress
and a Republican administration de-
clare that these hard-pressed Kansas
farmers, whose homes are bieing sold
out at the rate of 5,300 a year, must
be taxed to proteet the prosperons,
favored manufactarers of the very
section that has so many surplus
millions to loan out on Kansas farm
mortgages.

The plain truth is that the present
distressed coudition of Kansas farm-
ers is the product of 29 ycars of the
Republican protective policy. That
pulicy has bled the farmers till there
18 no more blood left in them, and
now, they are being forced to move
off to make room for a syndicate
plan of farming under the control of
Northeastern capitalisis.
