The Penitentiary.
We are in receipt of the bienjial

report of the Missouri penitentiary,
recently submitted by Warden John
L. Morrison to the state board of in-

spectors of that institution.
We compile a few facts from the

report for the readers of the Cour-

ier.
The penitentiary was established

in 1836, and during that year but
eighteen inmates were admitted to

the institution, and in 1837 twenty-seve- n,

making a total for tbp two

years of forty five.
The greatest number of prisoners

received for'any two years since that
time was in 1887-83- , when 1,532

were turned over to the warden rnd
his assistant.

In 1889 90 the ruraber reached 8,

showing a decrease in the two

former years of eighty-four- .

Tlie total number of prisoners ad-

mitted since the penitentiary was

founded in 183G up to December 31st,
18'JO, is 17.881, makina an average
of a fractional rise of 331 pnsonrrs
a year for tbe fifty-fou- r years of the
penitentiary's txistence.

On the 31&t of December, 18U0,

there were ,G86 inmates, of which

1.G45 were males and forty-on- e fe-

males.
The total number of prisoners dis-

charged during 1889-i'- was 1,503,
while the number received for the
corresponding period was 1,434, a
decrease of 159.

The prison is becoming more and
more and Warden
alorrijon js of the opinion in tbe
light of possibilities that, in the not
very remote future, it will be kept
up entirely by its own resources.

In 1887-8- 8 appropriations were

made by the state amounting to

$167,258.46 over and above the earn-

ings of the prison to maintain it.
while in 1889-9- 0 the expense to the
btate was $118,280.88, a decrease pf
$48,977.58. The total cost of main-

tenance of prisoners, and of salaries
of officers, for 1889 90 was $439,498.
17; new buildings, $34.682. 8 rpafc- -

ing a total cost of $474,181.02, while

he total earuings were $355,900.14.
The average number of convicts

employed a day by contractors dur-

ing 1889-W- ) was 1,122. The prices
paid for convict labor range from 35

cents to 60 cents & dy. In most
cases the price is 50 cents a day.

The bealth of the prisoners is good,
the death rate only being about U
per cent, for 1889-90- .

The spiritual welfare of the con-

victs 19 lookod after by Rjv. O. W.

Gauss, the chaplain, and n his re-

port he makes a good showing of his

work and expresses the belief that a

religious sentiment is increasing
among the prisoners.

Missouri to the Front- -

Missouri does not propose to take
a back seat at the Columbian expo
silicn in 1893.

Ibis is especially gratifying in
view of the fact that St. Louis was
one of the chief contestants for the
world 8 fair before the question of
a location was decided by congress.

The metropolis of Missouri made
a gallant fight, but when it failed to
get the coveted prize it did not in-

dulge in long-drawn-o- ut lamenta-
tions nor in impotent snarling at the
successful competitor after the un-
happy fashion of the present na-

tional metropolis. It accepted the
situation gracefully and prepared to
make the best of it. It recognized
the fact that if the exposition could
not come to it, there was no'hing to
prevent its going to the exposition,

The fetate of Missouri felt the
same way about it. It would have
bpen pleased to have had the great
fair in St. Louis cr Kansas City,
but that being out of the Question,
it determined to send a big exhibit
of its own to Chicago, and thus ad
vertise it3 own resourses as effect
ually as if the exposition was held
within its own borders.

Missouri's course is directed by
simple business sagacity. By pro-
viding a liberal amount of money
for a. state building on the fair
grounds, and for the expenses of a
supervising commission, it assures
for itself a creditable exhibit.

Nothing is left to chance. A good
display is made certain, and a splen-
did one extremely probable. In
Kansas, on the other hand, the leg-

islature made no appropriation for
the world's, fair. The Grasshop-
per state will be represented no
doubt, through the agency of pri-
vate enterprise, but the parsimony
of its Jerry Simpson legislators,
throws more or less doubt upon tbe
character of its display. Missouri
wisely declines to run the risk of
making a fiasco.

The location of the world's fair
in this city was not a triumph for
Chicago alone, but for the entire
West. Now let the West show that
it appreciates tbe honor, and make
a display worthy of it3 boundless
resourses. Missouri has shown a
willingness to do her share. If the
other states west of the Alleghanies
that have not already taken action,
will adopt tbe same liberal policy,
the result will not be in doubt.
