A Warfare on the Indiscriminate

Use of Military Titles: ;

Cel. W. F. Switzler, editor of the
Coluumbia Statesman, has commenc-

ed a warfare on the indiscriminate
use of military titles in those who
never smelld gunpowder. Re-

ferring to the customary prefix to
his own name he says he was called!
colonel before the Mexican war. Ho
gives some very good reasons why
the title of colonel .should only be
applied to men who hold or held the
rank indicated in some military or-

ganization.
There is logic in the argument of

Colonel Switzler, but we fear that it
it will not be heeded. A rising
young politician and lawyer in this
state was introduced to a lady as

Col. . The lady remarked
that the gentleman was evidently

too yonug to have been in the
army, and asked how he came to ac-

quire the title. "Madam," said he,
' I was born a colonel." And so Col.

Switzler will find any number of
such cases. Comparatively few of
the politicians bearing military ti-

tles acquired them in military serv-

ice. Many of them were not in the
army, and many of those who were
have been promoted since peace was

declared. Eastern papers have made

maiy flippant remarks about all the
Missouri privates being killed during
the war, only tbe colonels surviving,
but this has not tended to discourage
those who believe that military titles
may properly be conferred on prom- -

nent politicians in defiance of mili
