Quite a Cyclone.

A moet drenching cain and de-
structive hail-storm, accompanied
by continued Jashes of vivid light-
ning and seavy wind, visited the
section of Pleasant Hill, Mo., Mou-
day evening about 6:30 o’clock,
lasting several hours.
