Wn. Morris Shoot His Wile ani Then At-

tempt Suicide.

A horrible tragedy ofmmJ. six mile
oath of Keytesville, lv--t Monday afternoon,

tb facU a gather! bj.a CoCFItB represen-
ts tire being a follows:

Wm. Morrie, who waa sent from thi coun-
ty to the penitentiary for teu year in Octo-
ber, 1982, for beintc the accomplice of Asa
Hooten in killing George Wright, at Shan-noodal- e,

in the summer of 1881, and who
after serving hi time in the atate prison,
from which he wae released under the three-foart-ha

rale, returned to this county.
On the 23d of last February Morris, after
short but vigorou eoarUhip, was married,

at Shannondale. by 'Squire Henry IIaye to
Mr. Georgia A. Thompson, the divorced aife
of William E. Thompson, a well-to-d- o citizen
of Roanoke.

Morris and hi wife set op to house-keepin- g

in the neighborhood of SbannonJale, but
Mr. Morris again found marriage a tailor
on account of Morris' abase, and returned to
her parent. Mr. and Mr. F. M. Padgett,
who moTed from Randolph to this county
some time last winter to a farm belonging to
Joseph Hay ward, and where last Monday's
tragedy occurred.

After leaving Morris. Mr. Morris saw"

nothOST more of him until last Monday
about 1 o'clock in the afternoon, when
he Tery unexpectedly stepped into the
dining room, where Mr. Morris, her
old von by Thompson, her mother and an
other lady, Mrs. Solomon, were sitting.
Morris d d not speak to any of the party,
and Mr Padgett and Mr. Solomon left th
room, and after they had gone Morris turned
to his wife and, with aa oath, asked her if
she waa not going to liTe with him, at the
the same time commanding ber to come to
him. She becam badly frightened and ap
proached the chair wbure Morris was seated.
bat did o with much reluctance knowing so
well Morris' brutal instincts. When she got
near enough to Morris he reached and seised
her by the hand and pulled her dosra on his
Up. He again ripped out an oath and in
quired it she was going to lire with him, and
she promised that she would if he would
wait until morning. He insisted that she go
with him then and there, but the entreated
him to wait an til morning.

By this time Morris bad taken a revolver
from his pocket, and told his wife if eh would
not go now that he would kill her, call- -

lag ber a g d b , and he immediate
ly placed the weapon against her right side
and fired, the bU entering th body an inch
and a half or two inches below tb right
breast, ranging downward and backward.
Th fiendish husband then raised the revol
ver, and aimed It at Mr. Morris' head, and
Just as h threw up her right hand the sec-

ond abot was fired, tb ball fractaring and
parsing through th third finger of the right
hand between the first and second Joint. and
then entering th right cheek bone ranging
downward and lodging oo. th inside of th
upper law.

Mr. Morris' little bey. who had been in
the room all this time, ran screaming from
the house, and Morri threw his wife from his
lap, gave her a kick and started in pursuit of
the boy.

As Morris got out into the yard he saw
Mr. Padgett coming toward th bouse, and
h shot at her. 8be turned Vo run, and aa
be did o ah fell, and Morris cuppoaing that

h had killed ber did not shoot at th old
Udy again.

J oat at this critic! moment, old man
Padgett, who had been plowing in a field
nearby, appeared upon the bloody seen,
and Morris turned to run into th houa and
aa be did o turned and shot at tb old man,
but without effect.

Morris then ran into the Lous and Into
th room where he had shot hi wlf. and
bracing himself agaial a door facing placed
hi pistol to hi forehead and fired, th ball
entering the ku0 Jsat at tb root of thebair
above and between the eye.

Okl man Padgett entered th bona follow
ing Morris cloeely and grabbed up a shot-gu- n

and would hav blown tb villlan's brains out
bat for th en tree tie of Mr. Morri.who,tiIl
lying oa th floor, told her father that Mor
ri was dying and for God sake not to shoot
him.

Th alarm of tb blood-eardlin- g tragedy
wa given and a number of neighbor aoon
gathered in to reader what assistance they
could. Morris, la the Interval, bad ufSient-l- y

recovered to get up and sit in a chair, and
waa disarmed of hi pistol, a 82-eahb- lx--
hooter, from which fiv shot had been fired,

and a raxor. A 13 bill waa also found on
Morris' person, which be requested returned
to Berry Moore, a 8hannondal merchant.
who lent Mooria the money that morning.

