The mean temperature for the
week ending' Saturday, September
22nd, was from one to three degrees
above the normal except in the
southwest section where there was a
slight deficiency. During the . fore
part of the week the weather was
cool in most sections and light frosts
occurred in the northern portion o
the state slightly damaging tender
vegetation in some localities, but to-
ward the dose the weather became
warmer, the mean temperature of
the 22nd ranging from 3 to 13 de
grees aboro the' normal. - The per
centage of sunshine was about nor.
mal. The rainfall was generally suf
flcient for present needs except in
portions ot Andrew, .Daviess, Clay,
Gcatry, , Moniteau. Stoddard, New
Madrid and Carter counties where
rain Is still . needed. The average
rainfall for the several sections was
as .follows: Northwest; section, 41
inch; northeast section, 1.05 Inch;
central section, .47 inch; southeast
section, .3? inch,' and southwest sec
tion, .27' inch. . '

In many counties corn cutting is
about finished and a few correspond
ents report the crop better than was
expected. In the southern sections
there Is considerable late corn that,
with late .frost, will make a good
crop. In a number of the central
and western counties corn in shock
has been considerably damaged by
rain and damp weather. .

Plowing and seeding has progress
ed favorably except in a few locali-

ties in the southeast section where
the groan! is too dry, and in por-
tions of Lafayette and Cass counties
where the work has been retarded by
rains. . In a number ot the western
counties wheat sowing is about com
plated The weather has been favor- -

aU fojrthe gerain.aUqnoMhejBeed
and wheat and' rye are coming up
well in all sections.

Grasses hare made good growth
and prospects are favorable for
plenty ot fall pasturage.
