Commercial Value of Silver

Springfield Loader Democrat.

It has been shown by a table by
reports from the mints—and this
table has been widely printed and is
beyood denial—that the commercial
ratio between gold and silver was
maintained at about the Freonch
coinage ratiool 151 2 to 1 for 200
years: that duriog the 22 years since
1873, as the result of demonetiza-
tion, the commercial ratio has de-
clined to 33 to 1; that in the 388
years prior to 1873 the quantity
ratio between gold and silver has
ranged from 56 of silver and one of
gold to 4 ol silver aad one of gold,

Seeing so much in the local
papers concerning the wonder-
ful yield of the corn crop of the
present year, and then turning
to the agricultural reports sent
out from Washington on the
same subject, one is led to
doubt the accuracy or value of
the Washington reports. They
report 107.8 acreage this year
as compared with last year,
which was 02,0582.269 acres.
This year's yield is estimated
by the department to average
26 or 28 bushels to the acre. It
will be difficult to make far-
mers who have corn fields that
will average 75 bushels to the
acre believe that the general
average is less than 30 bushels
to the acre. Where is the
shortage this year! It certain-
ly does not occur in the West
nor in the South. We believe
that our statistics, when pro-
perly gathered, will show the
corn crop of 18056 to be the
greatest and the best in our
country’s history. If the far-
mers are able to realize as
much as 25 cents per bushel
for this year’'s ecrop of corn
they will have more clear
money as the result of their
farming operations this year
than for any one previous year.
We wish they could get it
All sorts of business would
have an uplift, unknown in the

past.

“Th» legality of the recent bonds
was questioned by many coongress
men, but I am nota lawyer and I do
not feel like discussing a legal ques-
tion. Peffer knows what he is about
and I certainly have no desire or in-
clination to criticise his course.”

**Will there be more bonds issued
in your opinion?"

“I think there is no doubt of it.
Money accumulates in the money
centers and to obtain interest on
idle funds the holders raid the sub-
treasury for gold to compel the
goverment to buy it back with
bonds.”

“What is your remedy?”

“Let the goverment pay out silver
to these speculators and in ten daye
you would see two things. First,
the epeculatiou in gold would cease,
and, secondly, silver would advance
in value, whilegold would depreciate.
Using 1ts option to pay in gold or
silver, as France doee, it would be a
recognition of the metal which
would in part, if not full, remonetize
it. This would restore its crown
and take from gold ite present mon-
opoly. The law of supply and de-
mand would then work out the pari-
ty of value s0o much discoseed and
pretense so dishonestly put forth
The way to temonetize silver, is to
remounetize it by making it do the
eame work it has done for ages—
namely, pay bondsand other obliga-
tions with ite npatural ally, gold.
Treat them alike and they will be
warm friends aod close allies. Dis-
criminate ageinst eitker and they
become enemies and one trinomphs
over the downfall of the other.”
