Premier ofSpsia AssMtsJnAted.

Senor Canovas, the premier of the
Spanish government, was assassinated
in Madrid last Sunday by an Italian
Anarchist, whose same is Michael
Aogcto Colli. The assassin fired
three shots, either cl which would
have produced death. The killing

wis done in the presence of the
premier's wife, who cried for
vengeance upon the murderer. The
assaia informed her that he lud ful-

filled his duty and had avenged the
death cf his brothers at Mont Juich.
The murderer was arrested and ili

no doubt pay the penalty due for his
crime.

The untimely Liking away cf any
one, more csiccially of one in author
ity, by the hand of a murderer is de-

plored by all good people, but evD

men sometimes receive their just de-

serts in this way. Premier Canovas
had stood cheek by jowl with Captain-Gener- a)

YYeyler in Cuba and bad
caused the assassination of raany inno-

cent victims of that bloody general's
inhumanity, who were fighting for or
were friendly to the cause of freedom,

not sparing even women and children.
While "vengeance belongs to God
who will repay" men will take
vengeance in their own hands some-

times when justice is seemingly de-

layed.
Canovas hid sustained Weylcr in

taking life without warrant of law and
might reasonably have expected as
sassinaticn if an opportunity was ever
aiTordcd his deadly cnemi;rs to kill

him. There is much speculation as
to what effect the assassination of Can-

ovas will have upon Cuba. Some say
i: means the freedom of Cuba and the
recall of Wejlcr, at any rate the latter.
Some think that if some one who b
liberal in bis views toward Culia is put
in Canovas place that President Mc-Kinl- ey

will do nothing for the Cuban
cease, hoping the Spanish government,
uuder a more liberal policy, will settle
the question satisfactorily to the
Cubans and the United States. The
butchery on that unhappy island will
doubtless go on as loo as Wrylcr is
in command.

les3 denomination than "5 (Tj). and
their mints issue no gnld coins foi less
than $2 30. A very large percentage
(some claim nine-tenth- s) cf the busi-

ness in Holland is done in amount
less than $25, hence only about net-n-

th of her business is done in gold
while nioi-tcnt- hs is done in silver and
copper. If we arc to continue the
coinage of silver as has been done
for many years in this country and coin
no gold for less than $5 and issue no
piper money for less than $20 the de-

mand thus created for silver in all
minor money transactions, would be
rich that there would be no difficulty
in keeping it at par with gold or gov
st nment paper.

Kngland has rrown rich with this
kind cf a financial system and has
become the creditor nation of almost
every otier nation in the world. If a
gold standard is to be permanently
riveted upon the rcople cf this coun
try against their will, as seems proba
ble without a revolution at the ballot
box. let it be somewhat after the fash
ion cf Kngland.

$20,000 000, paid taxes cn realty
valued at $19 000. Many others of
the same class are returned on the tax- -
Lsts as being worth only a few thous
and. Russell Sage, one cf the richest
speculators in New Yotk, pays taxes
on only $500,000, Mayor Strong on
$25,000. The same class of tax
dodgers, so say the New York papers.
include Morton, Theo
dore Havcmcyer, the Astors, C N.
Bliss, David Gordon Bennett, Robert
Bonner and Andrew Carnegie. These
mrn are all worth their millions, but
their wealth consists largely in stocks
and bonds, on which they manage to
evade the payment of taxes. Twenty
men are said to own $400,000 000
worth of realty in New York City,
while 97 own $200,000,000. The
books of the tax department show that
1 24 persons own over one-thir- d the
entire city cf New York, the richest
city in the United States, and one of
the richest of the world.

For this act of heroism in the opin
ion of the omcers and the board of
managers Lizzie was cntitkd to a re
ward. Her conduct previous to the
riot having been of such a character
as to release her trom the home, she
was called before the board and noti
fied that in a short time she would be
released and permitted to return to
er parents, who had already asked

that this should be done. Amid tears
of joy and sadness the noble girl ex-

ercised her appreciation of. the, honor.
