There is no stimulant known to
medicine as efficacious in bringing
cheerfulness of mind as champagne.

Champagne is noxious in some
cases of sickness which cannot stand
a development of carbonic acid gas,
like heart disease.

The best manufacturers use no
labels in France proper, the brand of
the corks being sufficient to protect
their product.

As a general rule the absolute quan-
tity of alcohol contained in cham
pagne amounts to 10 or n per cent
of the measurement.

The corking machine is the next
step and the 'ficeleur,' or wire-work- er

draws a hot iron around the coik to
keep it safeiy in place.

The quantity of alcohol contained
in champagne depends mainly on the
nature of the essence added to it after
fermentation, and varies widely with

the taste of the consumers in various
countries.
