Further
hostilities were put a stop to by others
present, but when Redding left the
restaurant a short time afterward
Boone followed him and stabbed him
in the back twice near the shoulder-blad- e.

It was a cowardly and unpro-
voked assault, and Boone will likely
find that he has gotten into serious
trouble. Redding's wounds were
dressed by Dr. Isaiah Knott, Jr., who

says the cuts extended to the hollow
and probably penetrated the lung.
The wounds are considered dangerous
unless the victim takes especially
good care of himself.
