is, divorce. Mrs. Davis was
formerly Miss Tillie Harke of j

Dalton, and states in her petition
that she was lawfully married to

defendant in Council Grove,
Kac, April 9, 1899, and that she
continued to live with him from

and after that date till on or
aooul the day of , 1906,

and that during all that time she
faithfully demeaned herself and
discharged all her duties toward
defendant rs bis wife and treated
him at all times with kindness
and affection, but that the de-

fendant, wholly disregarding his

duties as the husband of
plaintiff, failed, neglected and
refused to provide a home for
himself and family, but that in-

stead of so doing went directly,
after their marriage, to the home
of his parent?, and there, with
his wifpi in d children that were
afterwards born to them, took up
his abode and so continued to
live with them till the death of j

plaintiff's father in 1905, andj
since that date has lived with j

plaintiff's mother till about the
day of 1906, when he

abandoned plaintiff and their j

said children without making
any provision whatever for their
maintenance and support.
Plaintiff states further that her
parents were possessed of only
moderate means, and that their
principal source of income was
from her father's daily labor,
and that he was old and in feeble
health for several years before

his death, and that during all
the time defendant lived with her
said parents he paid neither of
them any board for himself or
family nor did he supply any of
the provisions for their use, nor
did he furnish her or their chil-

dren, during the entire time since
their marriage, clothing or money
to buy same with in exoeeding
the sum of $10, but that instead
she was forced to rely upon and
receive from hei said parents all
their clothing exoept such as she
was able to supply by her own
labor, and that finally defendant
became so thriftless and improv-
ident that her said parents had
to and did supply him with a
part of his own clothing, in cor-sequen- ce

of which action of de-

fendant plaintiff was brought to
shame, her pride humiliated and
her condition in life rendered in-

tolerable. Mrs. Davis also says
that for several years after their
marriage defendant had employ-
ment as a pharmacist and clerk
in a drug-stor- e at fairly good
wages, which would have en-

abled him to provide a home and
maintain his family in comfort,
but that previous to or shortly
after their said marriage defend-
ant became addicted to the mor-

phine and coacaine habit, and
that said habit grew upon him
that she had every reason to be-

lieve and does believe and so
states the fact to be that his en-

tire earnings were taken up and
used in supplying himself with
said drugs to the entire neglect
of his family, and finally in con-

sequence of his said use of said
drugs he became incapacitated
for his business or any business
whatever and became violent
and abusive to plaintifi and their
children, using and in-

decent language in their pres-
ence and applying vile and op-

probrious epithets to her and
their children. Plaintiff states
further that on or about the
day of , 1906, defendant
pointed a pistol at her and
threatened to kill her if she did
