THE CRUEL CAR WHEELS.

James L. Harned of Keytesville
Meets Death at Hooker.

Oklahoma.
A gloom of sorry was cast

over Keytesville and vicinity
Friday, February 7, 1908, when
it was learned that Jas. L. Har
ned had died at Hooker, Okla.,
of injuries received from being
run over by a train that morn'
mg.

Jim's health bad been bad for
some time and he beoame so
discouraged over his oondition
hat he left Keytesville Monday

of last week without telling his
wife and ohildren or his parents
hat he was going to Dalhart,

Tex., in the hope that the balmy
climate of the southland might
restore his health. He had.
however, for quite awhile been
talKing of leaving for Dalhart.

After he reached Kansas City
he wrote a letter Tuesday to his
father-in-la- w, C. D. Wale of
Excelsior Springs, and told Mr.
Wale where he was going and
asked him to see that his wife
and children did not want for
anything, and said if het ever got
able he would repay him.

From the best information
obtainable it is supposed that
Jim left Kansas City on a freight
train through the kindness of
a brakeman he knew at least,
he was seen seated by a brake- -
man riding on top of a freight
train when it pulled into Hooker.
The train stopped there and the
orew went about theirj work
while Jim strolled around. When
the train started, he attempted to
get aboard ""and succeeded in
holding on for a time, but he
was so weak that he feU beneath
the oruel oar wheels and receiv-
ed injuries from which he died
about 12 o'clook Friday at noon,
about two hours after &he was
hurt.

He was not rendered uncon-
scious by the terrible fateJ i that
had befallen him, and he gave
the address of his parents, but
it was soon learned by the rail-
road officials that JimJIHarned's
brother, Clarence, livedjjat Dal-

hart, Tex. Clarenoe was at once
notified and left on the first! train
for Hooker, but Jim hadi died
some time before Clarence reach-
ed him. The remains were pre
pared for burial at Hooker and
were aqcompanied Jby Clarence
Harned to Keytesville and reach
ed here Sunday afternoon.

Jas. L. Harned was the second
son of Mr. and Mrs. Thos. Har
ned, and was born, near Bed
ford, Livingston county, $Mo.,
September 6, 1882, and came,
with his parents, to this county
when he was an infant of only
4 or 5 . months, and had since
lived either in this vicinity or in
Keytesville with the exception of
a few months spent in the South
and West in seeking health.

He was married to Miss Jeffie
Wale of this place June 18, 1902,
before he had attained his ma-- 1

jority, and she and two little.
daughters, aged 4 and 2 years,1
respectively, are left toi fight the
battle of life. May He who has
promised to be a husband to the
widow and a father to trie father-
less be their shield and pro
tector.

Though a poor man, Jim Har-
ned had made provision lor his
wife and children by taking out
$2,000 insurance in the Kansas
City Life Insurance Co. and
$1,000 in the North Amerioar.
Accident Insurance Co. of Chi
cago. The last named policy
reaohed Keytesville for Jim's
signature the very day he left
1 ere, and while he did hut get'tc
sign-th- e polioy, the contract for

Previous to commencing the
breeding of the registered Aberdee-
n-Angus in this state Mr.
Lawrence raised grades for sev-
eral years in Iowa, but nearly
four years ago he purchased a
number of registered cows and
heifers from some of the' best
herds in the state and from time
to time has added to his herd un-
til now, with the increase, he huo
30 head of registered animals.
His former herd bull, Axtell Star
54180,was closely related to some
of the best animals of the breed. Mr
Lawrenoe's present herd bull,
Clem's Harbinger 93342, is just
as wen Drea, and Mr. Lawrenoe
also owns the latter's mother, a
large, well-mad- e cow. 13 veara
old, that raises a good calf every
year.
