FIRST REAL STATE FAIR

It Was Held in Boonville In 1853,
Small Forerunner of Present
Million-Dollar Exposition
in Sedalia.

These are falr days in Missouri.
They are fair days in the sense that
they are flne, as are most early fall,
days in Missourl, with the feelings
of the first frosts. They are fair days
in another sense, for it's “fair time"
in the “Show Me"” state. There's
gcarcely a Missouri county in which
the call of “Here's your hack” or
“All aboard for the falr grounds,” has
not been heard during the last few
weeks. Just &8 almost every oounty
has had its agricultural fair, so have
most citles of size, and some small
ones, too, neld or arranged for a street
fair, a harveet festival, a home-com-
ing or something of the sort. Mis-|
sourians are thoroughly Inoculated
with the fair microbe. They believe
in fairs. i

Faira are not novelties. American
fairs are probably direct outcomes of
the Old World's “market days,” when
the people of Southern Europe
brought thelr produce, exhibited it for
comparison, then sold it in a com-
petitive way. These competitions
proved a stimulus, the rural people
coming to see that they must have
better products or that their goods]
would not sell on such days. The
early history of fairs takes us back
to the time when two neighbors
brought together their oxen to com-
pare them, learning something by
comparison. Then came the plowing
matches, always popular in a new|
country where virgin soil s to be |
turned. TFrom time to time the lead-

ing features of fairs have changed
until today we have great state fairs |
snuch as the Misscuri state fair, the |
ninth annual exhibition of which will
be held at Sedalla, October 1 to 7.,
and which promizes to be a magnifi- |
cent exposition of the state’'s live
stock and agricultural resources. |

The present AMissouri state falr,
while the first of such magnitude and |
the only one having extensive im-|
provements, suitable grounds and all .,
those things that make for perma-
nency, is not the first to be known
as the “Missouri state fair™ DBy an |

act of the legislature, approved Feb-
ruary 24, 1853, the Missouri State Ag-
ricultural society was incorporated, it
being the first society ever organized
within the limits of Missouri and un-
der the patronage of the state. The
first fair conducted under the aus-
pices of this society was held at
Doonville in the fall of 1853. The
premiums sappropriated amounted to
$1,251.50. The annual address, pro-
nounced by C. D. Bent, corresponding
secretary of the Missour! State Board
of Agriculture for the year 1865, to be
“a valuable and appropriate address
well worthy of preeervation,” was de-
lHvered by Uriel Wright of St Louis.
The secrelary of the falr was Joseph
L. Stevens, founder of the old Cen-
tral bank at Boonville, and father of
ex-Gov., Lon V. Stevens, a native of
Cooper county, but now residing in St.
Louis. The second annual state falir
was held at Boonville In 1854, In 1855
the third and last annual fair of the
State Agricultural soolety was held.

On December 7, 1855, the St. Loulis
Agricultural and Mechanical associa-
tion was chartered by the Missourl
legislature. At the annual exhibition
of this association, held in 1860, the
receipts reached the sum of $47,231.80,
and it was estimated that 100,000 per-
gons were on the grounds on the day
of the visgit of the Prince of Wales,
the Duke of Newcastle and other

members of the royal party. It will"

It
was Governor Coliaan who offered the
resolution making the first Monday in
October as Lhe fixed date for the open-
ing of the St. Louls fair each {fall.
The old St. Louis fair flourished for

| many years and attained a world-wide

reputation,

in 1871 there was held what was
known as the Kansas City exposition.
Kersey Coates was president, John W.
Reid, vice-president; Theo. 8. Chase,
corresponding secretary; E. A. Allen,
recording secretary; Thos. H. Mastin,
treasurer, and Edward Fleischer, su-
perintend2nt. The fair opened Octo-
ber 15 and continued one week. The
weather was exceptionally fine and
the attendance large, it being esti-
mated that there were 35,000 or 40,
000 people on the grounds on Thurs-
day. The total cost to the associa
tion of bulldings, premiums and man-
agement was & lttle over $34,000.

There have been other expositions,
district and county fairs galore, great
live stock shows and greatest of all
world’'s falrs—the Louisiana Purchase
exposition—all-in-all making Missouri
a foremost fair state.

With the seed that had been sown
and the “show me" spirit of the peo
ple, it was very natural that Mis-
sourians, seeing (he start that other
states had made, should determine to
have a great state falr of their own.
Accordingly, a bill establishing the
Missouri stlate falr and vesting Iits
management and location in the state
board of agriculture, was passed by
the Fortieth general assembly. On
the tenth day of October, 1889, after
an examination of all the sites of-
fered, the institulion was located at
Sedalit on 180 acres of land donated
by that city and adjacent to its lim-
its. At the session of the legislature
at which the state fair bill was passed
no appropriation from the general
reyenue fund was made for the equip-
ment of the grounds, but the Forty-
first general assembly made an ap-
propriation of $50,000 for that pur-
pose. The bill was signed by Govern-

or Dockery and the money became
available April 17, 1901. The date for
the first snnual exhibition was fixed
for Septemiber 8-13, only a little over
four months remaining in which to
convert a Missonii farm into the Mis-
souri state fair grounds. The time
! wasg short, but in spite of devastating
dronght and many disconragements,

the work was done and the falr held.
From that beginning of only a few
vears ago ithe Missourl state fair has

| grown until it takes favorable rank

with the oldest and largest state fairs
in the couniry.
