Keytesville and Musselfork.

Dr. B. nughes is local registrar
of vital statistics for the above
townships. His report for eleven
months from February, 1910, to
January 1, 1911 in his registra-
tion district, No. 171, follows:

Deaths, 61 male, 25; female,
36.

Births, 77 male,41;female,36,
of the 41 males 33 were white
and 8 negroes; and of the 36
females 34 were white and 2
negroes

The total .number of deaths is
exactly the same as the males
born 41. This is five more
than the number of female births.

This is a very
important aasJinmcnt. all laws
being referred to this committee

Judge Rucker may be depended
upen to add laurels to his already
good record in congress as a dem-

ocrat devoted to the interests
of his constituents and tna coun-
try at large. Tha really great
work of CQPgrefa is doaa'qulctly
in committees rather than accom
plished on tha Boor by oratoric
pyrotechnics, although a good
speech by a well posted member
of congress is often very effective

were beiore Justice J. U. Mason
at Salisbury last week and pleaded
guilty of the game. Seven were
fined S25 and given 10 days in
jail. One a lad of 13 years got

good whipping by his mammy
in open court, being a substitute
for the penalty prescribed for the
seven.

Sunday Union Service.

The sen-ice- s at the Methodist
church Sunday mornnig and at the
Christian church at night,
attracted good audiences. Dr.
E. J. Moore of Kansas City spoke
eloquently at both on temper
ance topics.

At the Christian church he
reviewed the history of temper-
ance movements to demonstrate
thnt the agitation of recent years
is not a "craie" or "lad" that
will die out, but a momentum
gained by hundreds of years, in
all of which time the sale of
liquor as a beverage has been
recognized as an enemy of human-- '

ity.
Liquor interests are open vio

lators of law.- - The brewers and
distillers pay all fines and court
expenses for men in local option
counties like Chariton. Thus a
fine is no punishment for the law
violator a fact which the people
are learning. Anheuser-Busc-h

and others can pay heavy fines
from their big profits and are
organized to encourage those who
violate the laws. Dr. Moore ad-

vised that the violators be put
into jail as well as fined. The
brewers and distillers will not go
to jail for those for whom they
pay fines; and to keep out of jail
those who have been violating
local option laws will cease to sell.
