The "Yellow" In Cream

Conclusive experiments show
that the yellow color of cream
and milk is due to the yellow
coloring matter to be found in

green food for cattle, grasses,
new green fodder, etc. This yel-

low is carotin, so called for the
carrot, the coloring matter hav-

ing been indentified in the carrot
a century ago. It is this carotin
and another yellow pigment of

plants called xanthopyll that
furnishes the yellow for cream
and butter.
