A Bad Move

Would a new bridge be better?

The county court, under the
disadvantage always attending
a shortage of cash, has attempt-
ed to meet an almost absolutely
necessary improvement by order-
ing the substitution of the
bridges across the old and new
Chariton rivers east of tcwn and
between this city and Salisbury
and on the most important route.
in the county. The span across
the old Chariton is 100 feet and
span across the ditch which will
soon be the main river, is 60 ft.
The long bridge is undoubtedly
alright for the ditch but the
diteh bridge will require length-
ening of the span or another pier
to make it reach across the old
Chariton part way, and the cost
of tne exchange is estimated to
be about $2000.

A new bridge for the ditch of
sufficient length to insure its be-
ing leng enough for several years
would cost perhaps less than
85000. and the one removed
fit in hundreds of places in the
county where bridges are so bad-
Iv needed. It has to be taken
down anyway and numbers of
neighberhoods wou'd haul it to a
site and all the other material
needed to put it in place, free of
charge if they could get it.

It will not be so many years
before the old chariton at the
point mentioned will be nothing
more than a lake but even then,
floods come, there will be consid-
erable current and drift and a
span as long as the one now
there will be needed to prevent
what has had to be met so often,
the expense of clearing away
drift. A long bridge of some
kind will be needed at this point
for years since the cost of trans-
fer of the bridge will cost near-
ly as much as a new bridge for
the ditch and leave one of them
too short at both ends for years
if it stands drift and ice flows
down the old Chariton, why not
reconsider and take no chances
on trouble at the old Chariton
site?

This entire county, with just
a few exceptions, has a wonder-
ful prospect and we will certain-
ly be glad to show outsiders
what we have.

It is not only the crop of
the county that we would
be glad to show, but there are a
good many roads over which we
will travel which are most ex-
cellent indeed. There are, how-
ever, some over which we will
have to pass that we might real-
ly prefer to take the visitors an-
other way unless we get busy
with the drags in the meantime
and shape the roads as best we
can. Good roads speak about
as much for a county as do good
erops.

We will pass many corn fields
and I am of the opinion that
most of us like for the passerby
to say good things, If weeds in-
fest our corn it may not speak
so well for us because when corn
is soaring near the $2.00 mark
it will certainly pay to let our
land feed the corn rather than
the weeds, The fence rows
might be trimmed ap, but make
the main roads the first consid-
eration. We can talk about the
fence row and ugly places in the
ditches and hollows a little later.
We want this also to be an iu-
vitation to the ladies of the coun-
ty to bring baskets and feed the
people. We will do our part to
eat a square meal and try to
have somebody along to help oyt
in your line of work.

STORING GRAIN

If a fellow could just answer
the question whether or not it
would pay to store grain he
would certainly be valuable in-
deed. Speculators in and out of
Congress are just now making
it appear that there is an enor-
mous wheat ecrop. They are
| greatly alarmed lest millers and
‘elevators cannot take care of it.
Not long ago they were just as
badlv alarmed over the short
wheat crop and urging us with
all their vehemence to produce a
bumper crop, so the same old
storv is being repeated, that
they are hammering the price
and will keep it as low as possi-
bie until the wheat has left the
farmers’ hands., All at once
then of course, another shortage
will appear and prices will go up.

One of the good ways for stor-
ing grain in the absence of gran-
aries is by stacking. Grain well
stacked as soon as it is ready
produces a better quality then
where it is threshed from the
shock. The grain must go thru
a sweat either in a stack orina
bin. When this proces occars
in the stack it is to be preferred.
The storing of the grain is not
the only reason for stacking.

While it adds a little work we
can usually do it very largely
with our own help and it takes
a smaller number of hands dur-
ing threshing time. The ground
is aleo cleared of the grain that
early plowing may be done.
There ars at least two advanta-
ges in early plowing. One is
that if we expect to put wheat
again in thé same land -early
deep plowing is highly desirable.

Another is that it assists in|
the destruction of insects-to a
certain degree, also allows the
ground to settle well for a good |
seed bed in the fall.

every month, and of course, at
the expense of the producer and
the consumer.
THE POTATO CROP

You will no doubt hear in the|
very near future about the gi-
gantic potato crop. If you are
of the opinion that there is 8 big
potato crop in this county just
dig in the average potato patch
and you will be undeceived. Two
very small insect pests have at
least cat the potato erop into the
middle. One is a plant louse, a
little dark green bug, and the
other a leaf hopper or a potato
thrip, pale green in color, and+
all of them operating on the un-
derside of the leaf. The leaves
begin to curl and die around the
outer edges, and they have kill-
ed or practically killed many
plants before they are half thru
growing. Sodont be alarmed
and sacrifice all of the potatoes
you have, fearing that there is a
bumper crop and the price will
be low.
ALFALFA

To those who are contempla-
ting alfalfa this fall, one or two
things should not be forgotten,
A erop of timothy, wheat, oats,
or similar shallow seeding crop
have exhausted very largely ithe
available nitrogen for the pres-
ent season. If such lands are
to be put to alfalfa it would be
almost invariably best toputona
little fertilizer in the way of
barnyard manure or some com-
mercial product carrying nitro-
gen such as steamed bone meal.
Clover, cowpeas, and soybeans
growing in thé ground ahead of
alfalfa put the nitrogen in the
ground, consequently as a rule
the extra fertilizer would not be
needed quite se badly. Another
thing should be kept in mind,
that if you put alfalfa in poor
land you can expect to be disap-

sweet soil with- northern grown
seed shou'd successfully produce
alfalfa. Failures under such
conditions are usually the faplt
of the man rather than the alfll-
fa.
