Here is a recipe for rabbit
sausage received from Oklahoma
by the Missouri Division of the
United States Food Adminis.

Cut the meat off the bone
and grind very fine in food
chopper. To one pound of meat
use } of a medium sized onion, 2
tablepoons cracker crumbs, #
teaspoon of salt, 4 teaspoon of
black pepper, pinch of cayenne
pepper and 3 cup of milk. Chop
onion fine with knife. Mix all
ingredient thoroughly, let stand
for several hours, make into
cakes and fry or pan-broil.
