The countil of the League of Na-
tiong has decided that nothing fur
ther can be done regarding the manu-
facture of ten thousand rifle barrels

* for Mexico by the Danzig arms fac-

tory. The council, however, will sea
to it that the promised transformae-
tion of the arms plant into a bicycle
factory or some other industry of
peace will be put into effeot.

Great BPBritain, France and Italy
again have appealed to Greece to
postpone her offensive and acceépt
their mediation in an effort to fore-
stall war in Asia Minor, following a
2.day conference between Premier
Briand and Lord Curzon, the British
foreign secretary,

President Harding and his cabinet
have decided to launch their plan for
refunding the mation's 10 billion dol-
lar war loans to the allies into defl-
nite obligations and for the sale of
such securities to the American peo-
ple. The first step on the part of the
administration will be to ask congress
for specific authority to carry out this
plan.

Marshal Foch, supreme commend-
er of the allied armies, and Field Mar-
shal Halg of the British army will at-
tend the American Legion convention
at Kansas City next fall, and Admiral
Beatty of the British navy and Mar-
shal Joffre probably will attend.

On the eve of the meeting of the
League of Nations council to discuss
the mandate lssue ralsed by the
United States and the meeting of the
British Imperial conference, which
renewal of the Angle-
Japanese alliance, Washington has
become the center of a great Inter-
national game of diplomatic chess.

Germany has sent a note Lo the
allies protesting against the Inactiv-
ity of the allied troops In Upper Si-
lesin. The German government cited

Discussing the relations between
Great Britain and the United States,
the prime minister said: I

“Friendly co-operation with the
United States Is for us a oardinal
principle, dictated by what seems to
us the proper nature of things, by in-
stinet quite as much as by reason and
common sanse," :

The first session of the conference
was without ceremony, the refiresen:
tatives of the United Kingdom, the
dominions and .Indida assembling at
the residence of the premier, who
spoke for an hour. Lilcyd George wel
comed the visiting premiers and other
delegates, who, he sald, met &8 "equal
partners in. the dignities and respon.
sibilities of the British eommon-
wealth.” A

The prime minister summarized
post-war conditions and said that Ger-
man disarmament virtually was ac
complished and the reparations prob-
lem wns “in & fair way of being
solved." '

HARDING'S PLAN OUTLINED

South American Republics Said to
Have Received Hints- of Its
Mest- Important Points.

Washington. — A diplomatic report
giving a rough outline of am nssocl
ation of nations plan, purported to be
favored by President Harding, has
gone to two South American repub-
lics, it was learned recently.

The two governments asked thelr
representatives for a report on 'the
Harding*association. The salient fea-
tures of the plan were: .

The association would have no writ-
ten constitution, o

It would function through a counell
of representatives of member nations,
whose decisions would be advisory
rather than binding. ¥,

The present allled supreme couneil
could be used as a nucleus for the as-
sociation. The association’s plan eulls
for an international law court, M
without compulsory arbitration of dis
putes and without penalties for' fall
ure to ablde by the court's judgment,
