RISE IN COTTON MARKET
IN SENSATIONAL TURN

v The cotton market, after the
three day holiday took a most
sensational turn of the trading
season today, Tuesday, when it
soared 200 points, or an ad-
vance of $10 a bale, the maxi-
mum allowed in a single day. At
the exchange" buying was mild,
with general ' buying of con-
tracts for future delivery, Oc-tob-

December, January ' and
March cotton were all included
in the sudden rise of $10 a bale.

As the result of the spectacu-
lar jump hundreds of millions of
dollars in frozen credits negotia-
ted in the south when the cotton
prices were approximately 40
cents, will be relieved.

The upward trend in the mar
ket ia regarded at the first de-

cisive step in the return to busi-
ness normalcy. It i3 expected
that with the spectacular turn!
in cotton other commodities will
assume a similar trend and busi-
ness depression all over the na-
tion will be 'relieved. . .
