celebrated the feast of dedication of
thelr tpmple, It had been dediented on
that day by Afitiochus, It was dedieated
by Judas Maceaheus, and, according to
Jewish legend, sufficient oil was found
In the temple to Inst for the seven-
brinched cindlest’ck for eight days,
und It would have taken eight days te
prepare new oil. Accordingly the Jews
were wont on the twenty-fifth day of
Kislev in every house to light a can-
dle. on the nest day two, and on the
the eighth and lust doy of the feast,
elght enndles twinkled I every house.
It Is not very easy to fix the ex-
net date of the Nativity, but It fell
most probably on the lust day of Kis-
lev, when every Jew!sh house In Beth-
Iehem and Jerusalemn wns twinkling
with Nghts. It Is worthy of note that
the German name for Christmas I8
Wellinacht (the night of dedieation),
ns though It were associnted with this
fenst, The Greeks also call Christ-
mns the feast of 1ghts, the pame
given to the dedicatlon festival, Chan-
ukah, by the Jews,
