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LABOR . UNIONS HELD
' LIABLE FOR DAMAGES

Washington, June 6.-?-The United

State Supreme .Court today decided

that labor unions are liable, as organ-

izations, to be sued and in their as-

sociate names in the event of injury
to property during strikes originated
by the unions; .'

The decision, one" of the most im--
portent affecting labor organizations,

' which has been rendered in years, was
handed down in the case of the Cor- -'

onado Coal company and other con--
';. cerns of Arkansas against the United

Mine Workers of America. ".. ; ''
.

The Opinion was read by Chief Jus-

tice Taft, who sustained in part the
decision of the circuit court' of appeals
in Arkansas which held that labor

. unions could be sued and that the com- -

plaint of the Coronado coal company

for damages for injuries to property
- during a strike at the company's

mines brounght the union within the
privisions of the Sherman anti-tru- st

law and entitled the company to re-

cover treble damages. .J
The c6urt held that international

' union officials were not responsible
for the strike or liable in damages.
The liability rested with the local un-

ions, said the chief-justic-
e and evi-

dence showed that the union miners
'made attacks on the properties' of the

Coronado Coal company and dam-

aged the planU. ;

Coal mining is not interstate com-

merce ,the chief justice continued,,
and there was offered no proof that

' the local union leaders had engaged
. in conspiracy in restraint of trade

as prohibited by ,the Sherman anti- -

: trust law. .' .

Unions are Liable
The ' cour upheld J the principle

throughout its lengthy decision that a
labor union is liable for damages.

In this particular case the court
absolved the international union from
payment of damages swarded in the
lower court, because, as Chief Justice
Taft said thre was no evidence be-

fore the supreme court of the United
States that the international union
authorized the strike. '

. It was made clear, however, that
this in no wise affects the principle
enunciated by the court nor the prece-

dent it established. The effect of the
decision is to allow the company,' if
it so desires, to reprosecute Its claims
again in the .lower courts on the prin-

ciples and the precedent established

Washington, D. C. Establishment
of a maximum price of $3.50 a ton
for coal at the mipes in 80 per cent
of the present production fields for
the duration of the strike, was an
nounced tonight by Secretary Hoo-
ver. He regrets, he added, that "

a
small" minority of the operators, rep-
resenting Western Kentucky refuse to

and are demanding higher
prices.

Consumers can insure . themselves
a square deal unde the prices estab-
lished by checking freight rates with
the maximum price, Mr. Hoover said,
and, determine whether they are buy-
ing contract coal and then make prop-
er allowance for cost of retail dis-

tribution.
The maximum price, he explained,

applies solely to 'spot cash coal. Con-
sumers who are not treated fairly
may appeal to the commerce depart
ment with assurance that inquiry in-

to their cases will be instituted.
Mr. Hoover announced he is 'ad

vised that operators of Virginia,
West Virginia, Tennessee and East!
Kentucky will accept the maximum
of $3.50 a ton below the Garfield
scale in that district. Western
Kentucky operators, he continued,
are demanding $4.25 a ton, but he
does not feel justified in advising the
public to accept that price level al-

though, he said, production costs are
higher in that district than in other
fields. ' -
