Article of Judge Brocchu.

We publish in. our eolumne this week, nn

article rom Judgo Brocchu), in answer to our

eJitorial touching the dinner given that gentle-

man, at the Fonda, on the twelfth of Oeto-be-

and which requires sine response from us.

The Judge romarks, thnt tho gentlemen who

tendered him tho dinner did not know what he

intended to alludo to tho official conduct of

Governor Meriwether in his remarks, previous

to the occasion. We are satisfied with thisud-missio-

on bis part, and take ba.'k ail we said

in our former article about the committee get-

ting up tho dinner to allow tho Judge nn op-

portunity to attack the Governor; it seems we

did them injustice in this particular, and heneo

make tho proper amends. Tho odium, there-

fore, of turning a dinner party into a political

meeting rests upon tho Judgo, by his own show-

ing, who, it appears, had no moro respect for

tho "cordial tribute of fiiendship," tendered

by hie friends than to tako advantage of it,

and make it tho occasion cf pnrtizan warfare.

As it was his "intention to nllude to that func-

tionary, Governor Meriwether," why did lie

not make the fact known, instead of deceiving

persons into sn attendance who took no inte-

rest the matter? Can, the Judge answer tliis

question?

Tho Judgo't allusion to the course of the

Executive, in referenoo to Mr. Clark, is rather

amusing than otherwise, and only shows how

hsrd the labors to miiko "tho worse appear the

better cansí." He appears to be quite xcroiaeJ in

mind boenuso we, as noting governor, saw pro-

per to deliver to Mr. Clark his commission and

approvo his bond, after ho had made charges

him of so much "gravity and serious-

ness." He takes great exception to tho fact

that Mr. C. was allowed a hearing in his own

behalf, and demands, with seeming earnestness,

why "disinterested witnesses were not called

upon to testify in the premises." This is, most

eurelv, agravo offenco on our part, tu allow a

gentleman to sny a word in his own justifica-

tion. He suppose the Judge can accuse a man

of nnv gruvo offence, but the poor accused must

nit open his mouth in reply. Verily, this is

even handed 'justice with a vengeance. The

charges ma le against Mr. C. rest entirely up-

on the ascrtion of tho Judgo himself, nnd we

havo very serious doubts whether h'.s testimo-

ny is entirely disinterested. Wo did not think

it worth while to give the defeneo of Mr. Clark,

inasmuch as wu knew it would he given to the

public, in a proper shape, in duo season: and

we have no other ciplanationto make, to Jud-

ge Brocehus or the public, in reference to our

course in the premises, as acting governor, than

that we believe tho counter statement of Mr.

Clark to bo true.
Tho assertion of the Judge that "tho purpose

of the executive authority was the fixed deter-

mination that tho act of Governor Meriwether,

in tho nppointment of Mr. Clark, should be con-

summate! regardloi of the question of his

guilt or innocence," we pronounced to be false.

The course of tho executive gave eaeh sido a

henjing which appears much moro just than

that pursued by tho Judge, who turns a man

out of office, and then blackens his reputation,

without oven informing him of tho "causo of

his cffending." Such is the justice the lion me-

tes out to thclnmb. Tho laws of this Terri-

tory points out how clerks of courts shall bo

removed from office, nnd tho kind of trial the

judge removing them thall allow them. We

ask why Judge Brocehus disregarded this law?

My attention has been nrrested by nn edi-

torial in vour paper of last week, headed "The

dinner to Judge Brocehus at the Fonda" and

I feel it incumbent upon me to give it n brief

notice. You therein stnto that tho oeensirn,

though ostemib'y for the purpose of testifying

respect for me, was designed rather to afford

mean opportunity of "lampooning Governor

Meriwether." In answer to that imputation

upon tho sincerity of my friends, I assert that

my intention to alindo to that functionary was

not known to the gentlemen who tendored me

tho dinner, t any timeprcvious to the occasion,

much less previous to tho tender. If the offer-

ing was not a cordial tribute of friendship I was

verv much in error in reference to its real cha-

racter. 1 have regarded it with feelings of

grnteful appreciation, ns a token of personal

nnd official respect, and shall continue to cher-

ish it as such, although you may beplensed to

view it in another light.

Your remarks in reference to tho appoint-

ment of Mr. Elias T. Clark to tho office of Trea- -

surer of tho Territory, I conceive to be far from

a justification of the executive authority in

making the appointment. Y'ou admit that, ns

Acting Governor, you were instructed by Gov

nor Meriwether to withhold from Mr. Clark his

commission ns Treasurer, until ho answered

tho allegations contained in my letter nnd you

thus admit that there was sufficient gravity and

seriousness in the character of tho charges, if

true, to disqualify Mr. Clark from holding the

office, and yet you state thnt upon the verbal

representations of the accused you found thnt

thorowas nothing legally, or morally wrong in

his conduct. Thus you grant to .i party nccus

ed of crime the right to stand up, become n

witness for himself, nnd upon his own state-

ment to overthrow the representations of

witnesses. If a satisfactory cxpln- -

nation was made to you, ns Acting Governor

by Mr. Clark, why did you not state to the pu

llio what the character of that explanation wn

hh.it facts or circumstances Mr. Clark set

forth in justification or extenuation or his co-

urse, in view of the allegations contained in

niv letter? Con you, while you admit tho suff-

iciency of the charges, if true, to render tho in-

cumbent unworthy of tho office, expecting to sa-

tisfy the piihlio by merely state that you have

summoned the accused to appear boforo you.

and that he has made verbal explanations suf-

ficient to exonerate him? It seems to me, and

must so seem to nil persons who understand

the rules by w hich guilt or innocence is tested,

that the purposo of tho executive authority was

merely lo pnss through tho forms of nn inves-

tigation, withou really intending to do justieein

the premises, or, in other words, that it was

the fixed determination that tho act of Gover-

nor Meriwether, in the appointment of Mr.

Clark, should be consummate!, regardless of the

question of his guilt or innncunco of my alle

gations against him. If justice was intendodf

if n serious inquiry into the truth of the char

gee was contemplated, why wcro not the menns

suggested by tho rules of evidence employed in

order to arrive at the real facts of the ease?

Why were not disinterested witnesses called

upon to testify in the promises? These are

questions which I call upon, nnd leave you, to

answer to the public a wrnpged nnd outraged

public.
