An Iileta Indian killed ly a h'avajo.

Tl'e learn from Agent Dodgo that about the

eighteenth of December last a Navajo killed an

lsleta Indian under the following circumstan-

ces, viz:

"The Navajo was hunting in the Mountains

near Blue Water, on horseback, with n boy,

when they encountered two herders. The Na-

vaja asked tho Indian of Meta for powder

which he refused him. The Navajo said "I am

hunting and have but one charge of powder,

nnd that is in my pun, givo me two charges

more for amigos." Tho other replied, "I will

not give you a grain." Tho Navajo grabbed

tho hat of the "lsleta but did not attempt to

rim, thinking that he would get the powder

by returning tho hat. In this ho was sadly

for the powder ha received was from

the gun of tho lsleta accompanied with a ball

which vrouuded him in the hand and lodged in

his thigh. At tho sarao timo tho other shepherd

knocked tho boy from tho horse with a stick.

When the Navajo recovered bo discharged bis

gun at tho Pueblo, wounding him mortally."

Tho Navajo chiefs appear to bo in much '.tri-

bulation, and express a desire to do niiy thing

in their power to right tho injury ono of their

number hue done.

Tho Custom House robbery in Franklin
Texas &c.

Wo aro hjebted ?o our correspondent, Cas

sins, for r'uo following communications in re-- 1

ferenco to the lato Custom Houso robbery in

Franklin Texas.

Franklin, Texas, Novr. 13 1S55 J

W, V.'. n. Davis Esquire.

Dear Sir:

Yon will confer n favor upon the citizens of

this place, by making mention of certain rob-

beries committed in this town on tho night of

tho sixth' and seventh instant, and of the per-

petrators.
Tho robbery on the night of tho sixth' inst.

consisted in breaking opon the safe in tho Cus-

tom House office, nnd taking therefrom tho sum

of $23U0, leaving behind a draft for tho sum

of $1. 100. Obtaining admittanco into the Cus-

tom House ofCco was a mere circumstance to

contend against, but tho fact of tho robbers
finding an aperture sufficient to insort powder

for its explosion, evinces, to our minds,, that

they were well vcrsod in tho business. (The

safo is ono of Wildcr's patent Salamander, fire

and powder-proo- f lock, and I will hero mention

the fact of tho lock of this remaining injured.)
Upon knowledgo of this circumstances, Mr.

C. Sherman, custom house officer, searched and

discovered that threa men had left tho Rnneh,

by the names of William Miller, Edward Rua-

se!, nnd John, Alias 'Juck," Gordon. Of the

previous character of the first two, tho writer
docs nut know anything, bul so far as concerns

that of "Jack," I lmvo only to mention tli.it it

is the snmo John Gordon that leagued himself

with tho Apacho Indians in tho years, 1810. 47

nnd 49. The threo together, left California a

short timo since; camo into Tucson and ran off

with a Cavallada, but were pursued, arrested,

and incarcerated, nnd eventually escaped and

stolo suíúcicnt animals to bring them to this

country.
Tho night of Monday Mr. Ben. Dowell was

robbed of two horses, nnd other articles con-

tained his bar and billiard saloon: other per-

sons were robbed of guns, pistols, clothing Ac.

This occurred about eleven o'clock; and in an

hour afterwards,, it was discovered that Mr.

William GifTord nnd Wm. F. Mc. Elroy had,

also, taken their exist. GifTord has been accu-

sed of assisting to rob an English podlcr at the

Pima villages, this past summer. As to Mr.

Mo Elroy, the writer anticipates that the citi-

zens of Santa Fo lorined no very favorable
of him during his late visit to that city.

A moro consummnto liar, thief, nnd murderer
does not now, probably, live. Though in jus-tic- o

to himcelf, it is said, by thoso who liavo

known his character for a number of years,

that this is the first of this guilt as a thief.

