4c. Mr. Archuleta was upon his appoint-

ment by the President assigned to the

Utah Agjscy at Abiquiu and was instruct-

ed to reside at that place and thure make

his distributions and transact all other

businsss with the Indians under his

charge. To these instructions he paid no

regard whatever and for many months

tnly appeared.at the Agency occasionally,

but not in null a way as to comply witn
the reeulations of the Department. This

gave rise to dissatisfaction both on the

part of the Indians and of the citizens of

Ab qui u and grounding vicinity. The

form r eomplainej that tii-- cmilJ never

find their Aglnt-wlie- they wanted to

see him vA tjt tliey reooivod nothing

from la itu that they had to go lo Toas

to see Ajent Carson whenever it was

necessary for them to consult with an

Agent. The pooplo wero greatly annoyed

with the presence of the Indians in their

midst, without any person being with them

who could exercise tome restraint opon

their actions.

When matters had reaohed this point

felt It to be my duty to advise the De-

partment of the condition of affairs at the

Abiquiu Agency, having first done all in

my power to impress upon Mr. Archuleta

the importance of obeying the instructions

that had been given him. In my letter

to the Department dated May 81 1858 I

used the following language : "I have not

been able to induco Agent Archuleta to

remove to the Agency and the Indians

complain that he is never there to con-

sult with them. In conseqnenco of this

many of his band of Utahs now go to

Agent Carson when they have businoss

with an Agent.

I deem it important that the Agents

should be as near the Indiana as practica

bio. I will therefore tgain iustnist Agent

Archuleta to removo to the Agency and

if he does not do so I will report him to

the Department."

I reply to this Commissioner Mix wrote

mo under date of July 3, 1858;

general cooimantliiig is satisfied that any attempt
of the British commander to ignore this right of
t i, wr -- ai w wwv-t.,,ái- i mailt, "
out of his power to conlrul."

The Secretary of War disapproves this ordsr of
(ieueral Harney, in violation ofthe order of

Scott, and of the agreement between tht two '

governments respecting tho island of San Juau,
which might have been attended by disastrous
cousequeacís. At the same time, whilst express-
ing his disapprobation, he has has no doubt of
the good munitions of llenera! Harney in the
premises ; and from his known high character and
distinguished services, ho is not disposed to bt
severs it his condemnation.

In this city "Old Adams"
attracted much more attention than even the wild
animals he exhibited. He was a splendid looking
man, with a long grey beard, and a keen, magne-

tic eye. which cowed down almost at a glance the
large brutes over which he held such singular
sway. In Italy he would have served painters
ma sculptors as a mode! ot I" Moses, but in this
country ne was known only rut a trailer of wild '
beasts. The picturosque oostumo of fur and skint
which he adopted when in the ring became him
well. A few weeks ago "Old Adams" published
a tolerably book; giving an account
of his perilous adventures. In his encounters with
bears in California, ho received many frightful
wounds. He was several times sclapwl by the
brutes, and while he was in this oitj wis sutreriug
severely from the ehVte of his wounds, He con-- .
suited tho College of Physicians and Surgoons,
but was told that his cose was beyond remedy,
and we presume that he has at laat succumbed
under these scratches and bites, lie was a very
courageous man, hod an unaccountable fancy for
the company of grizzly bears.

"Sir : I am instructed by the Secretary

ofthe Interior to require that the various

Indian Agents and should re-

side with their respective tribes, and

mike, niJiithly, through thoir Superinten-

dents, full rep irts of their operations and

of the condition of thoir agiincies.

Tlio several iuoirinteiiisiits of

Affairs will mallo quarterly reports of the

conduct of the Agents and in

every respect within their respective Su-

perintendences."
It will bo seen that the conduct of Mr.

Archuleta wis of such a nature that he

should have been reported to the Depart

ment more than two years ago, and had

it no t been' that he was the only Meiican

in the Territory, holding office under the

United States Government ho certainly

would have boon removed long since. Ni

American, conducting himself as did Mi

A rchuleta, would have been permitted to

retain his position one moment after it

had been ascertained that he was deter

mined not to comply with the regulations

of the Department.

Without further notice of the many

other neglect! of duty of which Mr, Ar-

chuleta was guilty, I will now notio tho

circumstances connected with his suspen-

sion laat July.
In consequence of the inability of Dr.

Rteck to give proper attention to the

Apaches in tho neighborhood of

Fort Stanton it became necessary for mo

to send another Aont there last spring to

assist those Indians in planting aad to

furnish them with supplies. His chief

duty was, however, to Superintend the

planting, for Dr. Steck had already en-

tered into a contract with Mr. Beckweth for

'furnishing a sufficient quantity of corn

meal to subsist them until the crops of

the season would mature. Hence on tho

20thof March 1881) I detailed Mr. Archu-

leta for that duty and furnished him with

the necessary instructions j at the same

time requesting him to repair to Fort

Stanton with' as little delay as possible.

He, however, did not start from Santa Fe

until about the first of April and did not

arrive at the Fort Stanton
'' until aboat

three weeks after that date : It should

Agency something lika three weeks, he,

without consulting me or asking for leave

of absctnee returned to his home. For this
he had no reason to assign, but when ht
got here hs learned that one of hit chil-

dren was unwell and I did not insist on

hisinmediate return to tilt Agency, but
allowed him to remain w ith his family un

til the 7tn of July following. On that
day, he beiug in Santa Fe, I informed him

that ho was expected to start, without
delay, for his Agency nud that no excuse
would be received for further delay, at
the tame timt directing hit attention to

tht manner in which he had lift the Agen-

cy and the length of time ho had been ab-

sent. I also mentioned to him the impera-

tive necessity that existed for his imme-

diate presence at the Agency.

In reply to my letter he, in unequivacal

terms, told me that hi would not obey my

instructions and that ht would not go to

the Agency at Fort Stanton. He couched his

answer in such language that I was left

no alternative but to suspend him from

the service and report him to the Depart-

ment. Hi seemed to have entirely nais--c

in. 'rived the posilion Le occupied a an

"ffi'vr of the Government. Consequeutly

on tho 8th of July I addressed him a note

in which I informed him of his suspension
IV mi the txercise of his official func-

tions.

These are the facts of tht case. The

public can judge whether in my official

capacity I have been ungenerous and ex-

acting towards Mr. Archuleta or whether

he has not received much more indulgence

at my hands than he was entitled to. With

hit fellow cuutrymen he is endeavoring

to create the belief that he has been wrong-

ed that he has, without good cause, been

Ideprived of hit office that hit character

been impugned. 1 can only say that what

ever may have been tht effects of hit sus

pension, they were the result of his twn
misconduct and that nonet of mint could

avoid them. Time after time did I try to

impress upon hit mind tho importance of

complying with the regulations of the
Department. Dut all was of no avail. Ht
persisted in bit insubordination until ht
deliberately peuned aletter in which he
informed me that his self respect would

not allow him to obey instructions which

every Agent in every Suptrlntendency

within the United Statet hat to obey.
Hence if ha has any wrongt to avtnge he,
must avenge them upon himself for he

and ho alone, hat been the author of them.
