THRE COREAN TROUBLRS.

The followiog details regarding the re-
cent operations in Cores are condensed
from the official reports to the pavy de-
partment by Admiral Rogers. They are
official mzull&iont of Minkster Low and
contain detaili not given inthe press dis-
patch from San Francisco.
Admiral Rogers' fleat have returned to
China. The Colorado snd the flag-ship
Alaska, arrived at Cheffoo, July 8, hav-
ing cromed the Yellow soa in 48 hours,
The Moneccacy aod Palos preceeded io
Shanghai for repairs. The preliminary
negotistions opened by Minister Low were
well received by the Corean districh mag-
istrate or )r:rerecl. having jurisdietion in the
vicinity of the anchorage of our flest.
There seems to be cvery prospect of a
speedy and amicable negotiation of the
treaty sought as soon communieation with
the Corean chief magistrate ean be opencd.
No objoction was offered to the fleet cast-
ing anchor, or of entrance to the Salie
river. This Admiral Rogers was procsed.
ing with when two of our surveying ves-
sels, which had been treacherously sllowed
to como within range without warning,
was fired into and two of sur seamen was
wounded. Exomption fromn serious loss
is only attributable to the inability of the
Corean gunner and the fact that sume of
our llrJnr vessels were able to arrive ln
tima to drive the burbarious gunners from
their works,

MUTINY,

A correspondent writing from Shang-
hai, July 12th, says the erew of the North
German bark, Norman, consisting of Mu-
Iays, Chinamen and Japanese, bound from
Tientsin to Skeeling, mutined on the Sth
of June, and burned the ship, killed the
mate and attempted to do the same with
the captain. The attempt on the eaptnins
live did not succend. Several of the mu-
tinoors have been arrested. It seoms the
ring leaders arc threo Malays nnd Chins-
men, who ran away from the skip at Tient-
ain, but were uugit and reshipped.
