LOVE BETWEEN UARS.

A VAIK INFAXTICIIlK AND A UCKUAM
AUIOI.YCUM WANT TO UK MAlllUKtl IN
1'KISON.

Poughkeejisie (Aug. 101 Correspondence of
the NewTork Herald.

In tho jail In this city it a young girl
uumed Malty Howe, aged about twenty-thre- e,

who ilunda Indicted for murder in
tho lint degree. She was lait winter in
tliu employ of a man in Fithkill named
Ha Lane, by wnom mo oocaino pruguaiil,
and when childbirth was oxpocted
tho was sent from tut houso
to tbo abode of a colored woman
ioiiiu diitanco otf'. She bad no loonor
entered the bluck woman's apartment
than alio was attacked with paini, and
very quickly, without tbo aid of a physi-
cian, gave birth to a child. Dciertud by
tho man who should bavu stood by her,
and notwithstanding hor precarious con
dition, eho left tho house tho next day with
the new-bor- n child In hur arms, and was
afterwards seen without it. Shortly after
tl.at tho body of tbo child was found in a
piece of woods, and it looked ai though it
had been attacked by some animal.

Matty llowo was arrestee lor Killing
her otl'apriug and indicted as abovo stated,
and her trial Is to corno oil' in the supremo
court In October next. Her cell is on tbv
upper corridor, on tho west side. Direct! j
under Hon tho next corridor below, is the
cell of Eugeno echmitland, a good-lookin- g

German, who has been indicted for grand
larceny iu stealing a number of watches
and a quantity of jewcrly in Eisbkill.
llii Is a goou-naturc- u son ot lellow, anil
has been allowed the freedom of the outsr
corridors. Onoof these corridors leads to
Matty Howe's coll, and Eu
geno soon uocumo acquainla
with Mattv by seeing bur and talking to
ber through thu bars which separated
them. Tho at first casual acquaintance,
under adverse circumstances, ripened into
atlection, and trom that time forth,
through tho long hours of the day, until
the time arrived for each prisoner to be
locked up for tho night, the loving Eu
gene could bo seen sitting beside thu ban
of Matty's cell, tbo two exchanging vows
ot eternal constancy. Onu day Eugeno
addressed a letter to his father, in tho Old
Country, saying ho bad got into a littlo
ditliculty, and sadly needed $100 to help
him. ills latnor, who is reported to b
rich, in a few weeks sent him 400 in
gold. Tho lovers decided to get
married, tugona, inrougu mo consent of
the thurltf, seut for a lint-clas- s tailor to
como to the jail and measure him for a suit
of clothes, and in duojtiine the suit was Un

shed. Ilo then sent to an ivuron iiro.'s
jewelry store and had samples of jewelry
sent to his ceil, irom wmcn no selected a
complete set for Matty, includind a gold
chain ana locKei, anu presented mem to
her. Ho also gavo her a fancy lace collar
and fancy necktiv.

Having thus, as no thought, prepared
fur tho wedding, tbo next thine was to
get a minister to perform the marriage
ceremony. Last Saturday he requested
Jailer V anucrpooi to go alter a Methodist
dominie. Tho jailor, knowing that such a
thing would not bo allowed, replied that
he was too busy to attend to tho matter
then, when Eugeno requested tho at-

tendance of Mr. llooso, tbo cigar dealer,
who came to luo tail, lo htm tuireiio
opened his heart, and Mr. llooso endeav
ored to get a Uerman minister to otuci-at- e,

but ho declined on tho ground that
such a marrigo would bo unlawful. Then
Justico Ilakcr was appealed to. That of-

ficial said ho would marry thorn if the
sheriff would consent, but the latter per-
emptorily declined. Tbo intelligence was
convoyed to tho determined lovers, who
received it with sadness. Tho shoriu", how-

ever, in urder to appeaso them, sent them
word they could bo marrlod In open court
by tho presiding Judge. Thoy, liowevor,
received the news with distrust, and are
mourning over tho fact that next week
Eugeno Is to bo tried and will, without
doubt, be sent down tho rlvor, leaving
Mattlo to remain thcro till October for her
trial. It is tho first caso of lovo In jail
that ever occurred in this county.

LUCIEN MURAT.

AN tMl'KIUAL LOAVKH HORN A I" (UN UK to
DIK A l'KASANT, KTC.

