LOCAL DISPENSARY BILL,

Two state dispensary bills have been
introduced in the Florida legislature,
but what progress they are making
we have not been able to ascertain,

For fear either of these bills will fail
of enactment, and believing it is easier
to pass local bills than general ones, a
number of the most prominent citi-
zens of Ocala of both sexes bave in-
terested themselves in framing a local
dispensary bill and have forwarded
the same to Hon. W. K. Zewadski for
introduction.

The bill is fashioned somewhat after
the South Carolina law, puts the sale
of liquors under the control of a com-
mission, preseribes that the sales shall
be in sealed packages and not less
than one pint sold to any one person
and the same not to be drunk on the
premises, that the dispensaries must
close at six o’clock, they are not to be
kept open on any election day, or the
day preceding and the day following
an election, norare they to be open on
Sundays. One half of the revenue
derived from the sales is to go into
the school treasury.

With some modifications the bill
ought to become a very popular one.

Its promoters have made a thorough
canvass of the measure and say the
sentiment is very strong in its favor.

In some towns in Alabama and some
other states these loca! dispensary
laws are in operation, and the results
are said to be in every way satisfac-
tory, and are becoming more and more
populrar wherever tried.

In 1870 3} per cent. of all marriages
in the United States ended in divorce
courts. In 1881 the percentage had
risen to 4 8. In 1890 it was 6.2, and in
1900 it was 8 per cent. In other
words, the percentage of divorces to
marriages in this country has more
than doubled since 1876,

The total number of divorced in the
United States for a given year was
23,427, During the same year 20,111
divorces were granted in all the world
outside of the Unitd States. There
Was an excess of 3361 divorces in this
country as compared with the remain-
der of the world. Of foreign coun-
tries the sipallest number of divorces
in the given year was in Canada, where
only 12 were granted. Next to the
largest number was in France, with
6245 in the year. Germany was a
close second with only one hundred
less.

From a religious standpoint there
are about 63 divorees to every 100,000
Catholics, while divorces for the same
total among Protestants are 283.

More than 40 per cent of all divor-
ces granted in the United States is on
the ground of desertion, aud divorces
are five times as frequent in the city
as in the country districts.

JACKSONVILLE'S GREAT FIRE,

Florida’s beautiful metropolis was
swept almost out of existence by a
cyelone of fire last Friday.

The rapidity with which the flgmes
spread and the amount of damage
done in so short a time beat all records.

The fire originated from a spatk
falling on the moss drylng shed of
Cleveland's tiber ractory at 12:30, p.
m., and in exactly seven hours from
that time nearly the whole city were
only smoking embers.

Some idea of the intenseness of the
heat may be gathered from the fact
that the Gardner building, supposed
to have been fire-proof, and one of the
biggest huildinés in the city, was just
eleven minutes in burning. .

Smaller buildings were consumed
almost in the twinkling of an eye.

Trunks taken from the hotels and
placed in the middle of Hemming
park were dried to a powder without
ever igniting and snakes along the
river wharves were burned to death
before they could swim out into the
stream.

The fairest portion of the city was
laid waste.

The Windsor, St. James, Placide,
United States, Albemarle and other
hotels were destroyed; every church
in the city, save one, met a like fate,
and the convent and schools were all
consumed.

Ove hundred and forty blocks are
in ashes.

The loss is estimated to exceed fif-
teen muillions; ten thousand people
are left homeless; many destitute, and
five were discovered to have perished
in the flames, among whom was Col.
Harry D.

The brave hearted citizens of Jack-
sonville are not discouraged, and on
the old ruins will build a more sub-
stantial, beautiful and enduzting city
than the one justsacrifieed to the god
of flames.

The Gardner building will be im-
mediately reerected and will be an
eight instead of a six story building
as before. The proprietors of the
Windsor will build a handsomer hotel
than the one destroyed. The Metrop-
olis will be housed in a four-story
building. The Hubbard, Baldwin,
and other buildicgs will be at once re-
built. Mr. C. O. Livingston who lost
ten buildings, estimated to he worth
$80,000 without a cent of insurance,
has already begun rebuilding, and his
example will set the pace and be fol-
lowed by others, and in a fortnight
Jacksenville will be the cily of the
greatest activity in the south.
