Another Feather for Funston.

A cablegram from Manilla under
date of May 20 saysthat Gen. Lacuua,
one of the most prominent of the
Filipino generals, with his entire force
of 31 officers and 245 riflemen, sar-
rendered to Gen. Funston yesterday.
They were liberated after taking the
oath of allegiance to the United
Ntates. With this surrender not an
armed iusurgent remains in Buluecan,
and only thirty ritleruen remain in
Neuva Feija, and it is «xpected the
latter will soon surrender. Gen. Fun-
ston says if an investigation shows
that any of the rebels were “mplicated
iu any of the violation of the laws of
war or have been guilty of murder he
could easily find them.
Gen. Wheaton telegraphs as fol-
lows: “All the insurgent leaders in
north Luzon have surrendered, thus
terminating the war in a part of the
country so far as concerns armed re-
sistence to the United States.”
General Mexica, with four officers
and thirty men, surrendered to Msjor
Gilmore, of the Forty-third U. S. In-
fantry, at Baybay on Saturday.