Wm. Toung came to Keytevilte and swore
out a warrant before 'Squire Ewing for Mor-r- i'

arrest, and th warrant was placed in th
hand of Sheriff Dempeey who made the arrest
and lodged Morris in ait about 0 o'clock
Monday night. 8ince Morris baa been in cus
tody hi diet ha consisted of coffee and soft
boiled egg, while hi nerve hav been braced
by an occasional amok from hi pip. Hi
right arm i paralyxed, showing th left id

MOXLEY CASE AFFIRMED.

Marlon Moxley, th Wilt Murderer, Most
Serv the Stat Foe r teen Tsars.

The Moxley cae is familiar to nearly every
cititen in Chariton county, having leen in
the courts for more than seven years.

Mr. and Mr. Marion Moxley resided nenr
Pee Dee, this county. Their domestic rela-
tions were not of the most plensunt na-

ture, and on the night of October 12th, 1883,
Mr. Moxley died very unexpectedly. Her
remain were deposited in an adjacent ceme-
tery. ' Some of the neighboring women who
kid prepared Mr. Moxley' body for burial
noticed, a they expressed it. that "ber neck
wa limlter," and from this, suspicion of foul
play continard to grow nntil finally the body
of th dead woman was exhumed by Dr.F.B.
Philpott, coroner, who held a poot mortem
examination, ar.d found that the woman'
neck had been broken.

A warrant wa then sworn out for Moxley,
who. In the mean time, had gone to the In-

dian Territory, and was stopping at his
fa therm-law's- , John W. Richardson's. The
paper authorizing Moxley' arrest were
placed in the hand of r'herifl Moore, who
quietly left for Indian Territory and returned
In a few days with hi mas, and lodged him
la fail.

The next grsaj Jury returned an indict
msnt against Moxley for murder in the first
degree, but the case did not go to trial until
April, 1887, when the defendant was convict
4 of murder in the second degree and sen'

fenced to thirty-thre- e year in th pen i ten
tisry. This verdict wa subsequently set
aside by Judg Burgess on th grounds of a
a defective indictment.

The next trial took place in October, 1888,
and again resulted in a verdict of guilty, and
the aentencing of Moxley to twenty year In

the penitentiary.
An appeal waa taken by defendant at-

torney to tb supreme court, Moxley go-

ing on to the state prison pending the decis-
ion of the higher court, which thirteen months
afterward reversed the decision of the lower
court and remanded the raw back to this
county for trial. Moxley then returned from
the penitentiary and gave bond for hi ap-

pearance at the next term of circuit court.
The case next went to trial in April, 1891,

and resulted in the sentencing of Moxley to
the penitentiary for fourteen year.

An appeal was again taken to the supreme
court, Moxley giving bail pending the result,
and on last Monday the decision of the lower
court was affirmed, and Sheriff Dempsey was
telegraphed by Attorney-Genera- l Walker to
arreat Moxley and hold him for further or-

der. The arrest waa made by Deputy Sher-
iff Dempsey at a late hour Monday night,
and on Wednesday morning Supreme Court
Marshal S. V. Noland arrived from Jefferson
City and returned with Moxley on the 11:23
east-boun- d train the same morning.

During some time last year Moxley was
married to a Mrs. Cook, notwithsta-dingt- be

eriou charge against him. and of which he
had been convicted three time in the lower
rourt. Moxley U now 40 year of age.

la the affirming deciaiea of the supreme
court.handed down Monday by Judge Sher
wood and Gantt, Judge 8herwooJ is quoted
aa eayiag that h would not disturb the ac-

the lower lobe of the right lung.
Prather staggered and fell and was carried
ino a neighboring house, and a physician
sent for. An hour or so afterward the
wounded negro was taken to his home in the
north part of town.

Tb attending physicians, Dr. Perkins
and Aldridge, say that while Jack's wound is
dangerous, they do not regard it aa neces
sarily fatal. Prather waa resting easier
yesterday morning and hi fever, which waa
up to 104 Wednesday afternoon, had sub-aide- d.