And that ho is now ontitlcd to the brand, he has

admitted himself in a notico written by him, and
left in tho counter of the further
that from his intimacy with Gordon, and his

having, previously, taken a map of tho safe,

that ho was alike guilty in its destruction and

robbery.
A reward of $1,200 1ms been offered for tho

arrest and delivery nt this place (or to the Sho-ri-

of the county) of tlio two parties. After the

committal of tho first robbery, C. Shcrmno Es-

quire, repaired to Fort Iiliss, and through tho

kindness of Col. Renvoi obtained tho assistance
of as many troops as could bo spared out of

the garrison, to aid in the pursuit nnd nrrcst

of the robbers; as, n!so, a detachment to guard

our town, nt night, during the probability of

tho robb.'is lurking in our midst, lie also ob-

tained permission of the Commandant at El

Taso to cross over on to tho Mexican linn, with

any nrmoil force, nnd an order vesting the Sho-ri- fl

of this county (El I'aso, Texas) with autho-

rity to call out any numbor of citizens of tho

Stnto of Chihuahua that ho might desiro. lly

twelve o'clock on tho morning of the seventh,
threo hundred men, Americans, Mexicans and

Pueblo Indians, wero on the hunt, but all re-

turned the next morning, not having found a

truce of the robbers. Sinco that tim e some

and Apaches, started
in pursuit of Mo Elroy and GifTord, but us yet

wo liavo not tho result of the expedition.

As in all communities wo have been in a ve-

ry excited state, but it has neatly died away,

nul our town remains once moro trnnquilizod,

though fur how long. Time has to tell tho tale,

California has many a thief yet to free herself

of, aiid the chances ore, that wj, bordering on

Mexico, have to bo the receivers of s

of such population, moro anon.

Sir: Wo havo had a little moro excitement

in this place within the lost three or four days,

in consequence of sympathy for Mo Elroy and

Gifford being manifested by a small, but unen,

viablo few. A great, deal of abuse, by this

clique, has been hoaped upon Mr. Barnes and

others, and assertions wero made, that the

sending of Indians in pnrsuit,, was a plot to

rob Mc Elroy and ViJJord, divide the spoils,

and claim tho reward bosidos. Such interest

had been taken by theso men, that our citizen

politely informed ono or two that they would

bo made to leavo this country. Col. Routes,

of Fort Bliss was apprized of tho circumstances

nnd generously tendered the services of a de-

tachment of men, (if necessary,) to drive such

characters from the ranch.

Hearing of such proceedings, and thinking,

perhaps, that "discretion" would bo "the bet-

ter part of valor," they concluded ia saddle

up, and left hero yesterday, en route for south-

ern Texas.

Tho writer takes pleasure (in behalf of the

citizens) in returning thanks to Mr. George

frajicr, for having detained his train, in order

to quell nny disturbance that wight have occur-

red, and, in fact, was anticipated.

On tho 31st day of December 1855, Tho Ame-

rican citizens of Santa Fe, and others fromdif-ten- t

parts of the Territory of New Mexico, as-

sembled at tho Exehango Hotel in this city, for
the purposo of taking some action in refcronco

to tho resolutions passed by ttio Legislature,
now in session providing for a memorial to

the President of tho United States asking for

tho removal of tho Hon. Perry E. Brocchus

from the office of District Judge of Now Mexico.

Tho Honorable A. G, Mayors was called to

tho chair and R. W. Stephens Esq. was appo-

inted Secretary.

The President arose and stated the object

of the meeting, and at some length explained

the course that has been pursued by a majority

of the Logtslativo Assembly in tho passago of

tho resolutions. Ho regarded thu courso as

and unheard of in tho history of Legis-

lation and he felt confident, that it would not

receive tho sanction and approval of the Pre-

sident of !tho United States. On motion a

committee consisting of Messrs. Sidney A.

Hubbell, Jumes Gray and David J. Miller was

appointed to draft resolutions expressive of the

feelings of tho meeting, who after a short ab-

sence reported tho following.