A Now York 'World' correspondent at
Kordentown, N. J., writes: 'When Prince
Lucicn Murat came to Uordontown ho was
onu of the finest-lookin- g men ever seen.
Tall and of majestic mien, bo was a skilful
swordsman, and tho most elegant and
graceful dancer. Ho brought with him a
largo fortune which ho quickly squan-
dered, and then ho ran heavily in debt.
When tbeso becamo fairly mountain-
ous Joseph Bonaparte liquidated them
all. In a short time Murat was at
dooply involved as beforo, and Uona-part- o

being approached again by
his creditors, shook his; head. "It is
useless, gentlemen, " said ho, " the prince
has no legitimate claim upon me, und it
was friendship and in the hope that ho
would bo moro economical that I placod
him upon his foot; at this rate ho would
ipoedily make beggars of both of ui.
And lieilCOIorill inu uuuiu guunuwmu unu
to " go it alono." Shortly alter ho mar-

ried Miss Frazlor of Charleston, 8. C, a
noblo and accomplished woman, who
oponod a young ladies' school in Uordon-
town. bv which means she supported her
family and worthloss husband. Tho
prince led a gross and disroputablo life,
was addicted to gambling, bunting, fish-
ing, drinkine. loafine. and bor
rowed tnonoy of all who would
loan it. Ho had not the least tasto for re-
fined and intellectual pursuits. One day,
when at dinner with llonaDarte. the latter.
by an understanding with a number of
ladlei who woro present, caused him to
give an eiuiDiuon or mi tastes. A dls
cusilon upon thuexaoi leading of a ar

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tain passage of a classical writer wa in-

troduced, nnd, to settle tho disputo, tho
volumo was brought from tho library.
Uonaparto, who was an oxcellont reader,
oponed the book and began reading to the
company. Murat, unable to conceal his
disgust, roso and left tho room. Staying
away until ho thought tb insufferable
controversy was over, ho camo
back again to find tho g mill read-
ing and tho ladies listening with tho great-
est interest. Wheeling abruptly about, ho
once moro took his departure and stayed
away altogether. Just hero I may add
parenthetically that the rcsidonce of Uon-

aparto in this itato gave rise to tho old
quirp of calling Now Jersoy Spain, and a
foreign country. Murat came to be very
obeso, and was nothing moro than a bar-

room loafer. " My fuller was born a
peasant and died n prince," ho was accus-
tomed lo say, "and I was born a prince,
and will die a pcusant. Hut when
tho coup d'etat of 18Sii was made, the
rin4 aa that tho golden opportunity

bad come, and be packed up and took
passage for Europe. Tho gentleman
whose itato-roo- m was next to his; declares
that the l'rinco snored so terrilfically that
he bad not u single night's undisturbed
rest during his passage. The Emperor
Napoleon took euro of tils cousin, securing
to him an immenso revenue, paying his
debts eorernl times, and giving him the
means of living as a member of tho royal
family. Hut hli tremonduous extrava-
gance always kept him poor.

London Letter to tho Cincinnati Commer-
cial.

The English people, in toadying Louis
Napoleon, but lollow tho example of their
queon, who has visited tho
and recoived him at Windsor. Tho most
remarkable part of this interchange of
visits, and its being continued now that
Louis Napoleon is utterly dethroned, Is

that the queon hates him. I bavo good
and sufficient reasons to know that Queen
Victoria detests tho man, and these visits
are still occasionally given and recoived
for purely political teasoriB. AVhcn this
deep and shrewd lellow ascended the
thro no of France, ho knew very well how
important it was to have England and
Lord I'almerston, and tbo wholo Man-
chester, manufacturing power, with Cob-de- n

at its head, for allies; bo paid tho
prico by which England can always bo
bought. When tho commercial treaty
was negotiated It was arranged that tho
Queen should go to France, and personal-
ly put tho garter upon the imporial leg of
tho man who had once been a billiard
rnarktr In tho grogshop, Leicester Square,
which represented all that remained of the
brothel set up by the sons of King George.
Queen Victoria went to Paris. It was on
tho programme that at a certain point she
was to kim tho cmporor. The osculatory
performance was to be at her initiative.
Hut so soon as she had tied on the garter,
tho Emperor caught her in his arms, em-

braced and kissed her. The Queen was
astonished. She has never got over it.
When, as emporor, bo came over to re-

turn tbo visit, l'rinco Albert alone met
him at tho station, the Queen resolutely
refusing to do so; and sinco that visit to
Paris sTie has, in making journeys on the
continent, several times gono entirely
out of her way to avoid going through
Paris. She now visits Louis Napoleon
only becauso Gladstone, demands it, the
reason eiven being that " it is probable he
may ba emperor again." There is no
doubt in my mind that tbero is n great
deal of nervousness among tho Tories,
Whigs, and pronounced Monarchists of
England generally, lest Franco should be-co-

a confirmed republic. It is pretty
cortain that there must either be a throne
in France or tbo English throno must
swiftly pass away.
